CHIEF JUSTIC IIUOSMER, PRESIDING.

The Grand Jury were empannelled on the 5th inst.,
and being duly charged, proceeded to the discharge
of their duties-R. M. Campbell, Foreman. O. J.
McC:arty was admitted to practice at the Bar. Mo-
tion to continue in fifteen cases made and granted.
Carter vs. Story-Settled by agreement of parties.
Territory vs. Frank Crabtree-Recognizance for-
feited a:iinst him and ieis sureties. Territory vs.
J. R. Welbster and Isaac IIowe-Prisoners arraigned
and pleaded "not guilty." Territory vs. Matthias
Yoculn-Prisoner arraigned for carrying deadly
-weapon and pleaded "not guilty." Territory vs. W.
HI. Grimies-Arraigned for assault and battery with
intent to commit a bodily injury; pleaded "not
guilty." Tried, found guilty by a jury and sen-
tencedl to pay a fine of $1,000 and costs. Carrie C.
Dimick vs. John r. Dimick-Decree dlseolving the
marriage contract, and the plaintiff restored to the
name of Carrie C. Singer. Mary Croy vs. L~uis
Croy-Divorce granted, plaintiff to retain posses-
sion of her children until the further order of the
Court. Friday morning the Court met and ad-
journed, owing to the illness of the Judge, until
this morning at 9 o'clock.

An Ordinance Concerning Dogs.
Sec. 1. Ba it ordained by the City Council of the

City of Virginia, That no dog, bitch or whelp shall
be allowed or permitted to run at large within the
limits of said city, unless the owner thereof shall
hai-e first obtained a license therefor from the city
clerk; and every owner or keeper of any dog, bitch
or whelp who 41all permit the same to run or be at
large, after being notified by publication, contrary
to the provisions of this section, shall forfeit and
pay to said city a penalty of five dollars for thefirst
offence, and for the second offenc' a penalty of ten
dollars, and if thereafter the dog, bitch or whelp of
the owner or keeper fined as aforesaid, shall be found
run:ing• at large, it shall be lawful and it is hereby
made the duty of the City Marshal and all police
officers to kill and destroy or cause to be killed and
destroyed such dog, bitch dr whelp.'

Sec. 2. Any parson or persons who shall molest,
interrupt, hinder or prevent the City M•sehal or any
police officer in the discharge of the duty herein
prescribed, shall forfeit and pay to said city a sum
of not less than ten doflars nor more than one hun-
dred dollars for each offence.

Sec. 3. The City Marshal or any police officer
shall receive the sum of two dollars for each dog or
slut he may kill under the provisions of this ordi-
nance; providedl, he cause the same to be removed
beyond the limits of the.city and buried, said sum to
be collected of the owner of said dog or bitch or
whelp as other fees, --- and forfeitures, and it
is hereby made the duty of the City Marshal and
all police officers to remove or cause to be removed
beyond the limits of the city and bury all dogs and
sluts killed as aforesaid.

Sec. 4. The owners of all dogs are hereby re-
quired to procure collars for thesame and have the
same stamped by the City Clerk with a stamp to be
procured by him-the sea ovier being required in
every sucl case to ply to the clerk for the use of
said city the sum of three dollars per si'inoathsas
license for said dog to run at large, and to the clerk
for -jxing said stamp the sum of twenty-five cents.

Sec. 5. All prosecutions commenced or instituted
for violations of this ordinance shall be conducted
in thesapa manner as all other prosecutions in the
n me of tie dity, and theoffender sh11l n evercas•
of conviction be requires to pay the costs of suitin
addition to the fine or penalty imposed.
