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THE INDIAN QUESTION.

In our jssue of to-day appear two ac-
counts of the deliberate and unprovoked
massacre of three men, while engaged in
the pursuit of their lawful avocations, and,
but for the determined courage of Young

- Hughs, the survivor of the men com-

.prisiug one party, another name would be
adéed to the long list of those who have
been slaughtered by the savages. It issad
to think that a man who had faithfully
served his country in the field, and who had
passed unscathed through the fiery ordeal
of Pittsburgh Landing and the siege of
Vicksburg, should perish by the hands of
these useless nnd sanguinary pests of the
borders. The old story of two female cap-
tives is also authenticated, and it is with
feelings of the deepest indignation that wea
realize the fact of our present incompe-
tence to deal with the murderers, as we
ought. Mr. Speaker Colfax, it seems, has
left all remnants of undue sympathy with
the poor Indian, out on the plains. The
telegram for more troops, which he sent to
Washington, was promptly answered, and
we hope that there will be such a lesson
given to these bloodthirsty and cowardly
prowlers, as will thoroughly disable them
for the future. However the Government
may have neglected its duty in former
times, we believe that, now, neither peace,
truce nor blankets will figure in the list of
soporifics, which have been so long and so
ineffectually prescribed as speeifics for the
bloodthirstiness which lurks in an Indian’s
system. We hope that troops will soon
arrive in the Territory, and that peace will
be conquered, and not bought. ~ The his-
tory of the decline and fall of the Roman
Empire might long ago have convineed our
rulers that the inevitable consequence of
such a course is a renewal of d epredation,
a8 soon after the division of the subsidy as
convenience permits. We hold it as an
axiom, that a lazy man who lives on a
‘woman’s labor is a disgrace to Ameriea,
and we eannot see that his having a red
skin, and being addicted to the trifling
peculiarities of murder, robbery, arson,
mutilation and forcible abduction, at all
improves his position, or entitles bhim to
special gamo laws or apologetic placebos in
the line of bed clothes, ammunition, ete.,
ete. Instead of presenting guns fo him, we
would present them at him, and this course
of treatment, besides being perfectly effect-
ual, would involve a large saving in stores
and in the salary of distributors., We are
glad to see that the plan proposed some
months sinee, in this paper, for the settle-
ment of the Indians on a reserve approxi-
mating the northern frontier, is under con-
sideration by the Government. Soldiers,
we are also told, are near at hand. The
cheering sight of the blue coats and guid-
ons of u strong foree of Uncle Sam’s troop-
ers, would be accompanied by a sense of
security, long unknown to the denizens of
the new countries of the West. We hope
that some means will be taken to rescue the
unfortunate woman and child whose cap-
tivity we have noticed, from a bondage
worse than death, and that there will he no
postponement of the necessary action.

The Mexican (uestion.

A most important consequence of the
neutral (¥) conduct of the French Govern-
ment is now developing itself. Confede-
rate privateers armed, provisioned, manned
and equipped for the destruetion of our
commerce, sailed from French ports, and
received assistanee, countenance and shel-
ter in French harbors—because the South
were belligerents. Juarezand his Mexicans

. are also belligerents, and, this time, the word
is rightfully applied. It follows that we
can tacitly permit the fitting out of priva-
teers, commissioned with letters of marque
and reprisal from the Liberal, or, truly
speaking, the National party. "This view
of the case, it seems, is being acted upon,
and thus the retributive and inevitable jus-
tiee of events is now visiting a righteous
punishment on Louis Napoleon, and this
poaching potentate is capght in his own
snare. g\\'ﬁenever we feel sorry for him we
shall communicate the fact to our readers.
The next turn of the wheel may furnish an
application of the same doctrine to Great
Britain, and with equal justice.

Indian Troubles on the Yellows=
stome. ;

