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OUr New Secretary.

We may expect Thomas Frandis Meagher,
our new Territorial Secretary, among us,
next week. The Governot has received a
telegram stating that this illustrious Irish-
man left Atchison on the 24th ult., and would
come as fast as the coach could bring him.
In his own beloved land, his name was a
watchword among the people, and they who
could not but differ from him totally, in
matters political, yet recognised his genius,
admitted his ability, and applauded his hon-
esty. The word of one of the very best
of a noble nation, who has dared death a
hundred times in the shock of battle, fought
for the maintenance of the liberties of the
Americaa people-will go far in persuading
his countrymen to turn from the slippery
paths into which hireling agitators and sel-
fish politicians have led so many of them.
He that has made the name of an Irishman
respected wherever the story of the deeds of
the heroic Irish Brigade is told, must have
weight with the sons of the Green isle. That
persuasive eloquence that held spell bound
both Celt and Saxon is on the side of right,
and will be used to reclaim the wanderers
from the Union fold. We have given the
name, Thomas Francis Meagher, without
any prefix or addition.

"Good wine needs no bush."
'Tis many a day since we saw him in the

land of his birth. He left it in sorrow, but
not in shame; and since that day, no shade
of dishonor has sullied a reputation that has
gathered new glories wherever liberty, truth
and patriotism were to be defended by the
tongue, by the pen, or by the sword. Would
that his spirit of pure patriotism would reign
in the heart of every Irishman that dwells
beneath the shadow of the flag which this
gallant soldier has so often borne in triumph,
and so uniformly with honor.

The New School Law.

The election is now over, and the discus-
sion of exciting political problems is, for the
present, at least, nearly relinquished. There
is one question, however, that can never
remain in abeyance, as long as a particle of
true parental feeling remains among us, or
as long as the American conception of what
a man or a woman ought to be, shall have
enough of vital reality about it to necessi-
tate its practical illustration, through the
instrumentality of the noble school system,
which is at once the pride and the salvation
of this great Republic. Here, among the
eternal hills that upheave their vast peaks
in silent testimony of the goodness of their
great Creator, elevating within the grasp
of man, treasures that would otherwise be
buried far beyond his reach-we feel that
the development of our material prosperity

the man, is dwarfed and stunted by neglect
or apathy on the part of those to whose care
its nurture and culture rightfully belong.
The people of Montana have a good School
Law, and ample provision for its effective
working. Shall this become useless for good,
by lying dormant or shall the energy of
the people give the dry bones life, and cor-
stitute Education the tutelary genius of our
Territory. In every inhabited spot, let
schools be erected. Humble and deficient
in many respects they must be, at first; but
in a marvellously short time, if the endea-
vors of the mothers and fathers of Montana
are persistent and well directed, a school
system shall arise in our midst, worthy of
our name and station, and the riches which
our children will inherit will fall into hands
fitted to receive them, and to ap:;ly them
intelligently for their own good and the wel-
fare of the land of their birth. Let the
school meetings be called; let County Su-
perintendents do their duty, supported by
the sympathy and labor of the people, and
we shall have to bless the Legislature for
one good action in giving us a school law
which shall stand a monument to their ever-
lasting honor, like

"A good deed in a naughty world; "
in bright contrast to the authorization of
chartered robbery and legal stultification.

POSTAL SrRVICE.--A reference to the tele-
graphic dispatches will show that a contract
(with whom is not stated) for the carrying
of the mails three times a week, or oftener,
between Virginia City and Helena, has been
entered into by the Postmaster-General.
This is a much needed step in the right direc-
tion. Until now, letters, etc., had to be
expressed, at a considerable expense to our
citisens, ordinary missives costing, probably,
eight or nine times the usual postofflice rate.
This new mail service will do a great deal
towards forwarding the business interests of
the Territory- At the same time, it mast be
said that Messrs. Oliver k Co. have per-
formed their duty with great punctuality
and precision; but alas i it is easier to pay
three cents to Uncle Sam than twenty-five
eents to the most energetic expressers on
earth. All that could be done by private
enterprise was fairly accomplished; but the
Uncle aforesaid is a monopolist in the Postal
Department, and the greatest letter carrier
in the world.

A; tht Ud4ip meeting on the 3rd inst.,
Col. San er remarked, in the coarse of. his
address, thas he could not see why Union
men should be obliged to listen to the teach-
ings of such men as Judge. Miller, who had
declared openly that he was not a citizen of
the United States, and that he claimed
neither lot nor part in common with her
citizens, declining to speak or vote, for that
reason.

At the Democratic meeting, in the even-
ing, Judge Miller replied, saying that he
understood that Col. Sanders had denied
his right to speak at such meetings, a dic-
tum from which he entirely dissented.

Major Bagg being introduced by Judge
Potter as a "wheel horse" of Democracy,
proceeded to make a speech, entreating and
urging the citizens to vote for Union candi-
dates, especially Capt. Williams of Nevada,
and by this unexpected line of argument,
thinned the crowd of nearly all the Demo-
crats present. Loud calls for "Sanders"
having elicited no response, a party of the
zealous carried the Colonel up to the bal-
cony, when he spoke as follows :

Thsl is a Democratic meeting, and I presume I am
called upon to address it, for the reason that in the
remarks I had the honor to make in this place this
afternoon, I interpolated a modern Democratic
speech, which pleased you so well by its lucid argu-
ments and high patriotic tone, as to induce you to
call for its repetition or for another. But I shall
not make you a speech. I have never yet interrupted
a meeting, and it is pretty late for me to begin with
interrupting one that has the poor excuse of modern
Democracy, even for assembling together, and I in-sist they are entitled to this platform until they ad-
journ. With your consent, however, I will make a
personal explanation.

