. Between the 20th and 25th ult., a train of
wagons, sixteen in number, principally
owned by Tom Marshall, of St. Louis, and
accompanied by Andy Harris, an old moun-
taineer and guide—were attacked, about
sixty miles on the Benton side of Milk river,
by some sixty Assineboine Indians. They
charged suddenly upon the train out of some
brush. The wagons were hastily and incom-
pletely corralled, and the Indians, halting,
pretended friendship, offering to smoke and
talk with the party.  While some were thus
engaged, the others continued to close in,
and two got into the corrall. Harris beiug
told that one of them was about to stea) his
horse, went to him, with his shot-gun in his
hand ; but on endeavoring to take the ani-
mal from him, the savage shot him through
the breast, and he fell dead. In the molee
that ensued, another man was shot in the
cheek with an arrow. Two Indians were
killed on the spot, and they, with two others,
wounded or killed, were carried off by the
redskins. The party returned about eight
miles, till they fell in with Garrison’s
wagons, and all then retreated till they met
the large freight treins en route to Milk
river, when they joined company, and
again resumed their journey down.

Within a mile of Benton, two men were
murdered ; but neither their money nor
their papers were disturbed. They were
seen on Friduy, the 1st, and were supposed
to be sleepiug, and communication between
strangers riot being the rule on the Missouri,
the wayfarers passed on. On Monday, the
notice,0f other parties was attracted, and
they were found to be dead. One of the
parties wag shot through the breast, and
one through the back. The assassins were
80 close that the clothes of the victims were
burnt by the powder.

On Saturday, the 2d inst., a party of thir-
teen Bloods were met, with lariats, etc., all
rigged for horse or other thieving. They
professed greas friendliness to the whites,
and made no hostile demons trations.

From Confederate Guich-=--Murder
and Highway Hobbery.
HELENA, Sept, 12th, 1865,

Oliver & Co’s coach, just in from Confederate Gulch,
brought us word that J. Hineman, proprietor of the
Star Billiard Saloon in Virginia City, was shot by
robbers, while on his way this morning to this place.
The coach was to leave Diamond City at 9 o’clock
a.m., carrying as passengers J. Hineman, J. N. Nin-
nick, R. T, Allizon and Henry Tucker. Before start
ing, J. Hineman went to the driver, J. F. Basford,
ascertained the time that he would leave, then re-
marked that he would scart out on fuot. He said,
you will overtake me somewhere in the canon; as
the coach came in sight of him, about half a mile
from the lower town, be was in a reclining posture,
und beckoned with hieright hand, for them to come
on. Upon reaching him, he said, “I Ay Ssor AND
Roppep,’” he was put in the coach at once, and car-
ried to the nearest house, which is about a mile from
where hewas shot. He was laft there and a messen-
ger was dispatched ab once, for medical aid, and
assistance, to Diamond Citp, Mr. Hineman was
asked frequently, who shot him, but was not able to
tell, or speak, though sensibly, as he gave them to
understand that he wanted hisrevolver taken off him.
He was shot in his left side—about the middla rib ;
the ball passing direetly throagh him, or nearly so,
it can be felt on the oppositeside. Hisright pocket
was emptied and turned insids out ; in his left pocket
was found & purse containing 40 or 50 dollars. He
was alive when the coach lef, but wust be dead ere
this. I understand that quit{a large number of men,
from onr place, have started out at once and will
try to find the robbers.
