Ov Thursday morning about 2 a. m., Spano 4, the
monte dealer noticed thatCharley Barnum had offered
some chips which had been missing from behind the
bar, and he expressed his conviction that the $20
gold pieces which had been stolen from his table
were in company with the chips.

The first grazed his temple; the second
went into the floor, and the third struck him in
the knee, running down the leg.
