Tae Boston “ Journal’' says English capitalists
have purchased £600,000 of Colorado mining lands,
and their agents and employees are en route to devel-
ope the same, Not wishing to under-estimate the
resources of our Colorado friends, which are im-
mense, nevertheless these capitalists would find a
more extensive field, in gold and silver lodes, from
which to make selections for investment, by coming
into Montana. There was never a more extensive
quartz country discovered than this, and richer de-
posits have been found here than were ever before
put on record.

A case of some hardship under the law in force in
British Columbia of impriscning for debt, is recorded.
A woman named Woodward, who had been divorced
from a man named Cauts, in San Francizsco, was pass-
ing through Victoria, ob a visit to California, when
ghe was arrested for a debt incnrred before the second
marriage. Her counsel entered the ples that she
was a married woman, Although two witnesses
swore they saw her going to church to be married to
Woodward, the Judge deemed the evidence incon-
clusive, and, baving left her marriage certificate at
home, she was sent to jail.

Davis, the Superintendent of the
Ldaho Gold and Silver Miting Company, never was
more plessed than I was, as I noted the partially
completed roof and finished walls of the strocture.
Having dizmounted from ry “animal,’”” I uccepted,
on his behalf, an offer of hay from the manager, Mr.

In front, at a distance of twenty yards, runs a never
failing stream of lwpid water—evidently placed |
there for the workmen of the Lucas mill.
