The Water- Tanks.-The water-tank at the flag-staff is
nearly completed. Whether it will hold water is another
affair, which appears to us problematical. The excavation
for the one in Wallace street is progressing, not rapidly,
but steadily. The ground, even below the frost line, is
extremely hard. The accumulatien of the loose earth
around these reservoirs, unless speedily removed, threatens
to become a nuisance of no sm.all dimensions.

Portions of Dudawick's feet were am-
putated, with great skill, by Dr. Justice, who performed a
modification of Chopart's operation, on one foot. and Hey's
operation, on the other. The last piece of surgery was so
successful that the parts healed by the first intentiop. The
other is progressing well for so far. The sufferer is the
owner of a plantation in Phillips county, Arkansas, near
Helena. The number of persons frost-bitten is very great
this winter. Should the temperature fall, the Sun River
srarnmlleers will sulfer heavily.

Quart: Milling.--On Thursday last, we paid avisit to
Summit, being anxious to see what pi ogress the mnils were

naking. On our arrival at the village, the steady puff!
putf! from the escape pipe of the Seneca Falls Mill met
our view; and then turning the corner. we saw that Charley
Davis's Mill, on the Lucas, was also in full run. We were
nuch struck with the magnificent quality of the quartz
now being taken from the shaft, at the back of the mill
building, It is the finest kind of pyrites, and, what is
extrordinary. it is in numerous cases thickly spangled
with gold. The mill is running with great regularity and
precision; but more for the purpose of crushing than of
saving. The pans, of which there are ten, will not be set
up for three days. The framing is being rapidly completed
tnder the direction of Reuben Foster. The tailings will
all he passed through the pans. and, in a short time, we
shall hear of grand results. The machinery driving the
fifteen stamps is in fine running order; the quartz is numm
her one; the shaft is in the building; the crevice is nine
'feet wide. (how much more cannot yet be seen); wood and
water are on the premises. When the pans are in, and all
working, the amalgam will astonish the ftolks East and
West. Mr. Mesler, the local Superintendent. is in high
spirits, and as busy as a bee. On our return home. we
made an inspection of the Seneca Falls Company's Mill.
of twenty stamps. Nothing finer in the way of machinery
and setting up can be seen in any mining district. Every-
thing works smoothly and well. Mr. Seabury. the plate-
tender, opened the batteries, and shewed that the surfaces
were coating finely, with gold. and the plates were "patch-
ing " rapidly, all over. Mr. Olds may be satisfied at his
work : it is as fine mill-wrighting as we ever saw. We
-hall report further as soon as there is a clean-up. The
first ten days' work of new mills, or even more. is always
consumed in coating the plates and getting all in snug
order. Charley Davis and his friends may well feel proud.
The " Lucas " is a magnificent lode, and the mill must
pay.

We have to state this week. respecting money matters,

that everything representing cash, from Treasury Notes
down to the poorest of " trade dust," is scarce. and will
continue so until we either get capital from the East or the
miners commence work in the spring. The unfortunate
kind of currency that is now here (dust) will always make
money very tight during winter, as that has a tendency to
depreciate and keep out other capital, that would come
were it only used as a marketable article. We who have
been here a year. know that as early as August the "dust"
commences going East, and by the time witter fairly
begins, nearly all the gold taken out during the summer
has been shipped from the country, leaving little or no
money here. What is needed more than anything else to
make Montana prosperous is an entire change in the cur-
rency; and if we ever expect large capital to come in, we
:us.t do this sooner or later. Of course but little gold dust
is now offered, for the reason there is not much to offer.
