The counties of Madison, Edgerton and Deer Lodge, will
each send ten delegates to said Convention.

The counties of Beaver Head, Gallatin. Jefferson, Mis-
soula and t:noteau, will each send five delegates to said
Convention.

The best care should be taken, in the election of the dele-
gates, to have the mining and farming interests, especially,
represented tsally and effectively. These are the main and
paramount interests in the T'erritory. The one originating,
the other vitally sustaining it, the Territory cannot be said
to speak with authority where these interests are overborne
by, or inadequately represented in, the presence ofany other.

The County Clerks are respectfully directed to make the
proper arrangements for the elections in the different coun-
ties on WEDNESDAY, FEBRUARY 7th, 1866, see that
they be fairly conducted, and issue, under their signatures,
the proper credentials to the delegates who have been duly
elected.

It is likewise respectfully recommended that a prelimin-
ary meeling of each county be held on Saturday, the 10th
day of Feoruary, at such place and time as the County
Clerk shall see lit to designate, at which meeting it will be
well for the people of the county to instruct their Delegates
in the, views and propositions it is most desirable to have
submitted to the Convention.

Letter trom Bannack.
BANNACK, January 17th, 1866.

ED. POrr : A few days ago another party. with hand,
sleds, started for Lemhi. Each man took a sack of flour-
besides his blankets and the necessary cooking utensils.
It was a novel sight. The old proverb is still true. " money
makes the mare go." The first day out was cold and
stormy; but now, as the weather is pleasant, they will
make the trip without danger. The former party that went
out have not yet been heard from; but it is generally
believed that good " diggings " will be developed in that
vicinity. It is wonderful to witness the energy displayed
by the prospectors to uncover the hidden treasures of
Montaaa. They face every danger; endure every priva-
tion. Tired. hungry and cold, they wrap themselves in
their blankets and sleep upon the snow; and not unfre-
quently the result is frozen feet, amputation and death;
wives and children too, perhaps, in the 8tates, dependant
on their labor for support; and it is doubtful if one miner
in ten ever makes more than a support for himself and
family. Senator Sherman does not know these facts. Iam
not so uncharitable as to think he would sell the mineral
lands to the highest bidder if he were acquainted with the
facts; so I thought I would venture to enlighten him. I
am somewhat afraid, however, that, in his seal to make a
great, wealthy, strong, prosperous and free government,
he is losing sight of the poor, hard laboring man, who
earis his bread by the sweat fe his brow. I use the wod
in italics in the progressive tense. The fist object should
be to make every man prosperous and sueoessful in bust-
nep ; then will the Government be so too. Is it revenue
that he wants, with which to pay off the National Debt
and lighten the barde tEaxation That ie oble oet;
we are all wilintg to help pay it. kt would t the Gov-
erment derive a greater revenue by •assing alaw to make
nine miners in every ten seoesstnl ft 1 nblt to his rse• -
tion and good ense.
