Like nearly all preatinventions, this new one possesses the merit ofextreme simplicity. The.S inventor was one daystruck with the vibratory motion of a kettle stand-ang on the to p of a hot stove, and found, on exami-nation, that the motion was produced by the vapori-zation, at a high temperature, of single consecutiyedrops of water which fell on to the highly heatbdsurfce of the stove. Seven hundred tonsburden would be gained in an ordinary Atlanticsteamer by the new plan, and as auperheated ateam isso vastly more powerful than the wet steam usually
employed, river boats may race up a stream theycould not, before, offer to stem. Probably, a week
will be the usual length of an Atlantic voyage,

The New York "Evening Poet" of December v,
coatains the following nteresting account of an
eddress on the history and resources of Chill, gIren
by Senor McKenna, the specdal agmt of the Chillas
Governmenst in this country.

"Chili has distinct natural bounaders in the Anita,
the Pacific Ocean, the greet desert of Atacama, end
the savage plains of Patagonia; it pornemes a hoax=-
geneous population, a varied but temperate cli-
mate, an immense coast line containing hundreds of
port. and bays, which make access to the interior

esafertile agricultural region, which enables the-
;nation to export breadhtuffs, and mineral resources so

I rich that, besides coal, silver and gold, half the
copper produced in the whole world, annually, is
mined in Chili. Mr. MicKenna then described the
social and and political condition of his country.
Chili baa two millions of people, who form a republic
in which a president is elected every five yemas, while
the popular branch of Congrem is chosen every three
years, and the Senate for seven year. Taxation is
trifing, the customs duties are light, and Imposed
only on articles of luxury ; one-tenth of the whole
revenue of the State is devoted to public instruction
and in 1882 there were nine hundred and thirty-three
free schools in the country, besides a university at
Santiago, the most important in South America, and
colleges in the different provincee.

Finally, lands are cheap, the climate is mne, the

natural products various, the feeling towardu foreign-
ese very liberal, the undeveloped wealth immense,
the railroads of the country so extended that Chili
is excelled in this regard only by the United State.,
England, France and Germany, and the people are
very favorably predisposed towards the United States.

The value of goods imported into Chili in 1864,
according to the official statistics, wasn 418,887,383 ;
