Huge braves on staggering poneys
ride through the streets, mechanically kicking and eggingtheir cayuses as they go, and receiving reports from theforagiug squaws at intervals. The smile on the warriors'faces tells unerringly that they believe they have "strucka soft thing" in the subsistence department.

Pleasing Desperatios.-An unknown lady, who dates
from the " Vale of Despair," has sent to our drug-dspen-
sing friend, Morris, a most curious sample of ingenious and
stimulating mechanism, in the shape of a piece of perfor-
ated card, on which are wrought, in needle-work, certain
cabalistic looking signs, apparently defying the scrutiny of
any one less versed in hieroglyphics than Nineveh-Layard
or some other equally gifted antiquary.

Captain Murphy Maguire was as
natural an Irishman in love as we are likely to see for some
time. Charles Graham has made his mark, for life in two
characters. Desmaret and Aminadab Sleek. The first, crafty,
obsequious and deadly, would make a name by itself; and
the last would bring down any house with an audience in it.
The sanctimonious old sinner was a perfect portrait. Harry
Rainforth's best characters were the trembling Marquis de
Ccvennes, in the " Female Gambler," and Rolf, in " Poca-
hontas," the last being a very humorous piece of play.
Edwin Clarke's Fouuch and Baron de Clifford were very
creditably managed; the latter showed much less of the
stifl and ungainly air of a young man playing an old one,
than is usual with actors Dick Johnston's benefit night
was stormy and unkind, but tihe house was very well filled,
nevertheless-muchl better than we expected, under the
circumstances. The labor of Kobo, the goblin page, is
physically enormous; it was well sustained. The "Mis-
tletoe Bough "' and " Betsey Baker" are two good pieces.
In the latter, Mouser was "firm as a rock." Kross-as-
kan-bc, in P' ocahontas," on the 24th inst., was a decided
hit, utnd received with universal laughter.

The
nmost thoroughly natural piece of acting this lady has ever
given, was in Mrs. Torrens's confession to her husband of
her being to blame for his hypocritical conduct.

Mouser, and as Cccille. in the " Female Gambler," played
very well. The markled and constant improven:entin this
lady's style of actingare frequentsubjects of remark. The
deep mud is a great draw-back to play-goers of both sexes,
and especially to ladies.

IIELENA LETTER.

HELENA. March 27th, 1866.
Recognizing the fact that sermons should be varied for

different congregations, and that in the use of similes, par-
ticularly, the known likes and dislikes of the listeners
should shape the figure - it has been suggested that the
internal regions should be represented to the negro as a
cavernous sea of ice, in which long-tailed icemen are con-
stantly forking about huge blocks of Mambo's greatest hor-
ror, and plunging the " inevitable" beneath the chilling
ft•oo, which is constantly freezing but never freezes. Now,
if horses were capable of receiving religious instruction,
they would be told that if they were not good nags, and
baulked, they would go to a place where they would con-
stautly travel streets with the mud knee deep; mud thick
with cutting ice crust; mud medium, with a mortar-like
consistency and cohesiveness, and mud diluted, a misceg-
enated prodtuct of cream and coal tar; he would be told,
in fine, that the streets of his hell for eternity would fac-
simile those of Helena the past week. This muddiness is,
in one manner, acting beneficially, it shows the property
owners the necessity for making some provision fur pedes-
trians, who would prefer to go dry-shod. and the conse-
quence is, that plank side-walks are multiplying. The
eastern side of Main street has a nearly continuous plank
walk thriugh its business portion. Every builder seems
to hav had widely different ideas as to what the future
grade of the street would be, thus causing a miniature re-
productiou of early Chicago ; but despite this all but dumb-
heads rejoice at the improvements, and church-goers, ad-
miring their " Sunday-shrine," bestow a passing blessing
upon the general benefactors. Water is flowing down the
gulchies, affording abundant facilities for sluicing.
Of course there was an excitement here last week. A

mining comumunity without its weekly stampede is like a
bunghole without a barrel. A considerable party thought
that New York Gulch was a big thing. and, therefore,
went for it, and found it emptying into Trout Creek, on the
other side of the Missouri, and twenty miles in a north-
easterly direction from Helena. Returning, they pro-
nounced it a humbug; the reported eight foot pay streak
having dwindled, according to some accounts, to eighteen
inches. But the stampede was to Indian Creek. sitllated
twelve miles below Crow Creek, and forty miles from Iel-
emna. The gulch is reported to be fourteen miles long,
divided nine miles from its source into two distinct portions
by rocky precipices, between which there is a very narrow
and imnassable canon. Both the Mountain and Idaho dis-
tricts, as the upper and lower portions of the gulch are
named, have their peculiar disadvantages. Three miles
above the canon the gulch forks; but the combined waters
sink, and leave the mucky bush-covered flat below entire-
ly destitute of the requisite mining power. The Idaho
district is also minus water, and wood is scarce throughout
the entire length of the gulch. It is claimed that suflicient
water can be brought from the forks to supply every claim.
The upper diggings are, of course, deep, in the lower dist-
rict, on discovery, the bed-rock has been struck at twelve
feet, and the dirt taken out prospected sixty five cents to
the pan. Larger prospects are reported, and a great many
considerable smaller. Your readers may believe any of
the latter, but place no confidence in the former. Thegold
resembles that of Alder Gulch. The stampede commenc-
eds on the 20th instant. and, at one time, nearly a thousand
were in the promised land. Most of them returned, and,
since no " city " was laid off and named, and plenty of
claims are for sale to " particular friends " at prices rang-
ing from acayuse pony to any article of barter that can be
obtained, it may be presumed that Indian Creek is not
more safe to bet on than its treacherous Godfather.

Colonel Howie arrived on the 19th inst., bringing with
him. as a prisoner, a man from the Gallatin valley, who
had been complained of by the settlers of that region for
selling liquor to the Indians, said " noble red men of the
forest " having become very troublesome, during their
drunken sprees. On a preliminary examination before
Judge Munson, the prisoner was admitted to bail in the
sum of $30O. conditional for his appearance at the next
term of the United States Court.

In obedience to an order from the Acting-Governor " Neil
H,wie, Esq.." last week, tumbled over some forty rifles to
Meyers. Tutt & )onnell for safe keeping. The ITdian ex-
pedition seems to be finally abandoned.
