WaVshington, March 23 d.-The following is the Loan
Bill as It passed the House: "Be It enacted, that the Act
entitled an Act to provide ways and means to support the
Government, Marheb 3rd, 1865, shall be extended and oon-
strued to authorize the Secretary of the Treasury, at his
discretion, to receive any treasury notes or other obliga-
tions issued under any act, whether bearing interest or not,
in exchange for any description of bonds authorized by
the Act to which this is an amendment, and also to dis-
pose of any description of bonds by ineh Act, either in
the United States or elsewhere, in such manner and at
nch rate as he may think best, for money of the United

States or for any treasury notes, eertiecatee of indebted-
ness, certificates of deposit, or other representatives of
value, which have been or which may be issued, the pro-
ceeds therefore to be used for retiring treasury notes or
other obligations issued under any act ; but nothing herein
contained shall be construed to authorize any increase of
the public debt, provided that of United States notes, not
more than ten millions, may be retired and cancelled
within six months from the passage of this Act, and there-
saier, not more than tour millions in any one mouth; and,
provided ifrther, that the Act to which this is an amend
ment, shall continue in force in all its provisions, except as
modified by this Act.

Section two provides that the Secretary of the Treasury
shall report to Congress, at the commencement of next
session, the amount of expenses or money borrowed
under this Act, and on what terms, and the char-
acter of the indebedne retired and detailed on account
of the expenses incurred.

Frankfort, Ky., March 27th-The Court of Appeals has
rendered adeclsion which virtually prevents a soldier of
the Union or Confederacy from being prosecuted for acts
committed pader the orders of superior oofers.

Washington, March 27th.-The "Republican" asserts
that the President has laid up for prosecution the cases of
five hundred of the principal participants In the rehellion,
whom he holds for the purposeof justice. Theunpreme
Court, yesterday, decided that National Bank shares asi
liable to local taxation, being personal property. Chief-
Justice Chase is of the opinion that this was an indireet
mode of taxing national securities, which was not author-
ized, or Intended to be authorized, by Congress. In the
cases of Cutting, Pisk and others, the Court held that a
broker is chargeable on purchases of securities made on
his own account, the same as en his commissions when pur-
chasing for others. Senator Foote is supposed to be in a
dying condition this noon. The following is the message
ofthe Predent vetoing the civil rights bill: "I regret
that the bill entitled an act to protect all persons in the
United States in their civil rights and furaish the means of
their vindication, contains provisions which I cannot
approve, eonsistently with my sense of duty to the whole
,eople and my obligatlos to the constitution. By theirst
etion, all persons bor In the United States, and not sub-

