Wasruau ArPacA.-The S. L. " Vedette " says :
" According to official statements, the Republic of
Liberia has brought under its control 200,000 of the
aborigines, besides six thousand recaptured from slave
ships. It has turned more than five hundred miles
of coast from being a horrid slave mart to the peace-
ful and honest pursuits of agriculture and commerce.
More than one hundred and fifty churches have been
erected. About two hundred schools are in opera-
tion. Twenty thousand children have been taught
in English and twenty thousand persons have united
with the churches. There are between sixty and
seventy settlements, and their commerce annually
amounts to between fifteen and twenty millions of
dollars.

At a depth of about four hundred feet, a strong vein
of gas was found, and, after the futility of oil seek-
ing was clear, the owners tested the gas for illumi-
nating purposes and found it of about the same qual-
ity as that from the natural springs at Fredonia; by
which that village has been lighted for many years.
An agreement was then made with the Buffalo Gas
Company to deliver it to them at one dollar per
thousand. The daily yield being estimated at forty
thousand cubic feet, and the Gas Comp uny charging
the citizens four dollars per thousand, it is clear that
there is a clear profit of over one hundred dollars per
day on the tran-action."

HEAVY LA.ND SLIDE.-The Dutch Flat (California)
, Enquirer," of April 21st, contains the following :

The Lyon PeNe*sa.

4A a description of the details of the Iqon prs
is so very much desired by .our reedes, we condma
the following account from an elalorate article in
the Black Hawk "Mining Journal," of Colorado.
The poems is nothing more than a gigantic adapt-.
tion of a are my. It is not new--few things nder
the sun are new-but its adaptation to the ores of
Colorado, and the mining Territories, renders it of
the utmost financial importance to the whole west-
ern coudtry. It consists of four or five distinct
mechanical and chemical manipulations-crushing
and dressing, desulphurising, smelting and cupella-
tion. The ore is first carefully selected and then
crushed, in Dodge Crushers, into pieces varying in
size from that of a pes to the bulk of a walnut.
These crushers will be superseded by more effective
machinery, after a time. The ore then passes between
Cornish Rollers, which grind it to the requisite fine-
ness, after running through a sufficient number of
times. The dust is then taken to the dressing room.
The rock has been previously sorted into three lasses,
the first, being nearly pure mineral, is not dressed,
but goes straight to the desulphuriaer. The second
and third class portions are wathed and agitated, the
impurities passing off, and the mineral sinking
through sieves, nearly in a pure state. The final
operation is shoveling the ore slowly into a barrel
about balf full of water, to which a rotatory motion
is given with a shovel blade. When a sufficient
quantity of mineral is thrown in to raise the water
to the top of the tub, the cask is struck lightly and
quickly, with an iron bar, producing a jarring mo-
tion, counter to the rotatory one, which brings the
lighter sand and sediment to the top, and the metal
sinks to the bottom, perfectly pure. The operation
is thus repeated ad infinitum. For dressing the tail-
ings, a Cornish Buddle is used. This is a tub twenty
feet in diameter and twenty-four feet deep, with a
convex bottom. In the centre is a revolving upri;ht
post, with horizontal arms, the under side of which
are armed with brushes. The tailings are fed with a
small stream of water into the centre. As the
brushes revolve the metal sinks close to the post, by
its own gravity, and each revolution of the brushes
drives the sand towards the rim, where it finally set-
tles. The metal and sand are taken out separately,
as the Buddle becomes full and the ores are ready for

DESULPURIZAvION.

This treatment is administered in a building
adjoining the smelting room, and in an immense
reverberatory furnace, capable of receiving five tons
at a charge. The dressed ores are spread evenly on
the floor of the furnace, and fire applied until the
sulphur is ignited. Constant stirring is required to
bring all of the material in contact with the heat.
A few hours suffices to burn off the sulphur and trans-
form the bright, cubical pyrites into a brownish
powder, nearly free from impurity. This residuum
passes from the furnace directly to the floor of the

SMELTING ROOM.

Hero are two large reverberatory furnaces, built in
the most substantial manner, lined throughout with
fre-brick, heavily ironed and braced. Reverberatory
furnaces have arched roofs and are constructed to
throw the flame upon and around the article opera-
ted upon. They connect in common with the desul-
phurizing furnace, directly with a large flue two
hundred and seventy-five feet or more in length, run-
ning up the side of the mountain, attaining a per-
pendicular height of one hundred and fifty feet, ter-
minating in a low chimney, from which the fumes
and all the noxous vapors liberated from the ores,
escape. The smelting furnaces are about eighteen
feet in length by twelve in width, and capable of
treating from six to eight tons each of dressed ores
per day-equal to from eighteen to twenty-four tons
of material as it comes from the mines.

