RECONSTRUCTION.

The principlg upon wkich free governments are
alone possible is constant compromise, and the old
Latin proverh is sustained every day by the declara-
tion in the shape of votes of the legiclative bodies,
that the middle path is the safest, always. It is true
that this kind of course pleazes no one but the wise,
and that wisdom being by no means extravagantly
distributed among mankind, that both sides are dis-
satisfied ; yet, in the end, when partizan raneor and
asperity are smoothed down by the current of time,
or by the constant attrition of politics, the most
violent are compelled to own the EXPEDIENCY, at
least, of such settlements, and this is aboat all we
can arrive at in sublunary matters; for notions of
political Justice are binssed and distorted in every
possible way by the uncontrollable influences of birth,
education, association and mental constitution; so
that on this we could never agree. A greatand free
nation eannot be exclusively governed by any one
set of men or opinions, for any length of time, when
once intelligence becomes the general characteristic
of the people ; the course of events resembles, rather,
the line taken by a body acted upon by forces of oppo-
site directions; it follows a path entirely consistent
with neither of them, but born of the impulses of
both ; with this controlling influence on the eide of
immutable justice in buman afairs, that

“ There's a divinity that shapes our ends,
Rough hew them as we may.”

Perhaps there never was a time when snch reflee-
tions presented themselves with more force to the
miml of the patriot than at the present juncture of
affairs, The tempest is over; but the Ship of State
rocks and reels on the heaving billows that follow
the raging of the storm, even more violently than
when the hurricane of political strife was at its
height; yet the old mariner knows that this is the
inevitable prelude of the coming calm. We have
attentively watched the pregress of the elemental
strife, and have, from time to time, predicted what
to us seemed the only possible solutions of the prob
lems which have arisen in debate on the momentous
yuestions affecting the settlement of our national
nffaire; and, now, the tendency of Congressional
proceedings is such that we can see, more plainly
than ever before, that the future destiny of the
uation is taking unmistakable shape and position.

The report of the Reconstruction Committee has
been presented to our readers, and with the exception
of the third clause, will probably be substantially
adopted as the only possible compromise between the
discordant views of the opposing parties in Congress.
Negro suffrage cannot be adopted now ; the disfran-
chisement af the South till after the next Presiden-
tinl election is impossible to be carried ; the South
eannot count political dead-hends as a basiz of appor-
t{opment in voting ; the winners will not pay the
debts incurred by the losers in the strife now hap-
pily cencluded, and it is useless to contend that
Statee which have boen definitely overthrown in the
attewnpt at secession are out of the Union. They
are, therefore, part and parcel of the United States;
but, seeing that they exhibit some strong signs of
insubordination and recklessness—not having had
time to cool after four years’ fever—it iz a matter
of neceseity that they should give some promises of
future pacific demesanor, end that they should be
represented in the national councils by men whose
antecedents are of sufficiently good character to
enizure the reliability of their couneil and action,
whaem taking part in the legizlative deliberations of
Congress. No matter how fierce the opposition of
both parties, to something as nearly like this as can
be predicated will matters come at last, and more
extresme mensures—just or unjust—are useless in
diseussion, because they are simply unattainable,
With the result we have outlined, we should be
contented.

The example of Britain iz before us. In the days
of the first Charles, the question fought about was
whether one man was absolute, or whether every man
wasaking. One man cropped bis hair, took a verse
of Seriptare for hiz name, assumed a sour expression,
and wes horridly virteous, proclaiming that every
one who belieyed as he did had aright to his opinion.
Another let his waving tresses hang half way down
his bock; dressed gaily:; swore roundly, and was
gallant, gay and detestably vicious, with no partic-

ular convictions exeept on the subject of his own |
Epr:‘-.mlql superiority to his roundhead neighbor, a |

elief in the Divine right of eerfain men to do
wrong, and in the Divine right of the masses to do
as they were bid by himself and friende. Neither
suceeeded ; but after shedding oceans of blood, the
affair wos compromized by leaving a King without
any material authority, an ristocracy under the
eontrol of a demoeracy, and recruited from their
ranks, with a8 many checks and safeguands ns o
modern safe lock.

America is far ahead of thiestate of thinge; start-
ing unencumbered with the useless paraphernalin of
a titled aristoeracy, a fendal paralysis of manhood, &
aseless crown, a state church and a monopolized
domain, she stamis at the head of the nations,

One bone of contention remained ; one * irrepress-
ible conflict** had to be decided.

Grdinary tobacco is likewise mentioned in the arti-
cle, 2z having been sold at §1 per Ib. On reflection,
we shonld say that under uu:dpresent form of gov-
ernment, it must be very “ordinary,’’ in fact, extra
“ordinary.”’ So it goes with the whole rigmarole,
Eicking out sales on the streets of poor samples, to
e re-sold at a large advance by the buyer. It is
hardly to be supposed that a merchant sells an arti-
cle at wholesale for what he buys it. Yet such is
the “Democrat’s’ notion of trade. We give an nc-
count of merchants’ sales in &tores; the “Democrat’”
wizhes that these firures should be the same az those
they buy them for from freighters. This is the Ma-
jor’s commereial style, but it is not ours. The first
quotation in the document we have been examining,
is (speaking of flour,) “Selt Lake, from freighters,
&10 (@ £10 30. Sold out of stores at $12 50 (@ $13,"”
which, in fact, is an admission of the whole matter
in dispate. Ounly one lot was sold on the street at
§10, and that under very peculiar circumstances,
yuite out of the ordinary current of business, and
this was mentioned in our last week’s issue. The
statement that sugars quoted at 524 to 55 cts per 1b.
i= erroneous, and that all kinds were only 50 cts. is,
of eourse, patently absurd, for no one will give us
much for “Orleans’ as for ‘‘Powdered,” and the
“lender’” contradicts the price current; the latter
making the article vary from 45 cts. to 50 cts.—
Some ten, the “Democrat’” had for weeks at $2 50
{@ 81 75, (we should prefer the latter,) when the
“Pogr,” —the Major’s night-mare—announced teas
at $3 to $3 50.  All we can say is that we congrat-
nlate ourselves on not having to drink any of the
infusion of the herb sold at the price mentioned in
the “Democrat.” We do not intend to cite any more
examples where all are of the same sort. e also
beg to remark in conclusion, that the idea of quot-
ing low is a mistake in policy as well as in fact. A
man in Salt Lake reads: “flour at $10 per sack.”—

