Washington, May 15th.-In the Senate, Pessenden gavenotice that he should bring up the reconstruction amend-ment on the following Monday, and ask an early vote onit. The bill for holding the United States Court at Rich-mond instead of Norfolk passed; as also a bill authorizing
the appointment of an additional Secretary of the Treas-ury. Sherman reported his bill for consolidating thenational debt, providing also that the issue and disposal ofbonds should not cost more than two per cent. In the
House, Wilson, of Iowa, offered a substitute for the ena-
bling act to the effect that any State by establishing anequal and jist representation, may be admitted before theamendment is acted upon by the States: it will not bevoted on till after the action of the Senate on the amend-ment; neither will the act excluding rebels from office. Inthe Senate, Pessenden did not call up the House resolution
proposing armendments to the constitution, but Stewartgave notice that he should move to amend the first sectionso as to define the word citizens; without this he said theconstruction of both the first and second sections woulddepend upon the party in power ; he should also propose tostrike out the third section, disfranchising rebels, and make
it the first section of a law which he would offer as a sub-stitute for the several bills reported by the committee; hewould then make the bill excluding rebels from office thesecond section of this substitute, and in addition wouldrequire each State to consent thereto, and to extend byamendments to their own constitutions, universalsuffrage;
this done by any State, each State to be admitted withoutwaitiig for the action of the other States. The Senate, in
executive session, confirmed Richard Rossean, of Ken-tucky, Minister to Honduras; Edward Maynard, of Ten-nessee, consul to Turk's Island; Morris B. Brown.

small-pox, and the balance make a precariuts living byhuckstering, fishing, etc. The Rev. Mr. Fitz, formerly
army chaplain, presides over this colony as Assistant-
Superintendent of the Bureau. This agent has exercised

li the most arbitrary and despotic power, and practiced
revolting and unheard of cruelties. We found he had, in
two instances, suspended freedmen with cords around theirwrists, their feet not touching the floor, and kept them in

ie this position, in one case two, in another four hours; that
he setaenced a freedman to imprisonment for three months
for the trivial offense of wrangling with his wife, and keptSanother man, arrested for debt, shut up in prison for months' while his wife and children, reduced to abject destitution,
died with the small-pox, and then took him from prison
under guard and compelled him to bury his last child in
the cradle in which it died; in one instance he imprisonedL, six children for ten days for playing in the streets on the
Sabbath; he imposed a fuine of sixty dollars on an a
freedman for having told another freedman that he was
about to be arrested by Fitz; this poor old man, not hav-of ing money to pay the fine, was imprisoned until next day,
when his son paid the fine with three dollars additional
jail tee; a tax, which Superintendent Fitz says goesto sup-port the Bureau, is imposed on the owner of each hut, for
the ground; if the occupaete fail to pay this tax promptly,
they are either turned into the streets or imprisoned, and
in some instanoes the huts are torn down; all business
transacted by these people is taxed at five dollars permonth upon every little shop, two dollars on each fishing
boat, and five dollars on each horse and cartn; a failure to
pay the taxes when due at once subjects the property taxed
to confiscation; we were unable to ascertain what amount
of funds had been collected by Superintendent Fitz, or
what disposition had been made of them. In answer to the
question, what justification there was for the oppressive
burdens he had imposed upon these people, Superintendent
Fitz replied that Captain Seeley said; " I must have athousand a mouth from that establishment." He also fur-nished a sworn statement, herewith forwarded, in which he
attempts to defend his conduct by stating that he acted in
obedience to the orders of his superior officers in theBureau. Rev. BOMBARPMENT OF VALFARAISO. -The following account
of the bombardment of Valparaiso is contained in the spe
cial dispatchens to the Virginia (Nevada) " Enterprise,"
dated San Francisco, May 14th. We think the British
odicer in command, and the American citizen, haing a
comnpetent force at his disposal, who would stand by and
see a defenseless town bombarded by a se' of miserable
garlic-eating, kniting. lazy Spaniards, behind the age in
everything, and committing the atrocity for no earthly
purpose but malice, and knowing that the low would be
sutffered by British and American eitizens mainly, all inno-
cent of any crime, should be sown up in a saok with a
pair of sixty-eight pound shot at the bottom, and launched
over the side, in a good deep spot, as a pair of disgnraess to
their flags and nations: "Valparaiso was bombarded on
the 21st, and a large portion of the city laid in ruins.
