Summit Mill: —Daily advices are being received of the
progress of machinery on its way to this famous distriet of
ours, for the extraction of gold from the het-work of aurif-
erous guarts lodes in the neighborhood of this ecity, espe-
cially in Summit, Alder gulech, The foundation for the
Fosters mill, on the Mesler lode, is down to the bed-rock,
and the tinbers are all out.  The lode is opened both ways
from the discovery, and looks splendid. It is six feet wide
on the average, “and as rich, in free gold, as anything yet
strock up there, In sixty days, we hope to hear the whis-
tle of the splemiid mill now, we believe, at Benton, A
saw mill will probably be attached to the institution, and
as there is five years supply of splendid timber within a
¢cireuit of & mile from the mill site, which is also compara-
tively free from snow, in winter, and quite sheltered, it is
likely to make a big retarn.

After
a journey of eighty-four days. over thirteen hundred miles
of road, nearly foar huudred of which is a desert, the ani-
mals, with ail their harness and vehicles in perfect arder,
seemed as thoronghly up to their work and in as good urier
as if just off the sanche, They have plenty of feed left in
the wagons. Jack Robinson, panting, toiling and lifting
huge weights, appeared to be pazzled to koow how all that
freight (an sverage of seventy-flve bundred weight to the
team) conld be hauled in four wagons by twenty-four
mules, The lading consists of a lot of Benson shovels,
picks and mounted handles; tea, coffee, sugars, saddies
and hridles of spiendid make, and & general assortment of
groceries, tobacco ;ropes, ete.  The train, from its perfect
build and the condilion of the animals and harness, attracted
acrowd of admiring spectators, They started at once for
Halt Lake, to bring op freight from the City of Waters,
The quality of the freight, as far as the visible articles are
concerncd, i first rate.

The Over-
land stage has left us, and we do not get our mail three
times & week ; indeed, not at all till this evening, and then
but a small States mail, but none from Virginin We
heard yesterday thatthe Bannack mail bags were lying at
ihe Junction, but this, doubtless, will be corrected jnst as
soon as the high waters abate. But many of our citizens
are of the opinion that the high water is merely an oppor-
tanity for the Stage Company to leave us for ‘' goad.”
