Red Cloud,
chief of one of the powerful bands of the Northern
Bioux, came in recently with a party of his band.
He has been upon the war-path for twenty years, and-
has never during that time visited n military post or
white settlement in friendship. He informed Col.
Maynadier that during the late rebellion, he was
instigated to hostilities against the people of the
United States "by the Pritish. This is another in-
stance of British neutrality. As soon as the Com-
missioners arrive, which will be in May, some 1,700
lodges of these Northern Indisns will be in to make
a treaty of peace. Colonel Maynadier and the offi-
cers at Laramie have every confidence in the friendly
intentions of these Indians, and we hope they may
not be disappointed.*’

greenbacks, which war enabled the rapacious shod-

X When was it? Who wasit? And who awakened

After about thres hundred feet of
straight line, the Lackawaxan was crossed on trestle
work about thirty feet high, with a curve of three
hundred and fifty-five to four hundred feet radius.
The impression was very general that the iron mon-
ster would either break down the road or it would
leave the track at the curve and plunge into the
creek, My reply to such apprehensions was that it
was too late to consider Eﬁ probability of such
oceurrences ; that there was no other course than te
have a trial made of the strange animal, which had
been brought there at great expense ; but that it was
not n that more than one should be involved
in its fate; that I would take the first ride nlone,
and the time would come when I should look back
to the incident with great interest. As I
hand on the throttle-valve handle, I was undecided
whether [ would move slowly or with fair of
speed ; but believing that the read wonid provesafe,
and preferring, 1f we did go down to go 'y
and without any evidenze of ti » 1 started with
considerable veloeity, passed the curve over the
creek safely, and was soon out of b of the vast
assemblage.
