SBweeny arrived at
St Albans on the 6th, and a Fenian council of war decided
upos an immediate advanee movement In two columns
from Maloue, New York. and Franklin, Vermont, , Alarge
seigure of Fenian arms was made in northern New York
and Vermont during the 6th, and Sweeny was arrested at
St Albans the same uight; ndwithstanding these and
other obstructions, the Frapklin eolumn, under eommand
of Gheneral Spear, formerly Colouel of the 11th Penusylva-
nig eavalry, and numbering one thousand men, tolerably
well armed, moved early and established themselves on
Figeon Hill, four miles north of St, Albans, that night, to
await reinforcements and collect supplies; the movement
af ihe Malune eolumn was prevented by the arrest of (Gen.

On the 5th, the men, after rioting somewhat
thmughout the day at Malyne, were finally yuelled into
sudjectfon.

Cammissiouer Belts, when he assumed o defiant attitude,
refnsing to aecept bail if eoupled with parcle; Hoberts was
then remanded to eustndy and the hotels refusing to enter-
tadn himn under arrest, fearing attempts 1o resene him, he
was lodged io the Eldredge street jail. Numerous ' other
arrests of leading Fenlans were made ou the Tih and Rth.

ED. PosT: A bhasty inspection of this plice, after am
shsence of some weeks, reveals decided sigud of improve-
ment, Everything looks lively, aod is lively—even o the
musquitoes. A pumber of houses have bedn bailt: wmen
with families have moved in, and everylhiﬁ betokens a
prosperous camp. The mill, in the welfare'of which ebery
vne here—and not u few outsiders—are somewhat inter-
ested, we found hard at work, and doing & guod business.

EXECUTION oOF BTONE AND FOSTER—The following
account of the execation of Stone and Foster, the roffians
who confessed the commission of aboat half u soore of mar- |
ders, for the sake of the plunder derived from the robbery
of their victims, is taken from the Denver eorrespondence
of the Blaek Hawk (Col.) ** Mining Journal * and bears
date May Lith. An aecount of the erimes confessed by the
men appeared in our last jssue: At one o'elock p. m.,
the condemued were eonducted to a close earriage, ful-
lowed by avother containing the clergy who otficiated on
this oecasion ; & thinl earriage contained the representa
tives of the press. On arriving at the gallows, sitnated
near Cherry ereek, on the road to the grave-yard, the pris-
uners mounted the seaffold. giving no signs whatever of
fear or dread. A portion of the Seripture was then read by
the Rev. Mr. Clark, followed by & few verses of that soi-
emn hymn, “ Roek of Ages.” Questions were then asked
of Foster by his spiritual adviser, Rev. Mr. Clhirk. The
last appeal to the merey of God for the sonls of the con-
demned was then made by Rev. Mr. Potter, United States
Marshal A. C. Hunt read the death warrant. and nothing
remained but the farewell of the friends of the doomed
men. The ropes were adjusted, their arms and feet pin-
ioned, and the fatal black cap placed over their leads, and
at 1:34 p. m,, the drop was let fall, and Stone and Fuster |
were hanging in_mid-air.
