Mining News.
A short tour for observation along theiydraulic works on Alder gulch, in-

laces us to believe that a vast amount
)f the precious metal, perhaps much
nore than has yet been produced, lies

.uried beneath the surface. An im-

nense surface of bed-rock yet remains:o be stripped, which cannot fail to yield
large returns. A great hindrance to

successful working of the hill claims in
:his district has been the want of water.

We are glad to learn that the VirginiaWater Ditch ('omnpany have so far ad-
'anced their new works that a large
idditional supply of water will be

,rought into the gulch early next week,
which will enahle the workers of claims
ilong the gulch to employ double gangs
f hands each twenty-four hours. From
thil and other indications we look for an
immediate and rapid increase in the

luantity of gold produced in this section.
During the week ending last Saturdayevening, Maninmma & Co. employed four-

teen hands, and the product of their
labor amounted to $1,870. Two clean-
ings up, on the same claim, during the
present week, exhibit about the same
relative amonnt of dust for the labor

employed.

Chulds & Co., with three hands, took
out $600.

Myers & Baker, last week, with four
hands, took out from $500 to $600, and
the same amount of labor is, producing
about the same result the present week.

Day & ('o., with seven hands, last
week cleaned up $900, and will clean up
about $1,000 the present week.

Other parties on claims in the vicinity
of those above named, state the result
of their labor at about the same relative
amount for the force employed.

In Nevada District but a small amount
of labor is being employed, probably not
more than one hundred and fifty men
being at work last week, the pay av-
eraging from five to eight dollars per
day to the hand.

We are informed that from the foot of
Alder gulch up, the work is rapidly
going on of putting down a bed-rock
flume, and that work will soon be re-
sumed on much ground that is not now
worked.

As soon as a further supply of water
shall be introduced into the gulch, we
are told by the managers of several of
the best claims, a much larger force of
workmen can find immediate employ-
ment at good wages,

WE learn from an advance company
of immigrants that there is a train of one
hundred or more wagons within a hund-
red miles of this city, which is delayed
by the high water. They have been
three mnnths on the route from Omaha.

TIxU FaLowemib. - It is most re-
resllRiig and reassuring when he trav-

eler through the desert of life strikes
upon some green oais;t wh4s bfilgaat
verdure and gushing waters renew the
strength and cheer the finting spirit of
the toil-worn journeyer, and inspire him
with the eonviction that all humanity is
not selfishness, and that there yet re-
mains a cord responsive to the silvery
touch of charity and sweet benevolence.
Professor Dimsdale, sometime lying at
Death's door, feels that he at least
should bear testimony tothe wide-spread
benevolence and ready-handed benil-
cence of the people of Montana. Since
his perilous situation and great suffering
became known to our citizens, every de-
scription of assistance has been sponta-
neously afforded, both by the Masons--
among whose ranks it has been his pride
and pleasure to be nuinbered-and by
the large body of friends that the news
of his sickness has summoned to his
relief. His health is now improving, and
he hopes in the good Providence of God,
hgt iit no rethoiM date he may resmne
his labors among his brethren of the
Press, and find occasion, from time to
time to return, personally, those thanks,
hearty and sincere, which his present
position forbid him to utter, otherwise
than through the columns of this paper.

TRAINS ARRIVED. - On the even-
izg of the 17th inst., a train of
twelve wagons conducted by C;pt. Or-

ville Royce, of Wisconsin,- arrived at
Virginia City. This train forms the ad-

vance of a train of about forty - five

wagons, and some two hundred persons,
including several families of respectable

and substahtial citizen of the States of
Illinois, Wisconsin and Iowa, who have

left their homes in the valley of the Mis-

assippi, resolving to establish new ones
in the beautiful valleys, or in the mining

regions of Montana. This train of forty-

five wagons.was ably conducted through

the Platte Valley, and as far as the cross-

ing of the Yellow Stone, by Capt. John
Zeigler of this Territory, who with a

large party of other citizens, descended

the Yellowstone and Missouri rivers last

autumn, in boats of their own construc-
tion in 21 days to Omaha. Captain
Zeigler, after an acquaintance with this

region of three years past, brings out

with him his family, intending to make

this region permanently, his home.

With him also returns his father-in-law,
the veteran Peter Shreke, also a pioneer

in this Territory, and identified with its
interests. This party left the Platte

Valley at the upper bridge, on the 6th
of June, traveling by the Bozeman route.

They found this road an excellent and

easy route for teams and stock, and
would have made a remarkably short
passage, but for the unusual high stage

of water in the Powder Tongue river

and•i iti tributaries, Big Horn, Clarke's
Fork, Boulder, and other streams, most

of which they found unfordable with

wagons, and were obliged to construct I

boats and rafts. At the Big Horn, a man

named Whiston, was drowned while'ex-

ploring for a fording place. One Dr.

Storer, a member of the party, from 11-

linois. was also accidentally drowned, at'l

the crossing of the Big Horn by the up-

setting of a raft, and his body was not

recovered. A lady, Mrs. Fisher, wife of

Dr. Fisher of WVisconsin, and her son, a

lad of 8 or 9 years, were swept down the

roaring torrent, by the upsetting of the

same raft, clinging to a wagon box. but

were fortunately saved by the energy

and courage of ('apt. Royce, who swam
with them and succeeded in keeping
them on the wagon box, until it ground-
ed on a bar three miles below. One
Jerome Shimel, another member of the
party was also drowned on the 3d of
July, while swimming one of his mules
across Clarke's fork of the Yellowstone.
Within a few days drive in rear of this
train, are the trains of Mr. John Reed
of Virginia City, and other freight and
emigrant trains. amounting to three
hundred wagons, whose arrival may he
daily expected. No trouble or hostiiity
from Indians was met with by this party
on any part of the route.
