SEN. HOLLADAY.
l'he St. Louis Democrat of June 27th,

contains the following in regard to Ben.
Holladay's Overland Mail Line, styling
it a "monstrous abuse," etc. As far as
Montana Territory is concerned, Mr.
Democrat, she will speak for herself, and
in doing so, will say that she has no
reason to complain of Holladay's Over-
land Line. Our mails have been received
regularly by this line since the first set-
tlement of Montana. Idaho does not
complain. The California papers have
not had anything to say about the "mon-
strous abuse," nor has that State, or any
of the Territories mentioned, asked for
a reform in the service. We take it
that the Editor of that paper is a " mon-
strous " busy-body and a "monstrous"
fool :

" The people of St. Louis and the whole
west are interested in this subject, and
their representatives should co-operate
with the Pacific coast members in mov-
ing for a thorough reform. For many
years to come, the Overland Mail stages.
will fill the gap between the two ends of
the Pacific Railroad now building from
Missouri westward and from California
eastward. It is of the highest impor-
tance to the thousands of our former cit-
izens living in Colorado, Utah, Idaho and
Montana Territories, and in California
and Oregon, that this service shall be
efficiently and regularly performed. The
terms of the contract should be enforced,
and if Holladay is unable to fill it, there
are other parties ready and willing to
step into his shoes and take the contract
off his hands. The Government pays an
enormous sum yearly for the service,
and it is but truth to say that the time
by this shortest route across the coun-
try to California is worse than it was
formerly, when the mails were carried
between this city and San Francisco by
what is called the Oxbow route via Fort
Smith and El Paso. There was regular-
ity as well as speed in the service on that
line, and with a full thousand miles less
of travel and a comparatively settled
country at regular intervals on the route,
an energetic effort to make time and
carry the mail daily must meet with
success. Under the present arrange-
ment, the attempts to carry the mails to
and from California by the overland
route is a wretched farce. A reform is
demanded, and we call upon the Missouri
delegation in Congress to lend a helping
hand in effecting that much desired
event.

early as the first of April ao neott year.
The carn are now runring to St. (loud.
seventy-five miles above St. Paul. and a
line of stages runs west from the former
point, a distance of three hundred miles,
to Fort'Aberdrombie. We already have
stages running to Fort Benton, so that
the only new line to be opened would
be from the latter place to Abercrombie,
a distance of not over seven hundred
miles. It is proposed to place stations
upon this route at the distance of ten'
miles apart, and this may be easily done,
not only because wood, water and grass
are plentiful at all points, but xecause
General Grant has promised full protec-
tion to the road. It is thought that the
distance from Helena to St. Cloud can
be made in eleven days, and through to
New York in just two weeks. Many of
the stages of the Minnesota Company
have been thrown out of employment
by the introduction of railroads. and
we believe they can find no better open-
ing for the display of their enterprise,
than that of which they propose to take
advantage.-Helena Rep tblican.
