We hope he may
succeed, as direct communication with the Deer
Lodge valley and other points westward of the
Rocky Range is much needed.

NEW PAPER.-We received in exchange, this
week, a neatly printed and ably edited little sheet,
called the Beaverhead News. The paper seems to
be devoted to the interests of the publisher, who
acts in the capacity of editor, oompositor and press-
man. Although it is published in this place, we

FRox SALT LAKE--On Wednesday last, two
trains of six wagons each, one belonging to Carpen-
ter and the other to Mund & Campbell, arrived in
town. from Salt Lake City, laden with flour con-
signed to the firm of McCormick & Ohle. This, in
addition to the supply they had on hand looks very
much like a safeguard against lour riots the coming
winter. However, if the present immense impor-
tations were to cease, even for a short time, we
should, most likely, find the supply inadequate to
the demand. Notwithstanding there are a great
many Mackinaws being built there are a great many
people in Montana who are intending to remain
awhile; not a few of whom will make their winter
quarters in and about tbis place.
