and more remunerative. Now there arefar richer mines in the United Statesthan England ver could boast of. Howis it then that in taking the average of
our mining share-list, the percentage
computed must be that of loss instead ofgain, while in England it is a percentage
of gain, three times as large as that ofany other thriving busineass' The dif-ference between the prices of labor andmaterials, although a large item, has,comparatively little to do with so great a idiscrepancy. The secret probably liesili ithe speculative character of American
investments in mines. In England peo-
ple buy to hold : in this country peoplebuy to sell at an advance. In the for-mer case purchasers are willing to bidetheir time for dividends; in the latter
pIurchasers are in too much of a hurry to
wait for dividends and very often buy
without caring whether they are buying
a mine or a brickyard, so long as they
can sell at a profit-forgetting that "theywho make haste to be rich fall into a
snare." This sort of proceeding of course
must sap public confidence in remunera-
tiveness of mining, and hence " times are
dull." so far as mining is concerned.
Other causes for this dullness of times
have arisen from this bad speculative
system. Many companies have beenformed apparently for no other purpose
than to provide sinecures for their found-
ers. They make themselves participes
er/imini4 in the swindle. In many othercases where the mines are actual'y good
and are either being opened or regularly
worked, even then their management is
often so loose as to increase expenses and
thus decrease th? dividends or swell theassessments. Then the manners of many I
mining company officers are sufficient to 3disgust a stockholder and make him ab- (
jure mining. Go to some officers to learnthe latest intelligence from the mine, I
and ten to one you will find kidgloved H
hunmbugs lounging albout as if half dead

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How Deep Will Quartz Mines Pay ?
The opinion was recently advanced in

the B'lletin that Californian experience
in quartz mining does not sanction the
Murchison theory that vein mines de-erease in richness as they increase indepth. Some facts bearing on the same
subject are presented by a writer in the
Downieville Jfesnger,. who describes
the celebrated Sierra Butte mine, and
after stating that the veins have been
opened to a vertical depth of four hun-
dred and fifty feet, makes this remark :
' The lowest level which has recenty
struck the vein, has developed a richer
class of ores than were found in the upper
workings, which fact, taken in connec-
tion with development in depth on the
-'amnu elasn. of veins in (Grass Valley and
Amador, conclusively proves that metals
froim veins in this country, unlike thegold-bearing veins of Europe. aplpreciate
instead of getting poorer in depth, and
that the inexhaustibility of true fissure
,veins is a problem only to be solved by
impossibility of working from excessive
central heat." The Nevada Gazette
thinks the question thus presented is
still an open one. That journal makes
the following observations: " The Sierra
Buttes veins, the Hayward mine in Ama- I
dor, and a few of the leading mines in I
Nevada county have steadily improved
in the quality of the ore, in proportion
to the depth reached. But this is by no
means the case universally. While
solme mines in Nevada county have im-
proved with the depth. others have be-
come poorer, and some have shown no
appreciable change: and not until we
have reliable statistics of the yield at
different depths, of a large number of
mines, will it be safe to form a definite
conclusion on the subject. Quartz mi-
ners in this county disagree on the sub-
ject, though we believe a majority of
them are now of the opinion that mines
are more likely to improve than other-
wise with depth, but it is well known
that the reverse is sometimes the case.
In some instances the improvement in
the yieldi f ore is attributed to a greater
depth, when it might more properly be
attributed to a better knowledge of the
character of the ore, and improved pro-
cesses of working it. In sinking upon
!edges, however, they usually increase
in size, become better defined and more
r. egular than near the surface, and these
are important advantages in deep mining

t even if there is no improvement in the
quality of the ore." As an illustrative
fact in this connection, we may add that
the celebrated Hayward mine, in Amador
county, is now twelve hundred feet deep
on the ledge, where the vein is seven-

# teen feet wide, and yields twentyeight
dollars per ton; whereas, near the sur-
face the vein was quite narrow, and
yielded only eight dollars per ton,
