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History of Boston, '

This is truly an old city, dating from
September T, (0. 8.) 1630, when John
yinthrop made a settlement there
Nine years before, the Plymouath pil-
grims saw it, and regretted that they
had 1ot occupied it. In 1625, an Epis-
copal clergyman settled _hv.rr.. named
Wwm. Blackstone, and for five vears was
the only white person living_ on the pen-
insuls. He persuaded Winthrop and
his associates to remove thither, the ex-
cellence of the water and its abundance
heing the chief inducements held out
py him. The Indians called the place
«Mushanwomuk,” whieh hLas been ab-
previated into “ Shawmut.” The mean-
ing of the name was “Free Land”
There are two or three bold eminences
on the landscape, which caused it to
pear the name, * Tri-mountain.” Bos-

ron ix essentially a Puritan capital, but |

it took its name from a Catholic Saint,
Botolph—Boston being a contraction of
‘ Botolph's-town.”  In 1638, Boston had
hnt twenty houses. Here was the scene
of the persecutions of Roger Williams
and Anne Hutchinson, and here in 1645
bronght negro slaves. In 1651, a
writer said it was “quite a town, with
ita streets filled with children,” but in
16534 it was destroyed by s great confla-
sration.  In 1656, a sister of Governor
Bellingham, Mrs. Anne Hibbins, a wid-
ow, was hanged for witcheraft. In 1658
three Yuakers were publicly executed
‘ommon, for holding to their pe-
igion. Boston was always the
ariers of the oppesition to the
(iovernment, and when Goffe|
and Whalley, the two Regicides, came |
here, they were received by the inhabit- |
ants with demonstrations of joy. In|
1671 the town was deseribed as rich and |
popitlous, the buildings fair and hand-|
some, some being of stone, and one cost- |
three  thousand pounds. The |
churcli-going was universal, three meet |
ing-houses not being adequate to their |
spiritual - wants. In 1672 there were|
1500 families here, and not twenty |
houses containing tem rooms each. In
1675, during “ Philip’s War,” Indian |
scalps and heads were brought into|
town, and one Indian was publicly tor-|
tured to death. The year previous, lib- |
erty was granted to establish a pricting |
press in Boston, ** with two miniaters us
censors,” and in 1676 John Foster, a
graduate of Harvard University, estab-
lished a printing office here, and pub-
lished o history of the Indian wars,
written by Hubbard and Mather. In
that year @ conflagration destroyed for-
y=ix buildings and a church, and in
1678 a still more disastrous fire occurred,
sweeping away eighty dwellings and
10 warchouses—over $1,000,000 in value,
The Puritans believed those visitations
were because of the sins of the town, |
und such notions still ¢ling to the inhab- .
itunts.  In 1692 everybody. here be-|
lieved in witcheraft, and this pious old |
town hung and burnt witches, Quakers|
and pirates, with evident relish and |
custo. I 1695 all the churelies werein
a terrible stew over the question wheth-
et it was lawful for & man to marry the
sister of his deecased wife, which was
finally decided in the negative; very
stringent laws were enacted against such
marriages, and I suppose they have nev-
er occurred here since. In 1699 an Eng-
lishman said the buildings of Boston
were, like the women, neat and hand-
some, and the streets were of pebble like
the hearts of the men. In 1708 there
were one hnndred and ten streets and
alleys, bat in 1710 a fire destroyed over
one hundred buildings. Here Dr. Boyls-
ton first introduced inoculation to pre-
vent the ravages of small pox. From
the physicians he encountered a very
bitter and savage opposition, but of two
hundred and eighty-six cases treated by
him, but six died. Here, in the old Com-
mon, Whitefield preached his farewell
sermon in 1740, to over twenty thousand
persons, In 1749 the first Bible was pub-
lished here, and the next year was en-
acted the play of the “ Orphan,” the first
of Boston's theatrical performances. In
1735 an earthquake visited the city, and
in 1760 a great fire consumed three hun-
dred and forty-nine buildings. The “Bos-
ton massacre  happened in 1770, and in
1774 the tea was thrown into the harbor.
Siuee the Revolution the history of Bos-
tom has been part and paveel of the his-
tory of the nation, In 1709 an attempt
was made to have the place incorpora-
ted, but it was not made a eity till 1822,
For two eenturies Boston grew slowly.
Her highest population during four gen-
erations of onr existence, was not over
000, while in 1792 she had bat 18,000. |
From 25,000 in 1800, she sprang to 180.-|
000 in & little over a half century. |
In eompany with our friend, S. §.]
Metsibbons, we visited Fanenil Hall, the |
" Uradle of Liberty,” of great historical |
reputation, built and riven to Boston in
1740, by Peter Fanenil. It is adorned |
with portrait< of erpinent Americans, |
and other eelebrated paintings, (‘onsz)ic-
tous among which isthe reply of Web-|
ster to Hayne, in the United States Sen. |
ate, also an. original 'portrait of Wash-|
1gton, by Stuart. The market is the
inest in the world, The building is of |
Quiney granite, five hundred and eighty- |
six feet by fifty, containing one hundred |
und twenty-eight stalls, snd costing-up-|
wards of one million of dollars. We vis- |
ited the Boston Athenmam, a costly |
suilding, crowded with paintings, statu- |
ary and - libraries. We heard the great!
organ in Music Hall, and were com- |
vletely captivated. The central hall is|
one hundred and twenty feet by eighty, |
and sixty-five feet high, with two tiers |
of galleries on three sides, containing!
the largest organ in Awmerica, and a mag- |
nificent statue of Beethoven, by Craw-!
