If he were told that
all the righis of Spain, and our rights
through her to this land, were derived
entirely from a grant made to Spain by
the Pope, he would undoubtedly be|
greatly surprised; yet such is the his-|
torical fact. Previous to the discovery
of America by Columbus, in the year
1492, the Portugese had discovered the
Azores Islands, and on the strength of
that discovery claimed that the countries
discovered by Columbus belonged to the
crown of Portugal, and that the Span-
iards should be wholly excluded from
them. But the Spaniards refused to ad-
mit this pretension, and referred the
matter for decision to the Pope, Alexan-
der VI. It was then a part of the law
of nations and of the pubic law of the
world, that the Pope was the ultimate
gource of all temporal power; that he
could make ;:nd unmake ki_n A a.n;lt glﬁ-
se of all the kingdoms of the earth—
gg’ffem which he %:-jequemly exercised,
and against which it were vain to con-
tend. He was, therefore, by general
consent, the acknowled source of all
Jawful title to land. He nssumed to de-
cide the case thus referred to his deci-
sion, and on May #d, A. D. 1493, deter-
mined the matter in dispute between
