—A few miners returned from their journey
to the Wind River mountaing on the 6th, and
bring reports not calculated to induce emi-
gration thither, The best ground that was
prospected by these men was only moderately
good. We all know what this expression sig-
nifies, and as long as even moderately good
claims remain unworked, all about us within
a circle of a few miles, the better portion of
the miners will remain here.

—The District Court met on the morning
of the 5th.

probate justices. But ns this decision ap-
peared to be not generally known as yet, and
there being no proof that it was within the
knowledge of the oner, His Honor said

he could not hold him guilty of a contempt,
and accordingly ordered him to be discharged
from custody.

~—The grand jury was impanneled and sworn
on Monday last, and proceeded to business.

Hughes, their agent at this
place, to Salt Lake, where he was formerly,
and from which place he was transferred to
this city. We hope this will not be done.
Mr. Hughes, during the short time he has
been with us, has gained the esteem of all
with whom he has come in contact, no less
by his attention to his business than by his
gentlemanly deportment. A good man Is as
much appreciated in Helena as elsewhere.

—Henry , & boy, was brought before
Justice Duke on Thursday afternoon charged
with throwing a stone at a Chinaman’s house.
The testimony was conflicting, and the justice
held that the boy had not “ proved ’* himself
innocent, and imposed on him a fine of §2 and
costs. At last accounts, the young man was
lovking for some one who would let him have
the money wherewith to satisfy the demands
of blind justice.

—On the night of the 6th inst. there was an
ajarm of fire raised. On proceeding to the
place, on the uppor purt of Wood street, it
was found to be nothing more serious than a
chimney or stovepipe, the soot in which had
taken fire, and which was easily extinguished.

—Another incipient conflagration was dis-
covered about 10 o’clock, Wednesday after-
noon, on the premizezs known as the old cor-
ner, and arising from the same cause that pro-
duced the fire of the night previous, a foul
stovepipe.

—The warning given by the fires aroused
our citizens to take some measures to organ-
ize an efficient fire departmens. Accordingly
a meeting was held on Wednesday evening at
the county court house, on Wood strest. On
motion of Mr. Curtis, H. A. Edwards was
called to the chair. J. Elsasser was made sec-
retary. The secretary read the call, and sta-
ted briefly the object of the meeting. Quite
a prolonged and earnest debate arose, which
was finally shut off by a motion to proceed to
business. Upon motion the chair appointed
a committee to draft a constisution and by-
laws to govern the new engine company. This
was the occasion of much debate, and finally
a motion was made to reconsider, and after-
wand it was moved that & new comunittee be
appointed. The chair thercupon named Messrs,
Elsasser, Mausfield, Curtis and Reamish, to
raize fnnds to construct cisterns and procure
apparatus necessary to make the fire depart-
ment effective.  On motion Mr. Mansfield was
made treasurer, toreceive the money collected
for this purposs. A motion was made and
carried unanimously anthorizing the fire war-
dens to examine flues and chimneys in the city
forthwith, and inform the oceupants of hous-
8 of their defectiveness. The meeting then
adjourned to meet at the same place on Mon-
day evening, Nov. 12th. The formation of a
new fire company to be embodied in the old
department, i3 under advisement.

—In court little has been done except the
argument of motions in the various Confede-
rate mining cases. The Grand Jury came into
Court on Thursday afternoon, having found
fix or seven bills of indlctment, and were dis-
charged.

—Barnum’s restaurant, on Wood street, has
ceased to be. Massrs. Gilpatrick & Bryant,
the well known booksellers and stationers, are
fitting up the building for their place of busi-
ness during the winter. We understand these
gentlemen will have in connection with their
store a reading room where the leading news-
papers of the country can be found, and alsoa
cireulating library comprizing the best lite-
rary matter of the day. Thosewho form their
idea of the stock of Messrs. Gilpatrick & Bry-
ant from the display made at their present
place of business, are not posted. They have
a Jarge supply of every thing properly belong-
ing to their department, and intend bringing
some of it out when they occupy their new
building.

—There was another eniall fire, or attempt
at one, in the house on Clore or Rock street,
facing Bridge street, on the 9th inst., and
which shared the- fate of its predecessors—
prompt extinguishment. These small affairs,
if our citizens are wise, will prove providen-
tial dispensations, and will be the occasion of
future safety.
