abate the nuisance. The strongest kind of vermi-
fuge in the strongest kind of doses, was equally
ineffective; even ‘“‘needle-gun” whisky failed to
have any “‘git-up-and-git” influence on’ the shject
of its attentions. On the coatrary he appeared to
rather like it, and probably revellad with an unc-
tous complacency when any dose of physic more
nauseous than the preceding one had been gnlped
down in & vain endeavor to dislodge him. Things
were, however, assuming rather alarming symp-
toms with Mr. Byrne. He had fainting spells after
every meal, aceompanied by retehing, and was la.
boring under a general debility ; so mueh so indeed,
| that hie was unable to attend to bis oatdeor duties,
b At this stage he concluded 10 consult a physician,
and aceordingly he came over liers from Bear
Guleh for medical attention. Onhisarrival he con-
sulted with Dr. Glick, and stated his symptoms,
when the Dr. immediately set about to “‘cast out
the devil.” And on last Thursday his efforts were
crowned with complete success, and the patient had
the pleasare of getting rid of a very unpleasant
companion, in the shape of a tape worm of the enor-
mous length of SIXTY feet. The Doctor has the
largest portion of it inclosed in a bottle of spirits,
and from an inspection of it, we must say that the
reptile looks to no better advantage than he no
doubt felt as the bowel eompanion of Mr. Byre.
The patient feels somewhat weak from the effects
of the violent medicines he has taken, but in other
respeets is in the enjoyment of good health, and iu
a fair way to soon feel no effecis whatever of bis
tarrible visitor.

SAVAGE AFFRAY IN CAVE GULCH.—
One of the most savage affrays that ever happened
in Montana, and stained the fair fame of our Terri-
tory, happened in Cave Guleh, on Friday, the 14th
inat., by which thres men cametoa sudden and un-
timely death, and five more wers woanded, two of
whom will no doubt die. The circumstances of the
case date back to slmost the time of the discovery
of the gulch, and are as follows = It Appears that
the original discoverers of the guleh not being very
sanguine of the future of the loeality, concluded to
leave, and we believe the majority of them went to
Confederate Gualeh. Tn their absence parties went
on, jumped the ground, and succeeded in develop-
ing rich pay. The consequences were that some of
the original diseoverers on coming back were dis-
satisfied with the state of affairs, and proposed to
repossess themselves of their old ground. Peace,
however, still reigned between the parties, although
for some time past it has been evident that a war of
either law or pistols would be the eventual ending,
It probably has culminated in bloodshed soon er
than anticipated, though it seems not without both
parties being amply prepared for the contest. This
morning, (Friday,) at 9 o'clock, the ball opened.,
The rejumping party while on their Wiy to gain the
ground, were fired upon with the fatal results above
detailed. The names of the killed and wonnded
are ax follows ;: Killed—Jack Cheever, (known as
Black Jack,) John Hasset, and Thomas Theavers.
We have only been able to learn of the name of
one of the wounded—Thomas Canners, in the bow-
els, mortally,

LATER.—We learn that a large posse went from
New York Guleh this afternoon to protect the jump.
ers, and that also some of the Federal officers start-
ed from this place,

The wounded
are Jobn Faberiy. and one other, whose name we
did not learn, Two of the above killed—Willism
Cheevers and Patrick (sborne—were brought to
Helena for interment. Their funeral took place on
Sunday, the 16th, and was attended by a con-
eourse of their sympathizisg friends. ~ It would be
useless ax well as out of pl&ue, at this time to offer
any remarks or specalation in regard to this sad
&ffair, therefore we can only hope that the law may
be allowed to take il course, and that the fuil
meed of justice may be meted ont to all, Itis
however, a sad commentary on our present jnefii-
cient laws governing our placer mining, which
oaght in some way to be remedied.

THE Suictpe.—The jury on the in-
quest on the body of Louis 8. Truck, the man men
tioned in our last as the supposed suicide, rendered
their verdict in the case on Saturday aReruoon,
after getting all the evidence in the case they pos-

Tle reverse was the case, a8 it is shown
that lie was nearly, if not quite, dead broke.
