INDIAN FI(;nT IN ARIZONA.-A letter

from Hardyville, dated 7th alt., says:
The mail carrier from Prescott reports

that on the 2d inst. a party of rangers
headed by Tom Hodges, attacked a camp
of Indians near Fort Rock Springs and
killed twenty-two. The rangers lost one
man killed and four wounded. The
rangers were finally driven back by a
large party of Indians. Tom says he
found more Indians than he bargained
for.

A letter to the Alta from Los Angeles,
states that the man killed by the Indi-
ans was known as " old man Hartman,"
who went last spring from Aurora to
Arizona. Two of the men wounded
were lately from Montana, and the third
was the Indian guide. The rangers,
fourteen in number, came upon a camp
of Indians in a canyon. The camp was
what was called a Home Camp, very
large, and yet these few men did not
hesitate to attack it. They completely
broke up and destroyed it. But there
were others in the vicinity, and the sig-
nal being given, the Indians came down
in immense numbers and obliged the
rangers to retreat. They had captured
a large number of horses and mules,
but were obliged to abandon them. If
the rangers had numbered twenty-five or
thirty men, they would have made a big
fight out of it. When they arrived at
Hardyville their clothes were all torn
and their moccasins worn oat.- Virginia
Union.
