ACQUITTAL or JouN F. MILES.-Our
readers will remember that we gave a brief account
of a shooting affray which took place in Gtallatin
county, on December 13, 1ti6. An indictment
was found by the Grand Jury of Madison county,
and Miles was arraigned on the 7th inst. and charged
with making an assault with intent to kill two
parties. Messrs. Renus and Little. The trial com-
menced upon the 8th inst.. and was faisbed upon
the 11th inst. The evidence showed the following
facts: that remarks of a trivial character were made
by several persons, which led to a dispute between
Miles and Renus. in which the former pronounced
a statement of the lattera lie, after Reaus had made
The lrst contradiction; that Renus immediately ad-
vanced towards the prisoner and intended in his
own language "to make Miles take back his words;"
that Rens was a man of large frame and unusual
physical ability, while Miles was a young person
of less than ordinary size and stature : that Miles
grasped his weapon for the purpose of defending
himself, when a third party named Bradford, inter-
fered and attempted to wrest the weapon from the
possession of Miles ; that a struggle ensued, during
which two shots were discharged, and Little. who
was standing about ffteen feet to the right of Miles,
was wounded ; that Little had recovered from his
wounds, although the government did not see fit to
summon him to be present as a witness; that Little
and Miles had been friends, sad that the
shooting of the former was unintentional; that
Bradft rd struck the prisoner twice, and Renus tried
to assault him after he had been disarmed, but was
prevented by Mr. Horner ; that Miles disclaimed at
the conclusion of the afiray any intention of kiUing.
Mr. Word. Prosecuting attorney, was assisted by
Mr. J. 8. Slater. and the defense conducted by Col.
Thoroaghmaa and Capt. Henry N. Blake. The
trial was coedueted with signal ability, on both
sides, and the Court room was densly crowded from
list to last. Capt. Blake made his debut in our
(rurts on this case, and his argument was charar-
terised by one of our ablest jurists, as the most logi-
cal, and best legal argument oferted to a jury in
Virginia fur two years. Judge Hoemer gare a
brief and impartial charge to the jury, who after a
brief absence, returned to the Court room, and de-
i•vered a verdict of " Not Guiltr."

THE YELLOWSTONE MOUNTAINS.-1D
our last issue we noticed the deep snow on the
range between the Gallatin and Yellowstone. We
have since received information of exposure and
luss of life in that locality. A man started from
Yellowstone wth an ox team, and reaching the
summit became hopelemaly involved in the deep
drifts. After nu.erous attempts to get through he
cooeluded to abandon the wagon. and turning the
cattle loose, wrote and left a mote on the wagon
stating that he had started to reach a cabin some
two miles distant. Another party coming through
after him had also to abandon their wagon. and
while making their way along the road discovered
his wagon almost buried is the drift. On finding
the nte they started i mserch of him, supposing he
had perished Following his trail as well as they
were able. they found that he had become bewil-
dered and traveled around and around without mna-
king any progress toward the cabin. The trail 6-
nally oeased in an immense drift, where brrowing
in, they discovered him rolled up is a pair of blan-
kets. only slightly frosen. but utterly discouraged
gad patiently awaiting death. He had been in the
drift thirty-two hours when they found him. The

party succeeded in reaching the valley in safety.

him. He was found in the snow frouse to death.

an undoubted fact that the richness of our Terri-
tory becomes daily more and more generally un-
derstood. From the first discovery of Alder gulch
down to the present time (excepting now and then
a short period of despondency,) the progress and
development of our placer, gulch and lode mines.
have been steady, healthy ned exciting. As the
days rolled icto months, and the months wheeled
into years, and the years but few in number, when
computed into the age of our embryo common-
wealth, many of the old miners imagined that the
explorations for placer diggings mhad been complete,
and that but a few familiar gulches could be made
to pay. This belief existed to some extent up to
last autumn. For this reason udRsy were attacked
with the "mackinaw fever," and to a superficial
observer appearances indicated a dull seasom iin ti7,
the fact being made still more apparent by the de-
pletion, which seemed atlout complete. as one bmut
load after another left for "down the river." We
were, however, startled one day by the relported
discovery of a rich and extensive gulch near the
head waters of the Pipestpoe. and belfre many
hours elapsed hundreds were on their way thithe.r.
It was pronounced by many to be a humbug. while
others visited it before deciding. Months have-
elapsed. and conclusive proofs have been obtained
of its richness, and to-day, llighland gulch with all
its snow and ice-clad peaks has a character for
richness and permanence well worthy the miner's
consideration. L.cst Horse followed closely uion
the Highland excitement, and hundreds flocked to
that point, and although the winter storms stared
them in the face, large numbers remained. The
gulch and vic;nity is looked upon as a rich and ex-
tensive section. all who have made examinations
speaking of the newly discovered region in the
highest terms. More recently, however, news ,f a

country than lIhas been heard of for a long time be-
came the theme of street and fireside talk, atnd its
richness hasl been confirmlied by responsible parties
who ha:ve imade examinations for themsltelves, whi'o
reliability imay l•w counted upon. From five to
twelve cents to the pan have been got in El I)oratdo,
Hill. Calkin's district, as the new discovery is
called, and without doubt it is a rich mining sec-
tion,. the diggings being extensive arnd the pro,-
pects unitirmt all through the dirt, which ranges
from five to twelve feet in depth.

PEaPI,iE's MEETING;.--There was a

large attendance of our citizens and business men,
at thie U. S. court room on last Monday evening,.
putrsuant to a call in the last Herald. to take into
consideration the propriety of regulating the price
,of the various grades of gold dust ()n nmot',n of
dMr. King. Mr. II. i. Comely was ,allegt to tnhe
chair and Mr. Ed. Sparks was elected secretary.
On taking the chair Mr. Comely stated that he did
not know by whose authority the meeting had be,•n
called. nor exactly what the obhjets were to he
consideredn. andl hoped that gentlemlnen who werne
Co'llnversant with the tnatter would cl ine f,-iward
and give their views on the subject. Gen. Ihorrin
was the first called upon. and stated• that he had
not given tile inatter that consideration it was enti-
tied to, but was convinced that sonmething oiught to
he done toward regulating the price ,f dust. and.
hloped that some one who knew of the call before he
did would come forward and enlightein the assetu-
bly. Mr. King, of the firm of King & Gillette, was
next called out. arnd stated his views at length,
urging the opnpri-ety of agreeing oin some deufinite
basis of action, as the manner in which buhtnsitnes
was done at present was alike prejudicial to the in-
terests of all. Mr. Stephensomn, of Murphy & SSteph-
en-on. next took the floor, and in a clear and per-
splicuous manner stated the necessary action to be
taken in order to achieve the end in view. lie
said it was useless for one portion of the c,inmmuni-
ty to act in the matter; that unless all-the miner.
the merchant. the banker. in fact. every one who
would be affected by the change-took part in the
discussion, and showed a desire to do the fair thing
between man andl man, it would be itnpomsible to,
bring the matter to a snecessful termination, and
mloved the alpointment of a committee to deter-
mine the relative value of the different grades of
gold dust. After various motions and desultory
prnoceedings. they finally established the number of
the committee at ten-five to represent the mer-
chants. five the miners-with instructions to report
at an adjourned meeting on next Monday evening.
tihe 15th instant. We hope that at the next meeting
all who feel an interest in the matter will partici-
pate in the proceedings. At the above meeting
there was evinced a desire by o.,me to either depre-
cate the prnoceedings entirely, or else create such
c.nfusion that it would be impossible to come to
any conclusion whatever. It is our earnest wish
that no such demonstrations will characterize the
meeting on Monday next, for it must be obvious to
all that a final settlement of this question will work
incalculable good to every one in ouer community. In
this connection it may not be impolitic in us to give
the following statement of the value ofgnold dust per
ounce of some of our strrounding gulches. It has
been kindly furnished to us by Professor Charles
Rumley of this city. and is the result of careful and
elaborate assays made by that gentleman during
the past seasmn: Nelson gulch $19 74; Last Chance
-18.79; Oro Fino $19 65; Bilk gulch $1R.3.5; Bear

Creek $19.14. Whether all of the dust coming,
trom the above gulches will average the foregoing
figures is. no doubt, questionable; that they are the:
value of the assays, it is sufficient for us to say that
the character of the gentleman making them is a i
sufficient guarantee, and puts the nmatter heyonrr i
dispute.

'THE U. L. A.-The Gazette of last
week has taken occasion to revert to an item which
appeared a short time since in this column, in
which it was stated that they appeared somewhat
"' exercised " over the establishment of a council
of the above organization.
