They possess 20,000
breach loaders, and it is sail 15,000 or 18,-
000 Fenians will cross into Canada at the or-
der of Roberts, as soon as transportation can
be furnished. The objective point will be
Montreal, but Kingston and Toronto will also
be attacked.

Nuw Yoaz,March 18.-The Herald's special
says: Messrs. Benjamin Baker and James W.
MeaJher, Representatives of the Irish Re-
public in America, had an importaat interview
with President Johnson yesterday, with the
view of soliciting the recognition of bellig-
erant rights by the American government.
The delegation was cordially received by the
President. Mr. Baker, on behalf of the Fen-
ian Brotherhood in America, made an address
in which he asked that the Irish Republic
shall be respected, as a government is actually
in existence, and is at war with Great Britain,
by the government of the United 'States; that
the government of the United States insist
that the rights to which the Irish Republic
are entitled during war, shall be respected by
her adversary the government of Great Britain
and according to the rules nations should re-
ciprocally observe when deciding their difer-
ences by arms. The President listened very
attentively to what was said. The great ques-
tion was, is there a de facto government ac-
tually in existence? The delegates assured
him there was; when he continued; this ques-
tion shall receive the most serious consider-
ation that is necessary in deciding a matter
of such great importance. You are aware
that my sympathies have always been with
your people. The delegation asked the
prompt interference of this government in be-
half of American naturalized citizens who are
now dying in British dungeons. The cases of
Meary and others were dwelt upon. They
argued that if the British government was
justified in detaining those persons for speak-
ing in America against English tyranny, they
would be equally justified in imprisoning
prominent journalists and public men who
were naturalized citizens and who had written
and spoken in a similiar way, should they
happen to put foot on British soil. The Presi-
dent said: Meas.ures had been taken for the
release of several naturalized citizens and that
the details and particulars of all other cases
forwarded to the government would receive
attention, and that full justiceshould be done
to naturalized citizens.

Chief Justice Chase on whom devolved the
duty of nominating and recommending regis-
ters in bankruptcy, provided for in the bank-
ruptcy act. declines to assume the labor and
responsibility of making selections without
submitting them to the entire court. lie
questions the power of Congress to impose
upon him this duty.
The Secretary of the Treasury and Treasurer
Spinner both affirm that there is not the slight-
est evidence in the Treasury of any over issues
either of 7-30's or of fractional currency.

All
sorts of weapons were used by the Irish, in-
cluding hludgeons, clubs, swords, pistols and
muskets.

WASHINGTON. March 19.-A dispatch from
Selma, Alabama, states that the largest meet-
ing ever witnessed in that city, took place
yesterday. Resolutions were unanimously ad-
opted, strongly expressive of Union sentiments
and recognizing the right of Congress to pre-
scribe the terms of reconstruction and the
admision of the seceded States into the Union
and therefore urging, that the people of Ala.
should forthwith accept the benefits of recon-
struction.

Saruars.-Conness introduced a resolution,
declaring, that, whereas, it frequently happen-
ed that the proceedings of the Senate executive
session had been published in the newspapers,

It
Irovides that no person shall be eligible to
either Houses of Congress who has voluntarily
borne arms against the United States. while a
citizen thereof, or who has voluntarily given
aid, countenance, c3unsel, or encouragement.

to exercise, the functions of any office what-
soever, under any authority, or pretended
authority, in hostility to the United States ;
or who has yielded voluntary support to any
pretended government, power or authority, or
constitution in the United States, hostile
thereto. Referred to Judiciary committee,
and ordered printed.

The supplementary reconstruction bill was
received back from the House with amend-
ments, and on motion of Trumbull, the Senate
insisted, and agreed to a committee of con-
ference.

The case of Thomas, Senator from Mary-
land,was referred to the committee on Judici-
ary, without debate.

The House refused to recede, 62 to
77 and agreed to a conference committee.

Nrw Yoa, March 20.-A train of United
States troops, fully equipped, passed over the
Hudson River railroad yesterday, destined for
Oawego, and undeniably intended to operate
against any Fenian movement which may be
attempted on the frontiers of Canada. Fe-
nian news by latest dispatches gives little or
no encouragement to the brotherhood. There
is a perfeet stagnation in the excitement
which prevailed during last week. The be-
lief is becoming general that nothing like an
insurrection was initiated in Ireland, and
that whatever disturbance occurred wasquick-
ly quelled.
