GesErAL: The most populouns and prosper-
ous agricultural }lorliun of our Territory, im-
mediately adjoining the wild region in which
Forts Phil Kearney and C. F. Smith are sito-
ated, is threatened by the Sioux. The great-
est alarm ressonably prevails thera. The pro-
jected movements from the East against these
Indians are [orcing them upon our cuter set-
tlements in that direction. The danger, I
am satisfied, i= imminent, and will be overpow-
ering unless measures for defense are instaut-
ly taken. Until, therefore, the Regular
troops are reinforced om the Yellowstane, we
earnestly entreat, through yva, permission
from the War Department to mise a force of
one thonsand volunteers to act in the menaced
quarter, to be paid by the Generaj Government
while on duty in the field, and to be relieved
early in the summer. Major Clinton’s com-
mand at the Judith is of no use whatever to
the settlements spoken of, and Fort Smith is
too far from the latter and too weakly manned
to be of service. Thepeople of the Territory
will generously and bravely do their duty,
successfully defending themselves, should the
privilege asked forbe granted.

Silver Cupellation--A Graphic Description ol
the Process.
