The American Flag was displayed npon the cen-
tral table, bearing in its folis the Constitution aod
the Bible, end during the mesting a score of men
guthered arvund them and pledged their lives,
their fortunes and their sacred honor to defend and
protect them. It appears that at some previous
meeting. ull whe were present had made the same
pledge, avd pow welcomed the new comers as
brothers, 'We must adwmit that at this phase of the
yroceedings our hostility towsrd the Demoeratio
party faded inte thin wir.

SoMETHING To READ—Mr, Parsons,
who arrived Iast evening from the Gallatin,
brought the snd but not noexpected information of
the murder of Colonel Bozeman and the wounding
of Tomn Cover. Their departare for Forts Smith
and Phil. Kearney was noticed in a recent issue.
When aboat 40 miles from Bozeman City, while
stopping for dinner, a party of five Iodians ap-
proanbed them. Bozemao started towands them
rifle in hand, supposiog them to be Crows. Cover
{;rl wested against permitting them to approach but

oxeman persisted. When near to him they mani-
fested their friendship by their inferoal ““How t
How ¥ At this, Bozeman exelaimed. *‘ They are
Blackfeet !"” when the ludians immediately fired
on the two men  Bozeman was shot twice throagh
the breast, Killing bim justantly. He did not even
attempt to fire at them. Cover ran into the willows
and opuned fire at onece, althoogh shot in the
shonlder, and gave them the benefit of fourteen
shots from his Spencer. The Indians retreated,
Cover found Bozeman gquite dead, on approaching
bim, his rifle and revoivers taken, Lut his wateh
remalning on kis person. The Indians got their
horses, but Cover swam the river and returned to
Bozeman City. This news produced the wildest
excitement in Gallatin valley, as it enmes upon the
heels of & report from the Bannack Chief that the
Blackfect, Bloods and Piegans have sent their
squaws and children to the North, and meditate an
attack c¢n the Gallatin valley nat an early day
The report is that they will attempt to enter the
valley at three different places—have all their
plans matured and the settlers are ecompletely
panic-stricken, When Mr. Parsons left the valley—
day before yesterday—many were packing ap to
ledve, and he comes with a petition to the authori-
thes here, signed by nearly 300 men, asking for
assistance. The settlers oo the East Gallatin have
employed scouts to guard the passes and some Rre
stockading their houses. They ask fur belp in case
of attack, and pledge sapplies to all who will assist
them. Mr. I'. remaius in the city until the meeting
called for to-night shall give him a word of en-
couragement to bear to the valley. or, refusing to
asxist them, that he way tell them what to expect.

Tae Ixpiax War.—From present
indicarions, the hostile fesling among the Indians
has infected the whites, and the redskins are likely
to get more than they bargained fur in this som-
mer's work. The several depotations arriving from
the Gusllatin, bearing the entreaties of the citizens
for assistance, the action taken at Morse's store,
the murder of Bozeman, the reports of friendly In-
dians, the sthmpede from the valley, have all been
noticed. General Meagher's eall for a meeting on
Thursday Inst, was respooded to by such s tremen-
dous crowd, that an adjournment to the more spa-
clious theatre wis necessary., General Meagher
called the meeting to order, and nominated Mayor
Castoer to the chair, who iotroduced Jadge Davis
aod Messrs. Parsons and Foster, gentlemen who
had just wrrived from the Gallatin, They stated
briefly the facts of the case ns they existed; the
threatening attitode and premonitory outrages of
the Indians; asserted that one half, and in some
loeaiities, two-thirds of the citizens had alresdy left
the valley ; that those remaioing were prineipally
of the poorer class, who ocvuld not leave, as all they
had in the world was their ranches, and they must
stay there, protected or uvnprotected ; that they
would only ask assistance, as their own people
would cheerfully bear all the portion of the burden
in their power; would give what they bad of men
aod provision to defend the Territory.  The propo-
sition was, for the present, that one bundred men
Be posted in the six passes leading into the valley,
as vutposts; they to furnish one-half, Virginia the
wther., Thess general remarks were elaborated at
length, and without any attempt to over-eolor the
picture or prvduce an excitement. General Meagher
being loudly ealled for, stuted the sction he had
tuken by the direction of the previous meeting. He
had telegraphed the War Department ; they bad
not even deigned to seknowledge its receipt ; he
bad written to Major Clinton, and there was no
hopes from that quarter. [lHe here read the reply
from Major Clinton, which was listened to with pro-
fomod disgust.] There was no militia in the Terri-
tory, nor any suthority to organize them ; the peo-
ple had heard o statement of the case ; their aotion
must be purely volootary ; the appeal had come
frimn the henrts of the peaple of & portion of Mon-
tana. The passes of the mouninins were the ram-
parts of Mootana; blowd bad been shed, life sac-
rificed ; the exigencies of the ecase dewmanded im-
mediate action, and be, for one, would leave inme
diately for the thremtened quarter, with whosver
wotld bear him company. Judge Lovell then read
an enlistinent paper he had drawn up, proposing
that all who would sccompany the General should
eowe forwanl and sign it At this point, Major
Bruee took the fivor and submitted a plan of pro-
eedure, with resolutions to appoint committees for
the purpose of procuring snes, provisions, forage,
horses and men, These resolutions were ndopted,
and the following recruiting officers appointed :
Colonel Thoroughman, Captain Beem, John S8,
Blater, Captain Evans. Mr. Campbell, Mr. Dos-
soey, George Hynson, Captain Jackson and Colonel
Naolson., Messes. Hosmer, Word and Thoronghman
mwade saggestions as to the plan of procedure, and
Genersl Meaghber stated that although he thought
it entirely unnecessary to do so, be weald give his
personal assuranee that * to the vietors should be-
long the spoils.™ Colonel Thoroughman here
eaught the war gpirit. and mounting s chair, called
on all who were willing to acecompany him to give
in their names at once. In five minutes he had a
full company wnd some to spare. The other offi-
eers were instructed to commence operations in the
mornlog. and the meeting adjourned., .

STREET SCENES YESTERDAY.

ull.

It is believed that this can be done in
‘hirty days—efTestnally and thet emvugh will go
to make it thoroughly practicable.
