open. Hundreds of broken men now lie
here awaiting the disappearance of the
snow. I might give descriptions and
prospects of different gulches, as they
were reported to me, but prefer waiting
until I can do so from personal obeerva-
tion. My opinion, from what I have
seen. is that Salmon River mines are
good. but the seasons are too short to
make small paying diggings profitable,
and its only such rich placers :,s are saidl
to exist here that will pay to work. But
little money is in circulation at this
tinme,. but the confidence nierchants have
in the richness of the digging., infuses
every one with a certainty of ".` od
tiIues ciuiiig."

Gen. Grant and Wife at the Late Re-
tepUon.

The General was dressed in full uni-

form, wearing his tour gold stars with a
deal more modesty than many Lieuten-
ants present wore their one gold bar.
His face was as Sphynx like as ever, and
his manner was provokingly cool and
self-possessed. One does not feel at case
in the presence of wprsons who are for
ever so unembarrassed and nnembar-
assable. Humanity is humanity, and I
have a kindly feeling for smy neighbor
jus, as soon as I discover that I'm not
alone in being weak end faulty. It was
a good thing to have such slow and well-
regulated blood while you worked
through the Wilderness and sat at the
gates of Petersburg, General ! but my
soul was vexed with itself when I stool
for a moment before you last evening.

Dear Mr. Lincoln had the homeliqst
way a man ever had, I think, of taking
your hand as you passed him in a great
crowd at one of the levees or receptions.
There is something in General (Grant's
clasp that reminds me of Mr. Lincoln.
The dead President, however, never no-
ticed you-that is, during the last two
or three years of his service. He looked
at you, probably, as you put your gloved
hand into his hard, and large, and bony
palm; but were you ever soe vain, you
could hardly flatter yourself with the
idea that he saw you His sad and pa-
tient eyes-the eye's of Marshall's por-
trait-looked backward; anti when they
seemtd to rest upon you. they were real-
ly looking over the James river, or
pleading that prayer so constantly in
his heart. '' Be near us, 0 G(od, and lead
us in the right way." There is nothing
tender in (General Grant's eyes, unless
you can find tenderness in truth and
simplicity. The man is utterly without
pretence. Society requires himn to give
two or three great parties every winter-
his duty is a part of his religion, and so
he stands in his parlor door and receives
his guests as he did any necessary duty
during the war. He is as undenimonstra-
tive as a marble man. Yet it was plea-
sant and comforting to notice that his
thought was in the hand you just dared
to touch. He had a quick word for his
personal fritends-nothing on which you
could hang a chat, for how can there be
a chat unless at least two persons have
free tongues ? General Grant says his
say and then stops-after that you can
as easily talk to a stone wall. Notice
him casually and carelessly, and you are
likely to think that he never sees any-
thing; stand and watch him carefully in
a crowd for twenty minutes, and you'll
conclude that those slow, and heavy, and
haltf-shut eyes see everything. He has
that rare and precious faculty of seeing
things without looking at them. Some
men are born with it :; to many others it
comes with life on the frontier or in a
new country.

Mrs. G rant was as interested as her hus-
band was uninterested. She wore a
rich and heavy green silk, with a black
lace bertha. No one dare call her a
beautiful woman, but she has a kindly
face. and is of pleasant, matronly man-
ners. There is one mystery to the soul
of man: how do women so readily learn
the easy and graceful courtesies of good
society? But a year or two ago Mrs
Grant knew only Galena and Illinois--
now she receives the ton of the capitol
withas little embarrassment as though
she had always moved therein. Verily
there be some things hard to understand.
