There are two haudred men there, soldiers sad
ref•gees. Rince Christmas, they have had so lor;
are eumpletely destitute of oufse, segar, tobacoo;
i hobt. every necessary except corn, bacon and
"h ard tack;" ; and on last Thursday evening, the
hard bread would be exhausted and the last cracker
lbeed. One or two Indians are oocesionally per-
mitted to approach and trade. A soldier recently
bartered his only pair of blankets for one pipe full
of tobaco. The Sioux, Cheyennes, Arrapahoes
and Crows are camped in the vieionity. The main
force recently eamped between the forts are be-
lieved to have crossed to the north of the Big Horn;
but still retain forcible possession of the road on
both sides of the fort. The Indians have bad a
hard winter on their stock. As soon as their ponies
get strong they have sworn to begin mischief.
Thirty lodges of Arraphoes are said to be witbin
thirty-fiye miles of Soseman. The General has
returned to urge immediate action. Either rein-
forcements must go forward, or he will withdraw
Captain Hynson's company. Their number is in-
adequate to the duty required, and to leave them
there thus is too hazardous. Nothing will prevent
an atempt to capture the valley except a strong
force in position there. The mountains are full of
Indian scouts. In addition to this, the Madison and
Gallatin are rising, and will be ditdnult to ford in a
few days. He asks instant, constant and united
effoit to reinforce the advance guard. It is a ques-
tion of honor, more snonow than ever.

ADJOURNED WAR MEETING.-The
adjourned meeting of the citizens was held in the
United States court room on last Friday evening.
The assembly was called to order by Mr. Langford,
the chairman, and a report was read from the omrn
mittee on ways and means, appointed at the pre-
vious meeting. The report stated that the commit-
tee had met with a good deal of lukewarmness in
their endeavors to obtain supplies, but that they
had found a sufficient number publio spirited
enough to respond to their call for help in a gener-
ous manner, and that they had been enabled to get
enough commissary stores, camp equipage, saddles
and bridles, to outit three hundred men. Horses,
however, were scarce, the committee, up to the
present time having been unable to obtain more
than tawenty-ve. All that was now required to
make the movement a complete saoese was the
necessary animals. and the committee were in
hopes that a sufficient number could be got togeth-
er by Monday, the 6th inst., as would at least ena-
ble a company of one hundred men to start to the
scene of active operations The report also stated
that the basis of four or five companies was already
tormed, and that one, Company A, of the Helena
battallon, through the etive exertions of Messrs.
Reed and Lyon, are now ready to march, their ranks
numbering sixty-five men. Nothing was wanting
to put these men in the field but the necessary
horses, and the eommittee expressed the hope that
our citizens weald use the utmost exertions to sup
ply the want at as early a day as practcable. In
this conneetioe we eosnt but express our wonder
at the evident lack of sympathy there is Mlt by the
majre portion ouf or eitisees with regard to this
movement. Althogh the eoert bhose was crowd-
ed to repleti•on lwe riday evening, there ap-
