A CHIANGE FOR TsE BETTsER.

The Rochester (N. Y.) ExPress, of April

9th, contains a letter on Indian affairs

from a Montanian, who will be remem-

bered by the readers of the POST as Ir

c+,rrespondent " I," of Deer Lodge. Mr.
Irwin, after giving a truthful statement

4,f Indian depredations throughout the
western country, makes the following
suggestions :

Does Mr. Secretary Seward mean us when he
vnuntingly asserts that the citizens of the
American Republic will be protected wherever
they may be? Are those of us who desire the
development of these argentiferous and auri-
ferous regions, to furnish fresh victims to the
Indian policy of the government? And are
those of us who are living in safety to stand
dispas-ionately by and view the horrible scene?
It does appear to me "the powers that ha"
ought to wake up to the fact that this coun-
try must bi protected, for the reason, if no
other, that its products of gold and silver are
absolutely necessary to the future cancelling
of the national debt. Philanthropy has been
extended long enough for the bene.lit of the
poor red man; let it now turn to the suffering
women and childresof the plains. If a spark
of hnmanity still lingers in tleir bosoms they
should raise a hue and cry that would compel
the active attention of the whole nation. The
citizens of this Territory have been much dis-
gusted by the egotistical boast of Commission-
er Cooley, that the year 1 66 would be memo-
rable for tihe number of its Indian treaties."
Such glaring incapacity for *he position he
holds should. for the welfare of the people at
large, be punished by immediate dismissal.
The Senate should confirm any nomination in
his stead, be he Radical or be he Rebel. All
of the residents of this country agree that there
is but one policy to remedy this evil. That
is, to prevent agents and traders from fur-
ni-hing supplies of any kind whatever to the
.-avaie, organize an effective force of several
thousand men, select them from the mountains
and western settlements, and then order all
buck, slquaws and ppoo5es killed, whenever
fournd. until the red devils sue for peace on
bended knees. By so doing a permanent and
la:ting peace will be secured, and future guar-
antee be had in abundance. I well know you
of the States revolt at the idea of killing the
squaws and their off-pring. It is a frequent
occurrence for these gentle fair ones to join
their lieges in a massacre. They certainly en-
courage them to an extent entirely unprece-
dented in the annals of previous barbaric war-
fare. Reflect for a moment on the num-
ber of women and children sacrificed yearly
to the present policy, and then decide. Let
the (overnment organize the mountain men,
and I assume you ere the winter's snows again
cap our highest hills, "the vexed Indian ques-
tion" will have reached a thorough solution.

This communication called out an edi-
torial from the E.rpre s, sounding
strangely enough coming from the Em-
pire State. We are gratified to say that
throughout the States there has latterly
taken place a revolution of feeling on
this India n question, and if the influence
of the respectable press of the country
has any Effect upon the people, the legis
lators and the departments, we may be-
lieve that we of the West have had the
last feather of official folly, in regard to
the management of the red skins, laid
upon our backs. The impending Indian
war, the depredations already com-
mitted, znd the military preparations
have made this a leading topic with the
eastern journals, and as an index of their
general tone, we copy the article of the

.xpress entire :
We publish to-day a letter from one of the

early settlr rs of Montana, in which the writer
recommends the utter eatermination of the
Indians--the killing of men, women and
children. This is the general sentiment of
the'peoply of Montana, Colorado, Arizona,
Minnesot, New Mexic3, and would probably
carry a m4ority vote in Kansas, Nebraska and
Iowa. This is not now the feeling of the
people in ithe older States, who neither know
the Indian nor care what policy is adopted in
regard to that race-but it has been the theory
and the practice of every State in the Union.
There have been more Indian masacres in
Massachnsetta than in Montana. Plymouth
was for sears a fortidcatin--a stockade
around the town, guns mounted on the hill,
and muskets carried to meeting every Sunday
by men, all of whom had been drilled in com-
panie the day before. The barbarities and
brutalies of the Indians have left blood spots
all over New EagLand. In Mamachusetts,
aid by a most terrible example in Connecticut,
the same retaliation was visited upon the In-
diaas which is advocated by our Montana ce-
responde--men, women and children were
killed. We arthe descendants of the PFui-
tans who did these things, and we are eatreme
ly sensitive because the settlers in Meeotna
wish to deal with the rbarbeisan who are do-
seatying them now in the same way that oar
aucestorsdealt with the red men o the seven-
teesth century.

It is exactly fair, t6m, to calt western
men 1tid-thirsty, becanse they feet as other
white men have felt who have had to deal with
the Americas avage.

That the policy of the Government is wrong
it geaenly admitted. The Interior Depart-
meat is to some extent responsble for the
msme which occurred in Minnesota in An-
ust, 1862, is Kamss and along the Platte in

August, 1864, and which we now get by tele-
graph almost daily from Montana, Dacotah,

sriSoa, or some of the new Territories.
Indian Agents, appointed by the Interior

Department, sell the Indians arms, powder and
whiske7, and manage to rob them of nearly
all their anuities. The contractors who get
the big jobs in Washington for supplying
beads and blankets, paints and trinkets, ge
rich with amazing rapidity and ease. The
high officials in the Department of the lute-
nor rarely retire in abject poverty. Thft was
so durinc long years under Democratic ad-
ministrations, and it has been no better under
either Lincoln or Johnson. The public never
hear of these matters except when some con-
tractor refuses to "divide. We had such a
case last year, but it was speedily hushed up.

The stream is polluted at the tountain, and
we do not expect it to bow remarkably clear
when it reaches the border settlements.

The poor sufferers in Montana will have to
protect themselves as best they can with their
own strong arms.

The only remedy which is available is to
transfer the whole superintendence of Indian
Affairs to the War D)epartment. There will
be less steeling then and more vigor, which is
perhaps all we can hope at present. Mean-
time three hundred thousand Indians will rav-
age the plains at will.

Condliton of Mexico.

The San Francisco Bulletin comments
as follows upon this almost inexhausti-
ble subject :

Now that the Empire has failed, after
an exhaustive struggle, it is interesting
to note the resources left to the country.
Senor Lerdo de Tejado, a writer of con-
siderable note and a local historian, resi-
ding at Vera Craz, furnishes the follow-
ing data: Mexican territory comprises
an area of 766,482 square miles. The
value of real estate is put down at $1,-
33.5,000,000, or $163.50 for each one of
the population. The population, accor-
ding to this authority, is now 8,250,000.
By the act of secularization of 18559
(Juarez's decree) lands to the value of
$300.000,000, held by the Church, were
passed over to the State. It is a singu-
lar fact that, while this decree was one
of the chief causes of opposition to J ua-
rez, the Imperial party, which represen-
ted the Church. never annulled the de-
cree, although this was the first thing
demanded of Maximilian by his sulport-
ers. This $300,000,000is so much added
to the real wealth of Mexico, since it has
become taxable, and held like all prop-
erty for the payment of just debts. The
product of the silver mines from the
time ot the Spanish conquest to 1803,
was estimated by Humboldt at $4,000,-
000,000. From 1826 to lt46i, the coinage
amounted to $478.39"2,014; and the pres-
ent annual yield of silver is estimated at
p23,000,000. Senor T'rjado figures up,
the amount of Maximilian's French and
other loans, putting down the total at
$152,000,000. The turther sum of $150,-
000,000 represents the expenses of French
occupation. This debt of $300,000,000
is looked upon by the Republican Uov-
ernment as wholly unauthorized and
illegal, it being created by an irresponsi
ble and bogus government. for which
the rightful and constitutional govern-
ment is in no way responsible. The
Hepublicans claim that the attempt to
set up an Empire was a rebellion, which
having now utterly failed, all its acts
are to be repudiated. This debt, there-
fore, is viewed much in the same light
as the United States now view the Con-
federate debt. The one rests upon just
about as good a legal and equitable foun-
dation as the other. Nodoubt attempts
will be made hereafter to enforce the
payment of the rebel debt of Mexico, and
some interesting questions may invite
discussion. But the Republicans of
Miexico will find a strong precedent in
the utter repudiation of the Confederate
loan, which is hardly worth more than
the rag gatherers are giving for wr.ste
paper stock. Both of these rebellions
having failed, the equity which destroys
the financial credit of one can hardly
save that of the other,

AN English book on the South, called
"After the War," by Whitelaw Reid, is
praised by the Westminster Review. Mr.
Reid gives the following as the purport
of some remarks made in his hearing by
ex-Confederate General Yorke: " You
don't know what you are talking about,"
he exclaimed, impetuously, to some one
who was haranguing against the cruelty
of the Government " I tell you, sir, you
have got and I have got the most uderci-
ful government in the world. What's
the use of trying to disguise the fact ?
We attempted to destroy the government
and failed; any other would have hung
me for my share in the matter, and it
would have had a perfect right to do it.
I consider myself a standing proof of the
mercy pt my government. It confiscated
my property while I was gone fighting
against it. I don't complain; it did per-
fectly right. Since then I have got my
property back, a thing I had no right to
expect, and I am very grateful for it. I
only want a chance to prove my grati-
tude. If we get into a war about the
Mexican buniness, I'll try and show the
government how I appreciate its gene-
rosity to me." Some one said the war
wasn't over yet. "Isn't it?" said the
General. " Well, maybe you haven't had
enough of it ; but I tell you the men that
did the fighting have. What's more,
they are satisfied to quit and take things
as they can get them. More still, I don't
know of anybody that isn't satisfied to
quit except the stay-at-home sneaks that
never yet made a beginning. You are
very full of fight now, all of a sudden,
when it isn't needed; why didn't you
show some of it when we wanted you in
the trenches at Richmond ? "
