We had a rumor a day or two since
that Idaho City was burned. The fol-

lowing Extra reached here yesterday,
and we give it entire, as it is of interest

to many of our readers. It is a warning
to every mining town:

From the Idaho World.

Another Great Conflagration !-Ida-
ho City Again in Ashe.!--Nearly
the W hole City Burned!

"Just after noon, yesterday, flames
were seen issuing from the r~of of John
('odlv's salorn. fouthllest e corne.r of Main
and Wall streets. The alarm was given
instantly. At the time it was sounded
in our ,tfice. we had just completed an
article in which we referred to the fact
that this would be the second anniver-
sary ot the. great fire of May 18, 1865,
which laid this city in ashes, and reconm-
mending to our cilizrns generally a
grea:".r degree of watchfulness during
the day and night, to guard against a
releti;ion of the c !amitv. The ink was
not dry upon the paper when the alarm
of " fire ! " reached our office. IDespite
the exertions of hundreds of brave and
vigorous workers, who rushed and labor-
ed to quench the fire. it spread on all
sides, and by three o'clock p. m. the ter-
rible consequences could be summed
up in a general way-imperfect, to be
sure, because of the brief time we have
had to gather particulars in-as follows :
Every building ;,n both sides of Main
street. from ii:t below the Jenny Lind
Theatre to the saw mill of Taylor &
Andrews. on Moore's creek : all the build-
ings between Main and along the east
side of Montgomery street : and most of
th.se on the, easct of Main. on High
street, embracing the ('atholic church,
the many dwellings uplan the hill below
the west side of East Ilill front-all save
a few really tire prootf bricks and cellars.
are in ashes. Among the buildings saved
we can nvw enumerate the following:
The Court Hou,-e. M i,,nie Hall (in which
is the World otlice) the stores of J. ,V.
\Vod . t; (o .1. tHr.nstil. Andrews &
Hill. M. M. Chipman, the upper brick
vaults of L. M. Cohn, and Fischer &
Maydenbauer. amn the cellars of Thos.
Barry, C. S. Kingsley. ('. T. Blake & Co.,
Powell & Co., I~.ird &c Judge. Zapp &
Langell, and Vantine a Co.; Mc('lintock
& Stewart's stable, all the buildings on
the west side of Montgomery street, and
the residence of hlritff Jos. J. Crutcher,
J. Ii. \Vickersham. F. F V. Bell, (ieorge
Ainslie. F. B. BIritten and Jas. O'Meara
on the front o' East Hill, and the resi-
dence of P. B. Smith and a few others
whose nal:ie-s we cannot now learn, at
the foot of East Hill on high street.
