1 Ihe
full stre•ngth of the company was not present, but
nearly forty men were in line..and a large numbe.
of ladies and gentlemen added grace and enthusi-
Sam to the scente. It would be superfluous to say
that the presentationaddress was eloquent and in-
aspiring. a hen it is added that .eneral Meagher wat
the orator. lie gave it them with the utmost cotfi
dence that strong arms and faithful hearts would
defend and honor it ; that to the brightness of his.
toric deeds that now clustered round it and spread a
halo of effulgent glory over e% cry stripe and star,
the men to whose cl arge he had now the hoinor tk
commit it. would add a new lustre y their noble
conduct. and if duty required, by gallant and
chivelrous deeds. He would not advert to the
necessity that called from thie pursuits of peace. the
brave youmng blood of Montana, and marshalled
hem in battle array upon the frontier raminarts of
our valley . Rapine and desolation had throw.
their dark shadow athwart the door sills of defence-
less homes. and summoned them as men to their
protection. The Territory was threatened-they
had voluuaeered is its defense, and while he con-
gratulatedl them as volunteers, they should re
menmber that in th's voluntary acceptance. they
had not only assumed the privatiogs, the hardships.
the perils of a rldiers life. and it might be of a
soldiers death, but they had voluntarily accepted
that discipline essential to their efficency as such,
and while he presented this flag to Captain Nelson
as the comnanding officer of the Company. which.
