tention, both from the prospector, the capi-
talist, and that clas of people who are of no
aticaler bands to any community or inter-

*m--. -s irrepremiblespecalator-that possibly
a sketch of the district and its resources-the
result of a brief but careafl ezamination of
its variou leads-may not prove uninteresting
t your many readers, and may serve to give a
faint idea of the vast mineral wealth which
lies imbedded within its limits, and which bus
awaits the magic weand of the capitalist to poar
millions of the metal into the cofers of the
country.

It would be but aselens repetition to de-
sribe the country from Heleas to the june.
tion of Flint creek, with the Hell-Gate river,
oI sbhall let it peas. You proceed up the

whole length of Flint creek, on its east bank,
until arriving at a well made bridge, you crows
the left band fork, and thence follow up the
left bank of the right nand fork for ifteen
miles over a lately constructed wagon road,
when you reach Camp Creek. This stream is
eaily reached by freight wagons, as we may
judge from the numerous lodls of tools, etc.,
the property of the St. Louis and Montana
Mining Co., who have located their works at
this point. The creek may be seen winding
its course for some two miles across a very
beautiful and luxuriant valley, until it min-
gles its waters with Flint creek. This last
named stream is now carrying about one hun-
dred square feet, and the former some three
hundred inches of water. The St. L. A. M.
M. Co. have commenced work in good earnest,
having already cleared the ground for the
foundation of their works, at the mouth of
Camp creek canyon, near the celebrated Cor-
dora silver lode, and the conidence and ener-
gy displayed by them certainly deserve a good-
ly share of the abundance which surrounds
them. A walk of three fourths of a mile from
tbis point, up the canyon at a gentle ascent,
brings us to the three cabins and a blacksmith
shop, and the central point of the district.
The spot is bounded on the east by towering
mountains of granite, on the west by Silver
Hill, and gently undulating mountains, the
latter studded with timber without limit.
There are thousands of acres of it. Fifty mills
could work for fIfty years and there would
still be plenty left.

Some of the okiler settlers have been msc-
ceseful prospectors, among them are Daniel
Brown and brother, C. A. Bell A ltoberas, Ben.
Franklin, Eli Holland, Wmn. Mathias, John
Ellery, M. Fullerton, H1. Horton and others,
who all have their slice of this truly rich dis-
trict. And I do not hesitate to pronounce it
rich after the laborious examination of the
past two weeks.

One of the lodes, situated farthert from this
camp, is the Comanche. It is located about
one mile distant in a north-westerly directiu.n,
and is certainly worth a visit. (I will here
state, once for all, that all of the lodes men-
tioned course to the north-east, and dip to the
north; and also that all awsy mentioned here-
in are for silver only.) The Comanche was
discovered in July, 1846, by Daniel Brown.
Its outcrop, as it stands bared on a side hill,
presents to view a width of some twenty feet.
Near the upper paort of this vein is distsnctly
seen a strata of a foot at, width which assays
from two hundred to two thousand dollars to
the ton of ore. The balance of the lead con-
tains some silver, perhaps one-half being fair
paying ore, as near as can be determined at its
present stage of development. The Comanche
Extension-the discovery claim of which lies
north-east some three thousand feet from that
of the Comanche lode-presents the lne.t op-
portunity for extracting quarts I have ever
seen. Before you, some twenty feet from
Brown's creek, at an angle of some 46 degrees,
towers a hill from two to three hundred feet
high, at the very base of which the light col-
ored ore of this vein marks its outline, clear
and sharp, tn feet wide, as smoothly defined
as the door to a building, and but awaiting
the miner to knock that it may be opened un-
to ham. I have not assayed from this lode,
but should judge it to be equally as rich as
the first mentioned. After the discovery of
the former and latter claims, another location
was made of about 1,000 feet between them,
on the same vein, called Comanche No. 2, the
outcrop of which is very bold and plain.
Much time has been spent in rain prospecting
for an extensiom of this sname lode to the
south-west, and it was at length struck by
Louij BPgher, last week. After removing the
rubbish which covered it, a crevice twenty
feet wide was brought to light.

In a southerly darection, about one mile
distant, we fnd the Great Republic lode.
Masses of detached quarts, weighing perhaps
twenty tons, appear on its outcrop. Isbould
think that this vein is from ten to twelve feet
wide, and all that I have seen of it is pay
rock. The discovery and adjoining claims are
owned by C. A. Bell, who intends to properly
open them as soon as posible. 1 he low~et of
three assays, from pieces chipped at random,
returns at the rate of 185.00 per ton. On the
Poor Man's Joy, located about half a mile
west, a perpendicular opening has been made
to the depth of twelve feet and all the mate-
rial above and below a portion of the vein has
been removed, permitting it to project out in-
to the above mentioned opening, showing the
quarts to be four feet thick, solid as a piece
of glass, of a very beautiful dark color, with-
out one seem or flaw, and the ore assays from
two hundred to one thousand dollars per ton.
In the vicinity of the latter lode we bod the
Plymouth, Pride of Montana, and Chief of
Montana, both having very large croppiags,
with rich rock and have the appearance of
renaine lodes.

The Lady of the Lake, Lilly, W. B. Dance,
Ophir, Dreadnaught, and Seventy-Six, are not
very large ldes, but they all contain splendid
and rich qu-rts. I shall endeavor to give a
fualler decrption of thbe lodes in my next.

On Silver Hill we ind the Mountain Queen,
Bolling, Camden, Great Gun, P. G., Gumbo,
Whitlatch, Bitter Pill, Lady Douglas, Silver
King and Champion, which will also meet
with my attention soon. The latter lode,
lately discovered by Mr. Louis Bagher, is in-
deed well named. The lode is six feet wide,
about four feet of which yields from $1l0.00
to $600 per ton. The shaft is twelve feet
deep, and the crevice is as smoothly defned as
m•y that I hare ever seen. The outcrop has
been traced nearly the whole length of the
lode. It will be easily worked, and is as de-
sirable as any in the camp.

Meers. Augustine A Simonds, who are in
the employ of J. W. Whitlatch, have discov-
ered a rich vein of silver, a day or two ago.
