T'E CODE COls MoSIO.rss .

The Democrat of Angast 10, afftords us
an opportunity to give a history of Col.
Sanders' connection with the Code Com-
mission, a matter which for the lack of
any charges whatever against the public
or private life of that gentleman, the
Deowerat has, either with malice pre-
pense, or with an ignorance pardonable
in that quarter, endeavorved to figure
up to the discredit of that gentleman.
Accepting the latter view of the case,
and in fact, it has been forced upcn us,
we shall submit without any vexatious
adjectives, the facts of the case. By a
joint resolution of the Legislative As-
sembly, approved, February 6, 1865, a
a Code Commission was appointed. The
same resolution appointed on that corm-
mittee William II. Mi!ler,(Dem), W. F.
Sanders, (Rep) and George W. Staplo-
ton, (Dem). The attempt of the Demo-
crat to crucify one man between two
others has its prcedent, and details of
consequences more than "forty years"
ago. They were equally invested with
duties, and the merest tyro in parlia-
mentary rules will pere.ive that Col.
Sanders was not at first chairman,and was
afterwards appointed to that office be-
cause the other two were absent from
the city, and it was essential that the
papers should be certified to, but dele-
gate.d no other power. Two Democrats
and one Republican constituted it. If
anything was done by that body which
was wrong, and which parties are held
responsibl, for, it would fall on the De-
mocracy. More than this, the Commis-
sion never gave ('ol. Sanders any dis-
cretionary power to increase or diminish
expenses, or to exlpend money. The
resolution ordered them to "arrange,
copy, correct punctuation, correct gram-
matical construction and orthography.
( !) make and perfect an index, and to
employ two clerks to assist in such codi-
fication." This work was necessary,
there was but one copy of the laws in
Mfontana, and that in manuscript, soiled,
and rapidly becoming illegible from re-
peated handling. It was imperative
that it should be done, and at once. Last
('hance, just discovered, was drawing to
Helena, and from here, every man not
engaged in business, and eom--etent
clerks were almost an impoesibil~ty to
obtain. It was with the utmost ex-
ertion that gentlemen were secured to
do the work at the compensation named.
This was $500 per month-ii ascrip.
This, according to the Democrat's own
estimate, twenty cents on the dollar,
would be just $100 per month, but al-
lowing it worth thirty-three cents,which
it was, it would be $167. At that time,
ordinary laborers were receiving $200
per month in gold, boarding wc.a $25
per week,and flourhad advanced until it
reached $1010 per sack. One of these
clerks repeatedly proffered his pay in
scrip to gentlemen who would pay him
fifty dollars per month and board him,
which was not accepted. The Com-
missioners did not know then,or did any
one else, or does Major Bruce now, any
one who would have done the n., rk
at lower wages. To purchase pens. inks,
paper, tables and such material, $405 65
in scrip was placed in C'ol.Sand. 'r iands.
This represented in money about $13.5
(or according tot ,:e Democrat, at twenty
cents, $S1). In addition, there was paid
him for rent, $125 in scrip, representing
in value, $3; 50, (or, according to the
Democrat, $25), and these two sums
C' rLprisC 'ercry dollar ever, directly or in-
directly, re'eictd by Col. Sanders in Me
c,,ro,ection crith the Code Commission,
$5:O0 65 in scrip, representing about
$160 in money, (or, according to the
Democrat, $106). Mr. Miller, who was
poor. came from Bannack several times
on business connected with the Com-
mission. IHe preferred his bill of ex-
penses to the Auditor. The Auditor at
first declined, when Mr. Stapleton and
('ol. Sanders agreed that if any compen-
sation was ever voted, Mir. Miller should
have it all, if it did not exceed $500. In
addition, owing to the unpleasant state
of Mr. Miller's finances, Col. Sanders
obligated himself to the Auditor, Mr.
Lott, to refund from his own private
purse, the amount asked by Mr. Miller,
if it was not allowed, and thereupon,Mr.
Miller received his $500 in scrip, (or,$100
in money, according to the Democrat).
The purchase of stationery wert made
by Mr.Hopkins. John H. Ming and Geo.
H. Hanna, two frir class Demever.t,
being the parties trom whom nearly all
the articles were purchased. ,Perhaps
they % Ill state if their charges were ex-
horbitant. The $405 65 above mention.
ed went to pay these bills. An attempt
by the Commission to reduee the com-
pensation allowed the clerks, resulted
in the resignation of one, and both would
have left, had the Commisiom uaot re-
ceded. It is not probable that sthreki.-
tory ot Code Commslsions, a more horrl-
bly writtea,buangled,mlespdeled,u gram-

matical manuscript, making 752 pages
of printed law. was ever submitted to
the patient toil and persevering energy
of men, with a prospect of success. Any
one who will take occasion to examine
the MSS. will be satisfied on this point.
Col. Sanders did all this work of cor-
recting, and kha never received one cent
qf compensation. Because he was com-
petent he was selected,and if Maj. Bruce
had but one section to correct, he could
not do it in seven years, and would not
know when he had it done. Col. Sanders
worked month after month,several hours
per day, without compensation, or with-
out expecting any, even to the neglect
of his professional affairs, that these
laws might not go forth a discredit to
the Territcr. , and he did his labors well.
No:v, a reckless partisan, unjustly
charges him with "squandering the peo-
pie's money," and endeavoring to pocket
the entire revenue of Montana." In this
tissue of downright falsehoods and dis-
torted truths,why does not the Democrat
have anything to say of the majority of
the Commission, who were Demo-
crate. It never, in all its oft repeat-
ed gasconade on this subject, has im-
peached them. Say in the next Dem-
orrat that $160 worth of scrip was all
that ever went to Colonel Sanders'
hands; that $120 worth was wisely and
-economically used for the Territory, and
that the balance, fixed by Mr. Miller as
f his compensation tor rent, was the dear-

est scrip he ever received, and you will
simply be doing justice to a political
opponent, and raise yourself in the es-
teem of all men who love fairness and
hate slander. And now. to show the in-
consistency of theD)tk mocrat's statements.
It says the expenditure of between $2,-
000 and $3,000 by the Code Commission
was " squandering the people's money,"
and endeavors to make believe that the
Bannack Legislature was Republican,
while claiming that the Democracy had
1,000 of a majority. It is a well known
fac: .t there were but four Republi-
cans in that body, and in the report of
the ('ommissionerpublished in the same
paper, it will be observed that in ad-
dition to the appropriation by Congress
for that purpose, equivalent to over $4,-
680 in scrip, there was paid to the four
teen clerks of the Bannack Council and
House, ten of whom were Democrats,
$9,537 from the Territorial funds, bei,•g
double t.!e romlpens•,tion for the same
labor p:rformned by the clerks of the
Code Commission. No man ever had a
clearer or more hioorable record, than
has Col Sanders in his connection with
the ('ode ('omrnission. Having disposed
of this, we propose to show directly
some figures for the Democrat to count.
This financial isue suits us exactly.

The telegraph brings us information
of two important facts. The attack of
an American squadron upon the inhabi
tants of one of the Japanese Islands, who
had murder..d the crew of an Ameri-
can ha , and the reconstruction of the
Cabinet. Secretary Stanton, without ex-
ception,the ablest member of the Cabinet,
is removed and Seward is about to be
deposed. Whether it is voluntary or
coerced is not stated, as there is evident-
ly a news dispatch missing. General
Grant accepts the position of Acting
Secretary of War, with a well deserved
c,1 ipliment to Secretary Stanton. The
dispatches also intimate that Governor
Andrews is to receive the Secretary of
War's portfolio, which is probably an
error, General Steadman having been
named for that position. Gov. Andrews
would answer better for Secretary of
State. The nervelessness of Seward in
his diplomatic corr spondence in regard
to the French occupation of Mexico; the
probability of foreign difficulties, in
case the grave charges made by a
Mexican official are sustained, and the
complications that may grow out of it,
makes it desirable that an able and ex-
perienced diplomatist should receive the
portfolio of State. President Johnson's
recent visit to Boston and interview with
ex-Governor Andrews,would suggest the
inference that it may be the intention
of the President to give him Seward's
place. President Johnson has taken the
bit in his teeth and is going to make
trouble again. What unhappy bursts
of temper he always shows immediately
after Congress adjourns, and theq
soothes down as a session approaches.
Not succeeding in his attempt to remove
Sheridan he has made a bold stroke and
set about the reconstractio o(his house.
hold, with a vengeance. To Stanton,
the country owes more than to any other
one man in Washington, its salvation,
and the immediate curtailment of de-
penditures on the close of the war.
Whatever may be his daisd tsn his am

isaemltable will, untrinag emae and
abilities of the highest order. He was
the righ• mst in the right pies` at'his
like will be dilaalt to 1i.. While

Grant holds the position all will be well.
bat the loyal people of the Union will
await with nervous•axiety the farther
action of that man whose stubborness,
vanity, and malicious perverseness has
-own settles where the olive branch was
growing, and done more to embitter
against each other the people of the
-Uaited States than even did grim visage•
war.

Mr. Mayhew made a long speech
but far from as clear and lucil an effort as is
usual with him, declaring in substance that
the resolution was " political," and he could
not endorse the General's political actions.
le said that, :a a Democrat, he could never
endorse him politically; that he never had,
and that he never woul.. Mr. Smith here
said: " What are you going to do with them?
Mr. Mayhew smiled, colored and said noth-
ing-but that he would sooner vote down his
own resolutions than add that one; he would
sooner . the original resolutions into a
thouea~ eces. lie endorsed his actions as
Governor only. Mr. Parrott came in just be-
fore the amendment was put to the vote, and
did not seem to understand the full scope of
the language. He proclaimed his entire wil-
lingnes to endorse the General's fighting for
the Union, declaring hipself to be a Union
Democrat of the staunchest kind. lie said
that he thought it was fooli h to introduce
the resolutious at all, since the House had, by
passing the vetoed bills, declared that they
did not endorse all the Governor's acts, and
if this was not so, they had behaved most im-
properly in passing those bills. While speak-
ing, Mr. Parrott was repeatedly called to order
by the Chair, who observed that the resolu-
tions wsre not under debate, but only the
acceptance of the amendments.

the morning session, the reconsideration of
the vote on the amendment. This being done
to get him out of the dilemma of a wrong
vote, he moved to amend the amendment by
(in effcct) sub.tituting the following :

This was carried. Mr. McCullough rose and
said that he could not vote for the resolu-
tions. lie thought them ill-timed and unnec-
essary.

The
day before they had passed a finance bill, light-
eunug the public burdens, and now they were
wasting $400 of the public money by arguing
a matter of no importance.

Mr. Parrott repeated his objections to the
resolutions, adding that the Giovernor had
probably by mistake authorized the payment
of $4,000 for the pursuit of criminals by Nell
Howie and John Featherstun for which there
was no law (Mr. Mayhew) $6,000 ! He would
not place himself in a false poeition by voting
for the resolutions; he was the last Democrat
on the stump in Iowa; but he was a true
Union man, and he was ready to endorse a
soldier who fought for the Union; if he did
not, he should tread under his feet his two
brothers who had fought for it. lie aLo said
that Major Bruce and Major Bagg were the
men t> be credited for calling the Legislature.

Mr. Maxwell offered the following amend-
ment to the resolution :

He said he could endorse any gallant sol-
dier who fought well for the side he espoused,
like Stonewall Jackson for instance.

Mr. McCullough said if the resolution
merely meant that the General was a gallant
soldier, he could vote for it, AS SUCH
A VOTE DID NOT ENDORSE THE CAUSE
FOI WHICH HE FOUUGHT, though he
thought it absurd to endog• his acts out-
side of the Territory. On the same
principle he could vote that Robert Lee was a
gallant soldier who fought for his country, or
Stonewall Jackson, or Jet Davis the greateet
of them all.

The discwnsion terminated at this point, the
resolutioas being laid over till Saturday, at 2
p. m. This is sappoeed to be a death blow,
as the Consil may adjourn on Saturday.

WHO Is Ec8ONOKICAL ?

Last week's Democrat charges the Re-
publican party with bhaving, during its
administration of public affairs, " saddled

upon the county a debt of $72,000," but

'65, there was no revenue assessed or
collected, while under Democratic ad-
ministrations there has been a large
revenue, and a consequently reduced ex-
penditure from the organization of other
counties, their assumption of these ex
penses of litigation and the decrease of
population in this county. Any sane

person will readily see that the writerof
that article either wantonly misrepre.-
sented facts, or failed to look beyond
effect to see the cause. It also boasts
that no Democratic defaulter has turned
up, and that no charges of extortion or
evidence of filching have been made
against any Democrat who has held of-
fice in Madison county. WVell! Who
said there had been a defaulter? A
guilty conscience accuses itself. Has
any Republican been a defaulter? If so,
who is he ? Don't boast too soon of the
immaculate honesty of your officials.
Denmark is rotten, and it will show on
the surface ere long. Again, it asserts
that when the Democratic par ty assumed
control of public affairs, scrip was worth
only 30 cents on the dollar, and that now
it can be sold for 75 cents on the dollar.
Both of these assertions are untrue in
their intent. Scrip goes begging on these
streets to-day, in quantities of $100 and
upwards, at 35 cents greenbacks, and
Jno. P. Bruce knows it, or, if he does
not, his bankers will inform him. In
'65,'under Republican rule, it rated from
33 to 40 cents in gold, with good demand.
Again, it says that $139.00 was all that
was paid into the treasury in actual
cash under Republican administration,
while Democracy has received over $20,-
000. Very good. Under Rep,,blican
administration, the Territoiv issued
scrip to pay its expenses, which went
into the hands of the people, with the
agreement that it was receivable for
taxes, licenses, etc., but " the ring " De-
mocracy virtually repudiated the paper
of the Territory by most shameful legis-
lation, demanded licences and taxes in
U. S. currency, and required scrip to be
registered at an expense to the holders,
and a fee to the oticials,with only a prom-
se that at some future time it would be re-
deemed. Every Democrat knows that
by this registration, those who should
have had their scrip redeemed first, were
by this registration crowded out by those
sharp enough to register quickly, and
rice versa. Let us see, to start on, if
there has been any retrenchment in the
Treasurer's office. During the admini-

It will be seen by the above that the
nice management of the fees lies in the
difference between the funds exempt
from the,04 per cent for receiving and ex-
pending,the one exempting nearly all,the
other nearly nothing, In addition to
this, each party has been required, under
the administration of the Democracy, to
pay $1 as a Treasurer's fee, beside the
actual license fee, for each license issued.
The licenses imsued In a year, yearly and
quarterly, to professional and business
men, will not aggregate less than $1,000
in Madison county. So it will be seen
that County Treasurer of Madisen couna-
ty, with its nice round $5,000 per annum,
has been a pretty tat thing to hold under
the dispensation of the last two years
Imder the Bannack Statutes, it is pro-
brbly less than in any other State or
Territory. Whether it Is too httle o
not, is another qess•iou, but aVsee pj
