Ep. Post: “Times"” at Bannack are
improving. There is a general spirit of
\improvercent among our people. The
evidences in mew and better buildings
and “ betterments " are everywhere to be
seen. The Goodrich House is about com-
pleted and is an ornament to the town.

It isalsostated that your
Feejean, as a rule. relishes Lis “long pig”
most when it has been roasted alive!
The New Zealanders, on the other hand,
do not consider man's flesh asa delicacy,

HisTory oF A VETOo.—A dispatch da-
ted at Washington, July 10th, gives the
annexed interesting particulars in regard
to the veto of the original Reconstruction
Act:

The history of the veto of the original
Reconstruction Act has at last come ont,
through Stanberry's friends, and can be
relied upon as correct. At the request
ot the President, Stanberry wrote a_veto
couched in very mild terms compared
with the one sent to Congress. resi-
dent Johnson submitted it to his Demo-
eratic friends in Congress, who were
g'reat!y disaatisfied and persuaded the

resident to call in Jerry Black. The
latter took it, cut out the main portion
of Stanberry's argument, inserting in its
place the very rhetorical and sweeping
denunciation which characterized that
docuament. On discovering this, Stan-
berry was greatly incensed. For a time
an open rupture was imminent, but at
length the President succeeded in
smoothing it over. BStanberry is under-
stood to claim that there is a great dif-
ference between a legal opinion on the
construction of a law and opposition
thereto. He says he did not desire the
President to reinstate officers displaced
by General Sheridan, nor, so far as he
knew, did any member of the Cabinet.
The friends of Stanberry are very anxious
to have it fully understood that Jerry
Black wrote the veto, so as to relieve the
former from the awkward position which
the supposition that he was the author
places him im.
