part ot the arrangement was a sucoees. It would
not be good policy to charge for speeches of that
kins. It would have a tendency to put the Demo-
eatlo light under a bushel, Some might object to
nvesting the second time. We would not say the

speech was a failure, because it had a good effect.
It made votes for W. F. San4ers. No man who
heard that speeeh, except be got paid for it, or was
running for office on the ounty ticket, could be-
Iieve that Mr. Cavanaugh was the proper man to
represent Montanain Congres. He may have been
fatigued and unable to do himself justice. We
hope so. We take no delight in the distress of a
fellow creature. Mr. Cavanangh had come from
Bannock. Mr. Claggett had been in that vicinity.
Mr. Claggett talks better than Mr. Cavanaugh. and
he may have said unpleasant things of Mr. Cava-
naugh. It is a way he has. But. Mr. Cavana ugh
(Major Bruce calls him Jeems-it's a 'pet name he
has for him) mounted the dry goods boxes. liHe
looks exceedingly pleasant at a distance. (We uu-
derstead he proposes to go to Walrussia so he may
look pleasant toall of us) He took off his hat very
carefully. Major Bruce was kind enough to take
charge of it, also of his cane. It is a large hat,
made of wool, and of light color. Theeane is very
nice. It has a gold head. Major Bruce returned
them both after the speech. We saw him do it.
This is omfcial. A man in the cro*d wanted to
hold the cane, but was refused. It was thought the
Head Center of the Central Committee was more re-
sponsible. There are several gentlemen on the
committee who are property holders. Mr. (ava-
naugh commenced his recitation. "Itse mourned
that the Constitution is not as it was." Tl'hi ac-
cunted for his wearing black clothes. lie looks
deeply grieved. He has injured his health mourn-
ing. His physician has prescribed Walrusesa whale
oil, taken on the spot. Said he, "Tell me what the
Constitution means." Nobody could tell. They
were nearly all Democrats. "Would Mason recog-
nise it?" Not likely. He is a stranger to it. Mr.
Cavanangh said the rebels had "fought nobly,
bravely. and with a heroism to which history fur-
nished no parallel." lie praised then, half an hour.
He said not a word for the brave, noble. heroic
boys in blue, who rallied around "old glory" and
gave him a home and country. It would have been
well to have remembered them, Mr. Cavanaugh.
We were the winners in that tight. It was little
gratification to loyal D)emocrats to see you sell your-
self out soul and body to catch the vote of the
"Johnnies" who would rather strike hands aud
stand side by saie with the 'Yanks" whom they
fought w:th steel, than those "Yanks" who only
fought with wind. lie condemned Congress for
proclaiming the equality of whites and blacks be-
fore the law, and paid filsotne comlpliments to Lee
Johnston and others who have come boldly out and
advocated thut enactment lie referred to the place
of his birth. lie has not changed even the wording
of his geneological history since he recited it five
years ago in Colorado. lie claims to be an Irish'
man born in Massachusetts, and would make capi-
tal out ot both. Yet he refused to deliver a lecture
in aid of the Fenians, in Helena last winter, unless
they gave him half the proceeds. Gen. Meaghlr
was poor. too, but his services were ever at the
command of Ireland's sons for the Church or State
he loved. "iHe loved Massachusetts. every inch of
her was dear to him, but he despised her politics."
In other words, lie respected his mother State. but
had no faith in her virtue. Mr. Cavanaugh is not
selfish. Nasby. in his biography, refused to men-
tion the town that gave hint bit th. "lie did not
pro

p
ose to set tLgt town up in business." Mr. Cay-

anaugh's native town is the birth place of a hero.
His native modesty could not quell his determina-
tion to do it justice. He named it. lie has corner
lots to sell. The revenue is not excessive on deeds
for property there. lie taught his audience geo-
graphy, and gave the boundaries of Massachusetts
with an accuracy astonishing in one so young. lie
took a tilt at Congress. "The Senators and :Rep-
re.•ntatives who snake those laws are arrant c: w-
ards who never smelt powder." Rut. Mr. Cava.
Iaugh. there never was so large a propoprtion of
soldiers in Congress as there arc now,. and they are
of the bravest and bestof the Union army. Did you
ever smell powder? We think not. Air Cavanaugh
recites poetry and is familiar with the great men of
the country. Ilis familiarity with I ongfellow is
not demonstrated by his quotations. He has slept
with all the big men of the age, but he is shockiing
ly ignorant of their names. John Y. Mason, of
Virginia, would hardly know himse;fwhen referred
to as James L. Mason. "Could we be less generous
than was Francis .lJseph the other day when he ad
mitted Kossuth into the Hungarian Parliament?" But
you forget that for nineteen years Kroesuth was an
exile from his na'ive land. lie raid the PosT did
not dare to repeat what it had said in April that
"many of the enactments of the bogus Legislature
were 'useful, just and necessary.' " We repeat it
most emphatically. and the coming Legi-"ature will
endorse it. Their destruction was not fo,r their leg-
islation, but in the lack of authority to legislate.
Mr. Cavanaugh made light of the Union platform
advocati-'g the material interests of the 'Territory.

Bui
all the rest of the Democratic party were corrupt,
he alone represented pure Democracy. That is
why he ran. What do you suppose he would have
done had he not been nominated at Helena "\V
have given the nigger (negro) all (God ever intend-
ed he should have-his freedom-if he wants more
let him win it."

Duke, Jese* McCarty sittiag as advisary
Juaste. The polie court on Thursday last was

crowded to suofoation to bear the ease of the Ter-

ritory vs. Adam Miller. a mulatto, and keeper of a

restaurant on Clues street is this city, who was

charged with the heioous and brutal crime of an

assault with an attempt to cormmit a rapie on the

perso of a young white child named Laura Holt,
betweaen niae and ten years of age, on the 13th inst.

The folowing are the main points of the testimony.
as elicited from the little victim amid her sobe and
tears, together with that of a little playmate named
Lottie liolt, and also the ebild's mother. It ap-

pears that the little girl had been is the habit of

going to Miller's place two or three times a day,
and during these visits helping him to wash dishes,
etc., and he in return had given her meals. On the
evening is question she had been down to his house
and while eating her supper the defendant had ot-
fered her some cream and peaches. A fter she had
finished her supper. be took her on his knee and
took improper liberties with her; she told him she
would tell her mother and ''he begged and begged
of her not to do it." There was no one in the kitchen

at the time of the occurrence, but there were two
or three in the front room. She did not tell her
mother that night on reaching home, for the reason
that her uncle was present, and did not do so until
advised by her playmate the next day. Her me
ther, a widow. testified in substance to the above
being a repetition of what her daughter told her,
and also to the fact that no, rape had been commit-
ted on the child. The prosecution here rested the
case, and the defense waived any further examina-
tion, and the prisoner was committed to jail in de-
fault of $5.000 bonds. This is the first outrage of
the kind which has occurred in the Territory, and
we hope that when the prisoner is put on his final
trial, should the facts as elicited in the preliminary
examination be sustained, he will receivesuch pun-
ishment as will strike terror to the hearts of the evil-
minded and debauched.

SALES OF QUARTZ PROPERTY.--The

the East.
