If
you hold the thread a safficient lengih
of time the effect will be repeated ; bat
not until a sutficient space of time has
elapsed to convinee you that the experi-
ment is complete. We need not add
that the thread munst be held in a steady
hand ; otherwise the vibrating motion
would be counteracted. At whatever
hour of the day or night the experiment
is made, the eoincidence will be the
same.

TeE BosPHORUS TO BE BRIDGED.—A
movement is on foot to bridge the Bos-
phorus. The designs of the work have
already been prepared by Austrian engi-
neers. The bridge will measure 3,360
feet in length, anc will rest on two pil-
lars, one of the arches being 1,207 feet,
and the two others 1,028 feet. The cost
is estimated at $4.200,000. This is one
of the natural barriers in the track of
the great highways of the world, which
must, sooner or later, yield to the tri-
nmphs of modern engineering. The
Bosphorus, the Mississippi, the Straits
of Dover, the Isthmus of Suez and of
Panama, the Alps, the Rocky Mountaine
and the Sierra Nevada, are but a few of
the many great natural barriers to in-
tercommunication and the ready ex-
change of commerce, which muet yield
to the ekill, enterprise and industry of
man. All such works are but so much
toward the fulfillment of the saying of
the prophet of old, who wrote: * Every
valley shall be filled, and every moun-
tain and hill ghall be brought low ; and
the crooked shall be made straight, and
the rough ways emoothed.” Verily, we
live in age of progress

Tuis is the way to mend torn green-
backs and currency: Smooth out the
edges with the finger tip after wetting It
on the tongue. Then lay the bill on a
piece of writing paper, carefully drawing
the edges together, and lay another piece
of writing paper over it. A few seconds
rnbbing with the finger over the seam
will make it adhere, and a little adroit-
ness, when it is dry, will enable you to
lift the bill from the paper without tear-
ingit.