STATEMENT OF M. COURTRIGHT.
M. Courtright, the agent of the Missouri
River and Rocky Mountain Wagon Road
Company, left Yellowstone canon on the
15th of May last, on the business of the
Road, in company witk Col. Smith, (14th
Wisconsin), D. Shrike, J. Doonelly and
M. Bowyer, a half breed. He took two
ferry-boats down the Yelluu.rstone, one to
be left at the crossing of Clark’s Fork, and
one for the Bozeman erossing at Big Horn
river. When they got to the crossing they
found no emigration, and being out of pro-
visions, they returned to the Bridger road
to see if they could get some. On their
road while travelling, and when the party
had arrived at the junction of the Bozeman
and the Bridger lines, on the Oth inst.,
they were attacked by about one hundred
Platte Sioux. The chief had been, when a
child, a playmate of the half breed Bow-
yer, and told him that he was in a bad
place, and he was sorry for him. At first
they appeared friendly, and dismounted.
After & minute’s talking the chief drove
the horses away loose, and the band at once
fired on the party, killing Col. Smith at the
first volley, and wounding Bowyer.. Court-
right’s clothes bave seven or eight holes
and rents across the back, and one through
the sleeve. He says that he saw over one
hundred arrows fiying around him, and
does not know how they all missed him.
Bowyer, when wounded, (he was struck by
a ball on the hip), shouted: “Run for the
bush ; it is the only show for your lives.”?
They all started at once, exeepi Co artright,
who says he never thought otPescaping, at
first, but being unwounded, and recovering
himself, he at last started for cover, anmd
overhauled his party. They escaped
through the brash, acrose the croek and u
@ DArrow canon—never stopping for thirty-
six hours, till they got to the Snow Moun-
tain. There Bowyer gave out, and lagged
bebind. They left him a rifie and ammu-
tion, and started for the Yellowstone canon
with one quarter of an nntelo’)e, travelling
about thirty-five miles a day. They reached
the canon on the 13th inst., Bowyer coming
in twenty-eight hours afterwards. Colone]
Smith had fought, witheut receiving a
scratch, through the battles of Pittsburgh
Landing, and was at the capture of Vieks-
burg, and bore his part as a good soldier.
He was a worthy Mason, anc Coartright
says, “he was as good a man as ever broke
bread.” Courtright fired his pistol onece ;
but Bowyer eried out, “don’t shoot, but
run;* knowing that if any of the savages
were killed, the survivors would dog the
steps of the party till they caught them.
When rising on the slope of the mountain.
they saw the Indians hunting along the
creek for them, supposing that they were
hidden there. “Courtright seems much used
up. He goes in for the utter extinction of
the hostile redskins, thereby proving his
entire sanity on the poor Indian question,
at any rate.
STATEMEXT OF YOUNG S, HUGHS,.

On Sunday last, Young S. Hughs was
brought into town by Simon L. Wells, from
Gallatin, having been shot through the loft
wrist and right arm with arrows; the track
of a ball is visible along his scalp, and his
pautaloons were cut in txo places on the
right leg, by the bullets of “our Aboriginal
brethren.”” ~ Hughs left Gallatin on the st
of June, with A. J. Neble, late of Colorado,
and formerly of Jowh, and James Camp-
bell, also from Colorado and originally
from New York, intending to prospeet fur
quartz, on the Rosebud—a river between
the Big Horn and the Yellowstone. They
crossed the ferry on the Yellowstone, lead-
ing to Emigrant guleh, on the 3d, and the
rauge shortly after, camping about nine
miles from the Yellowstone. About 10 a.
M. on the morning of the 4th, they were
surrounded by a body of Indians, nearly
five hundred in number, who were lying in
wait for them. They rose suddenly all
round them. At first they pretended friend-
ship, until they had them entirely corralled,
holding up their hands and shouting, “How
do?”» Wli;en the party were completel
hemmed in, the savages opened fire wit
arrows, rifles and revolvers. Hughs and
his comrades broke for some brush. When
he last saw Campbell, he was making for
cover, with an arrow in his back, and reel.
ing in the saddle. The other was ahead.
Hughs fell from his horse when shot, and
crept into the brush. After a while he
heard them twice firing and yelling, as is
their custom after killing a man. Eookin
out for the main chance, he crawled below
the bank of Boulder creek, where there was
a drift, and where the brush was so thick
that he could only be seen by 3 man right
over him. The Indians tracked him by his
blood, and the foremost was drawing his
bow within three yards of him, when Hughs
fired and shot him with his revolver in the
groin. The savage fell, screaming, and was
packed off by his friends—not without re-
eeiving another ball in the side. A second
and third time they came up yelling ; but
retreated with tha{osa of the foremost red-
skin at each charge. Hughs was deter-
mined not to be taken alive. After this,
they stationed a guard all round, and shot
at Hughs whenever he lifted his head, eall-
ing, “come out.” Hughs ammunitien wag
nearly gome. He had but two charges—
one in his gun and one in his revolver—
when an Indian rose about twenty-five
gards from him, with his gun pointing near

im. Hughs aimed at his heart and fired.
The Indian sank down instantly. Whether
he was dead or not, Hughs could not tell ;
but he thinks he was killed. About three
P. )., he saw one of his foes approaching,
and fired his last shot at him, but with what
effeet he could not tell. Of the Indians he
saw no more; for they kept close, yelling
eccasionally and calling on him to *‘come
out.” About 12 r. ., Hughs baving dis-
covered a beaver path under the brush,
crept thraugh to the creek, on his hands.
He waded down,stream till he struck the
Yellowstone, hearing them yelling round
the place where they thought he was lying,
for & mile and more. Pushing on, he came
at last, about 4 4. k., to the crossing, where
he saw some men who kindly took him in
charge, and earried him to Yellowstons
City, Emigrant Galeh, Dr. Hull dressed
his wounds, and the eitizens generally vied
with each other in attention to the wonnded
sufferer. Messrs. S. and J. East took
him to their cabin, and the inhabi.
tants clothed him, Mr. Wells brought him
to Virginia as soon as he was 6t to travel,

party of fifteen who heard her
Iud{een captured with her mother on the
Platte, The Indians numbered several
hundreds, and the whites could do nothing.

+ Salt Lake Licms,

From the Vedeite of the 12th, we learn
that a continuous stream of travel is set-
ting in to the new gold and silver mines in
Snake Creck Canon, Provo Valley. There
are placer diggings in the valley and quarts
lodes of mlver and gold all around, of great
richness,

On Sunday, the 11th inst., we learn from
tho Vedelte and Telegraph, that the party of
notables so anxiously looked for in the
West, arrived in Salt Lake City. The party
cousists of the Hon. Schuyler Colfax,
Speaker of the House of Re esentatives,
Lieutenant-Gov. Bross, of Illmois, one of
the proprictors of the Chicago Tribune,
Mr. Samuel Bowles, holding the same rela-
tion to the Springfield, Mass., Republican,
and Mr. Albert D. Richardson,the chief war
correspondent of the Tribure for the ar-
mies in the West. This geatleman was
captured in attempting to run the blockade
at Vicksburg, and was a prisoner for twenty
months, during which time he saw the in-
terior of seven different prisons, and at last
reached the Union liner, after a perilous
journey of nearly four hundred miles. On
Monday evening, Capt. Thomas’s brass
band serenaded the visitors, after which
Speaker Colfax, Gov. Bross and Mr. Rich-
ardson addressed a very large assembly in
front of the Salt Lake House, in most excel-
lent speeches, in which they recapitulated
the last events of the mighty struggle now
terminated, and recounteﬁ the efforts which
had been made to seeure the establishment
of postal, railroad and telegraphic com-
munication with the great west. Mr. Col-
fax also stated the object of his journey to
be the acquisition of “an intimate acquain-
tance with the resources and wants of these
vastregions' Mr. Colfax has become sound
on the “Poor Indian” question. He de-
clared also that he would not speak to the

eople of Utah with a “forked tongue ;
ut said that the Government had a right
to demand from the people of the Territory:
Allegiance to the ganatitutim, obedience
to the laws, and devotion to the Union and
the Government. The honorable gentle-
man spoke with great warmth and earneat-
ness of his appreciation of the frank and
genuine hospitality extended to him by ali
classes, and concluded by roposing three
cheers for the Uninn, which were heartil
given, and followed by three for himself.
Governor Bross followed in a humorous
strain, and congratulated the citizens on
the gratifying results of seventeen years
labor, which appeared everywhere in the
beautiful city of the Saints.” He bore wit-
ness to the great interest taken by the peo-
le of the “Queen of the Lakes,” in the
acific Railroad, and paid a handsome com.-
pliment to Ben Holladay and the “Boys of
the Overland,” deelaring his intention of
getting one of the coaches hauled up in
front of his house to sleep in for the fu-
ture, (domestic authority permitting). Mr.
Richardson, in his usual happy style, refer-
red to his involuntary detention in the
South. e spoke in terms of astonishment
and delight of the beauties of Salt Lake
City. After the passage of the alkaline
wastes crossed by the western trail, it was,
he said, like the shadow of a great rock in
o weary land. He prophesied a great future
for Utah, with its splendid resources and
central position. The last few years, he
remarked, had shown that any community
or any section arraying itself against the
Constitation and the laws must be ground
to powder under the feet of the people.
That peace had as equally glorious triumphs
as war, and that the boys who heard him
might fiva to see their land the busy home
of one hundred millions of people. A great
metropolis would sit in that queenly val-
ley. Arich and powerful state would rise
among those great mountains. Radiant
and beautiful, the new star of Utah would
sail up the political heavens to its place in
the American constellution. (A pplause.)