I credit Mr. Miller with as much sense and more
manners than nine-tenths of the orators of his party
in Montana, and I only questioned, as a matter of
taste, his addressing loyal citizens and assuming to
advise them how to vote, because I knew that he had
stated heretofore, concerning the politics of the
United States, that he had no part or lot in the mat-
ter and had disclaimed being one of its citizens, and
I thought it cool that men whose loyalty was never
doubted should be lectured as to their duties by such
a person.

Judge Potter then came forward and said
there would be no more speaking; but the
crowd would not "so receive the word," but
remained, jocularly inquiring, "how do you
know ?" and " what'll you bet ?"

In a few minutes after the " dissolution of
Parliament," Judge Miller was again intro-
duced by Judge Potter, and, in a short
speech, denied having made the statements
attributed to him by Col. Sanders-observing
that he loved this country as it now was,
with as Rarm an affection as Col Sanders.

The Colonel then came on to the stand and
said that, inasmuch as the meeting had ad-
journed, and as it was oict a political issue
that divided them, but a mere question of
personal veracity between himself and Judge
Miller-if W. L. McMath, W. L. Brown and
Judge Bissell, would come on to the stand,
he would settle it then and there. He would
introduce as the first witness, Major Bagg,
"the wheel horse of Democracy." This
proceeding being contrary to the wishes of
the few Democrats present, in fact a regular
" astonisher," they refused to hear proof
from the family circle. Judge Miller again
addressing them, bade the Democrats go
home and express their sense of the Colonel's
speech at the polls, in the morning. The

Upson had not gone squarely against negro
suffrage; but had qualified his assertion by
saying that he was as much against negroes
voting "until they were properly educated "
as Colonel McLean was. For his part, " he
wonld sooner go to the polls with a regular
corn field nigger, than an educated one."

Now, in this, Judge Miller only enunciated
the principle of all demagogues-" Ignor-
ance is the mother of devotion,"-and his
remark might be taken as the watchword of
modern Democracy. When will the people
see, through this fimsy veil of delusion, the
shackles which bind them the slaves of fac-
tion ? A cause which is better supported by
ignorance than enlightenment, is doomed as
inevitably as it is justly.

INDIAN RIGHT ON POWDBER RIVYRR.

A special dispatch to the Salt Lake Vedette, from
Gen. Connor's command, on Powder river, says: Gen.
Connor's Pawnee scouts, commanded by Capt. Frank
North, discovered, at two o'clock P. x. of the 16th
inst., the trail of a party of Cheyennes returning
with scalps and plunder from the mail road. Five
minutes after, he, with forty-eight Indians of his
company, were in pursuit. The trail was followed
for seventy miles down the river, when he overtook
them, and, after a short engagement, killed the entire
party, numbering twenty-six warriors, with the loss
of only four horses killed. He captured thirty-one
head of mules and horses, and considerable plunder,
which he brought into camp Ten of the horses
and mules were government animals. The work has
commenced in earnest.

Still Later.
Washington, 29th.

There seems to be no importance attached to the
fact that the Grand Jury of the District of Columbia
some months since found a true bill against him for
constructive treason, in sending troops to operate
against Washington in the summer of 1864. The
Grand Jury of Knoxville, Tennessee, .has indicted
him for treason, and it is probable that the trial will
take place at Norfolk, Virginia, in which event,
Chief Justice Chase will preside, as that State is em-
braced in the judicial circuit assigned to him.

New York, Aug.. 3d.
It is said that through the havoc and repudiation

consequent on the rebellion and its failure, and from
the emancipation of the slaves, the value of property
in South Carolina, which was $400,000,000 in 1860,is reduced to $50,000,000 in 1865.

The.test oath required by the act of Congress of
1862, of all persons entering upon the duties of a
United States officer, has given rise to considerable
discussion here.

Governor Perry, while at Washington, was given
a list of the various vacant Federal offices in South
Carolina, and was requested to nominatesuitable per-
sons to fill them. The Governor's appointeess are,with but one or two exceptions, ineligible in
consequence of having held office under Davis.

The rule of mustering out troops continues, and
the interior of the State has been gradually stripped
of its garrisons.

Raleigh, N. C., 3.
Lieutenant Hohn had arrived from a trip through

the northeastern part of the State. He reports that
the people refuse to recognize the freedom of the
blacks,who are whipped and tortured in the most
fiendish manner and that shooting and killing those
creatures appear to be the order of the day. He also
says a perfect reign of terror exists in that portion
of the Stateon account of the absence of the military.

New Orleans, 29th.
Texas advices report the frontier in a worse conditionthan ever before. Austin and San Antonio papers
are filled with accounts of highway robberies and
outrages by Indians. Steps will be taken by the
military to afford protection to the frontier. The
the condition of the blacks, with a few exceptions,
is represented to be satisactory. The worm con-
tinues its ravages on the cotton in the lower counties.