jects of any foreign power, excluding Indians who are not
taxed, are declared citizens. This provision comprehends
the Chinese of the Pacific 8tates, Indians subject to taxas
tion, and gipales, as well as the entire race designated as
blacks or people of color, negroes, mulattoes and persons of
African blood. The bill does not propose togive these
classes any status of citizenship in States except that which
may result from their status as citizens of the United States.
The power to confer rights of State citizenship in just as
exclusively with the several States as the power to confer
Federal citizenship is with Congress. The right of Fede.
ral citizenship thus to be conferred on several excepted
races is now, for the first time, proposed to be given by
law. It as claimed by many, all persons borm in the Uni-
ted States are already citizens, the passage of this bill ean-
not be necessary to make them such. I, on the other
hand, such persons are not citizens, as may be assumed
from the proposed legislation to make them such, the grave
question presents itself whether, when eleven of thirty-six
States are unrepresented in Congress, it is sound policy to
make out the entire colored population and all other excep-
ted classes, citizens. Four millions of them have just
emerged•from slavery into freedom. Can it be reasonably
supposed they possess the requisite qualifications to entitle
them to the privileges and immunities of citizenship ? Have
the people of the several States expressed such convictions ?
It may also be asked whether it is necessary that they
should be declared citizens in order that they may be
..ecured in the enjoyment of the civil rights proposed to be
conferred by this bill. These rights are, by Federal andState laws, secured to all domiceiled aliens and foreigners,
even before naturalization; and it may be safely assumed
that the same enactments are sualent to give like protec-
tion to those for whom this bill provides. Besides, the
policy of the Government always has been that persons
who are strangers to, and unfamiliar with our institutions.
should previously become acquainted with them by domi-
clle. This bill,in effect, discriminates againsta large umber
of intelligent and worthy foreigners, and in avor of negro,
to whom, after long years of bondage, the avenues of light
and intelligence have just been suddenly opened, by pro-
posing to make them citizens at once. The first section
also contains an enumeration of the rights to be enjoyed:
to make and enforce eontraets, sue and be sued, give evi-
denee, inherit, purchase, lease, sell, hold and convey real
estate and personal preperty, and to have fall and equal
benefit of all laws, the same as white citizens, and to be
subject to the same punishments, pains and penalties, in
common with white citizen, and to none other. This per-
fect equality of white and colored races is attempted to be
fixed, by Federal laws, in every State, over the vast feld
of State jurisdiction which is covered by these enumerated
rights. In none of them can any State exercise any power
of discrimination between different races. In the exereise
o State policy over matters exelusively affecting the peo
pie of each State, it has frequently been thought expedient
to discriminate between races by statutes. In some States
n-rth as well as south it is eetacted, for lastance, that no
white person shall marry a negrotoa mlatto. Chancellor
Kent says, speaking of blacks, marriages between them
and wtites are forbidden i some States whereslavery does
not exist, and prohibited in all slaveholding States by law,
and when not aboltely otrry to law, they are revolt-
ing•, and are rae as dffensive gainst pMbile deoey.
I do not ay t re blpeals State laws on this subject, for
as whites are forbidden to intermarry with blacks, the
blacks can only make such contrasts as whites themselves
mre allowed to make; therefore they cannot, under this
bill, enter into marriage contract with the whites. I eite
this disrimination, however, as sa tastance of State policy,
and to inquire whether, if Congress an abrogate all State

aws of discrimination, tonehlg contracts generally, it may
t also repeal State laws as to marriage contracts between

races. Hitherto evry subject embraced in the enumera-
tion of rights rr by this bill, has been considered asexclulively belonging to the ates. If Congreesscan repeal

tate law driminating in these subects, why may t notr~eap all State laws adlinldnsfng. Tbe object
of the second section is to ard disriming protection
to colored persons, imposing penalties pon members

Sthe Legisature whieh may pass eh laws, and upon
thejuadge or oeer who may attempt to xcute them.
This invades the dominion of the tates, fr which there
i no warrant, sad for whieh there is no necessity. I do
not apprehend that sh eoaieeing legislation as the bill
seauem to eatemplats, is so likely to eeor as to render it
neesary to adopt a measure of sh doubtihl constitah
tioalitky.

New York, March 2Bth. - Additional per steamer China.
The reform bill was explained in the Hoose of Commons
by Gladstone on the 12th. The main features of the bill
are a reduction of the qualifications of county voters from
50 to 14 occupancy, and for boroughs 7 rental, and to
lodgers paying 10 or upwards for apartments. The
measure adds about 400,000 to the number of voters The
bill deals only with the franhise, leaving the redistribu-
tion of representation for another session. After many
speeches for and against the proposal, Mr. Bright express-
ed his satisfaction with it, and the bill was read the first
time. The liberal journals generally approve the meas-
ure, although it barely comes up to their wishes. The con-
servative journals demand its rejection, and others call for
amendments. The Daily " Telegraph " deolares it is grow-
ing quite clear that it will become a law. The real crisis
of the measure was its first appearance, which it passed
through safely. The Parliamentary oath proposed by
the Government, as modified in the first two clauses by
D'Israeli, s adopted.