Theirfloors are so laid that if water were poured
on them at any point it would flow to the tap-holes,
which face each other, the doors for feeding and
stirring being on the opposite and outer sides. It is
necessary that the workmanship and material of these
structures should be of the very best character, to
withstand the tremendous heat to which they are
subjected, as upon them and the care taken in heat-
ing and cooling, the duration and efficiency of the
furnace entirely depends. The roofs are almost flatand so arched as to distribute the flame evenly over
the entire area of the floor, two or three feet beneath
which, a fiat arch is turned and a large space between
the side-walls left open for an ash-pit and to allow
a free circulation of air. A charge consists of 3,000
to 3,500 pounds of desulphurized ores, mixed with
such fluxes as are necessary for their reduction. It
is shoveled rapidly into the furnace, spread evenly
over the floor, the doors closed, hermetically sealed
with clay, and the fire turned on. As soon as the
mass begins to melt, a bleeding bar is inserted in the
tap, and the accumulating lead allowed to drip out
into an iron kettle which is kept hot by a coal fire.In course of five hours, after several stirrings or rav-
ellings with a long iron rake, the whole mass becomes
liquitied and presents the appearance of a bubbling,
seething sheet of liquid fire. Nothing in the form
of metal can withstand such a heat. Whatever sul-
phur or other impurities may have remained in the
ore, are caught by the fluxes and carried into the
slag, which is of the consistency of water. The lead
acts as an amalgam to the gold and silver, passes
down through the slag, drips out into the kettle with
its riches, and when the tap is opened and the fiery
flood rushes out and cools, the slag is found to be
clear and glassy, the kettle containing the lead load-
ed with gold and silver. This is dipped out, run
into bar moulds, cooled, and stacked up for thefinal
operation of

THE CUPEL FURNACE.

There are two of these connected with one stack,
through which they obtain their draft. Betweenthe fire-grate and the stack is a sort of bridge, under
which the test is placed and adjusted very like an
engineer's instrument, with four leveling screwsr which admit of any elevation or angle of depression
that may be required. The capacity of these fur-
naces is about five tons of lead each per day. Thetests or cupels are made by pounding prepared bone-
ash into an oval, iron ring, three feet by four, and
live or six inches deep. When the ring is full, a
hollow is moulded in one face, like a wash-baesin, a
hole cut through the bone-ash at one end, next to
the ring and a small groove out in the edge to carry
off the stream of litharge, which is not allowed to
touch the iron, having a radical tendency to eat it.The flame passes over the test, into which the bars of
lead are introduced one by one, from aslide, melting
in the heat and dropping into the basin. A lightblast of air is introduced at the same time. This,
coming in contact with the surface of molten lead,rapidly oxydizes it, and the vitrified oxyd or litharge
passes off on the opposite side of the test. When it
is desired to take out the bullion, the supply of lead
is stopped, and by means of the adjusting screws thetest is tipped down gradually, the blast and heat
being continued until the last particle of litharge
passes off, leaving the cake or button of gold and
silver in the bottom of the test.

Such is the method by which these works are daily
reducing with perfect success all the refractory pyri-
tic ores of Colorado, and it is the only process yet
discovered that will save all the gold, silver and,e eventually, the copper, in similar ores.

LEAD ORss.
e The treatment of lead ores, which generally con-

f tain a large percentage of silver, is even more smple.e They are dressed to seventy per cent. clear lead and
melted down without fluxes, in queer little fire-
places, called Scotch hearths, more properly Ameri-
can hearths, by which n'ame they are known abroad.
They are open in front, have sheet-iron stacks and a
blast pipe entering the back side of them. A fire isd kindled with short, dry wood, the ore thrown on the
n wood and the blast started. The ore is soon reduceda to metallic lead and rans through a little groove in
the hearth into an iron kettle carrying its richeswith
it. Thence it is dipped out and run into bars fore cupellation, and supplies the greater part of the lith-
arge used as a lux in the reverberatory furnaces.

e The capacity of the hearth is about'two sad* half
tons eaclaper day. They have been compelled, bye failure of the blast cylinder, to play an unimportant
part thus far, and are yet awaiting the arrival of

e McKinsie Blowers, now on the road. It is proposedu to set up five more of them, making ten in all, capa-

ble of melting down twenty to thirty tone of ore perday. The lead ores in the vicinity of Central and
Nevada contain, on an average from thirty to fortyY ounces of bullion per ton, about ninety per cent. of

which is silver. The productive capacity of these
hearths is variously estimated at from five hndred
to seven hundred ounces of bullion per day.

The average cost of reduction is $30 per ton, Theaverage value of the ore is about $100 per ton ;
$35,000 has been sunk in the furnace, and, pe con-
tra, working at one fourth capacilt, $30,000 in bal-lion has been shipped to New York, i two monthsr