own, from thestore. Bat, if the freighter sells to a
jobber, he has to lose his profit which is generally
more than double the ordinary commisgion. We will
attend to our business as we best can, honestly en-
deavoring to present a just and correct list of prices,
and seeing that the “Democrat’s’ policy is fixed, we

The Legislatures to be prohibited from
meing divorces, which will be obtainable in the
i], 8. Courts. The ninth section declares that in
territories there shall be no denial of the elective
franchise, because of race or color, to citizens of the
U. 8., and all shall be equal before the law. The
Territorial Secretary is to bave the same pay as the
Goverpor while performing the Governor’s duties.
The House refused to strike out Sec. 9 by 76 to 36,
and passed the bill as above. )

Colorado’s admission ig vetoed, because it is not
necessary for their welfare. Population not settled,
and varying from 25,000 to 40,000. The Territorial
Government will be Jess expensive ; it is not certain
that a majority really wish for State Government;

Inpian Ceeex.—The reports from thediggingson
Indian creek are very encournging. A party of
three yo men, who had run a ditch on to their
ber claim, ed up $69, after about five hours run.
One of the partners states that th has
Laen little explored, owing to the high water. yet
the bars are good wherever they have been
pected, and they extend more than ten miles. Where
the bars pay so well, it iz only reasonable to sup-

points. At a depth of eighty feet, the crevice is
eight feet wide, certainly, and how much more will
be demonstrated when the other wall-rock isreached ;
twelve feet iz calculated upon. The apparatus to be
employed is, first, n Bullock’s Crusher, with vertical
jaws, which cracks the quartz into small lumps; it is
then finished off by passing under vertical crushing
wheeld, running like a flax-break, in a circular pan
which revolves nt half the speed of the wheel, caus-
ing a dragging and grinding motion, which reduces
the quartz to an impalpable powder. The bed issup-
ported on regulating springs, which adjust and equal-
1zo the pressure. If asteel hammer were thrown in,
it would be ground up in a few minutes, without
injury to the machinery. For desulphurizing, the
pulp is placed in a tub which has a lateral motion.
A vertical steam-pipe throws out jets of hot steam
into the mass treated with diluted sulphuric acid,
and with such effect that the sulphur rizes in flour to
the top. By means of a small leaden ¢ , the
required sulphuric acid can be made from very
sulphur. There is then no difficulty in amflgama-
ting. The Dacotah was our first worked lode, and
we arg'glad to say that it has proved rich on several
claims. It was discovered by sceident. A man
sliding timber down hill, the log tore up 2ome quartz
which led to the discovery of the lode.

legality of the Legislature, because the editor of this
wonderful journal is of the opinion that such should
be the case. The principle is the important matter
to be decided b{ Congressional action, and 1t seems
likely that the bill will pass the Senate and be ap-
proved. We do not anticipate any great injury to
private and innocent parties in that event, because
we shall have a Legislature that would do justice in
the premises, before any final decision of the Bu-
preme Court would invalidate bona fide contracts
made under its “quasi’’ authority,and sanction.

The feeling must be very strong on the subject, in
the House, as otherwise any ordinary irregularity
would be passed by, rather than the uncertainty and
confusion caused by the nullificativn of forty days
legislativn ehould be caused by act of Congres. It
is therefore to be presumed that the House is deter-
mined to put on record its condemnation of dicta-
torial and usurped authority.

But really, and throwing ealogies, poetry and theory aside,
and turming to the practieal, this town has quite lo
enongh been left to follow its own blind jostinets. Hireel
we have as contorted in surface, and as erooked in their
vertical sections, us ever was the comscience of a

State politician ; streets with abandoned shafis ing o
weleome some benighted pilgrim to a iu_i'{nn grave ;
streets with muod holes, swill sloughs and ditches inter-

spersed between ash heaps, patiently standing wagons. old
garbage, wood piles and a cholee sprinkling of dead dogs.

The following important letter from General
Sherman appears in the Des Moines (Iowa) “ Regis-
ter.” We cannot too urgently recommend entire
acquiescence by travellers on the plains, in the meas-
ures proposed, and a faithful adherence to both the
letter and the epirit of the instructions therein con-
tained. By keeping on the protected routes, both
the members of the emigmion and the military
force will be combined and effective agencies for the
prevention of attack by the Indians, and they will
srobably remnin peaceful. On the other hand, the
}uu]i.sh hardibood of some man with ¢ cut-off ’ on
the brain would probably result in the loss of his own
scalp, and in & general war ; for the Indian, like the
wolf, knows neither rest nor truce when he has once
tasted blood:
