
Heroes of the "Lost Cause."
A correspondent of the Boston Jour-

~al writes as follows:
New Orleans is now the home

many men whose names, within the last
few years have acquired a celebrity nol
altogether honorable, but certainly wide-
spread. The city is full of the heroes
of the "Lost Cause." Without mention-
in brigadier generals, colonels, and

cers of a lower rank, of whom there
so many that if you call out "colao

nel !" in a crowd a dozen men will an.
swer you, there are living here twelve
or fifteen men who held very distinguish-
ed rank in the armies of the late Con-
federacy. Most notable of them all is
General James Longstreet, whose late
noble and timely letter has called down
on his head the denunciations of the
rebel press all over the South, and the
copperhead press all over the North, and
has caused him to be socially ostracised
here by men who are not worthy to
black his boots. He is a member of the
mercantile firm of Owen, Longstreet &
Co. Near their establishment is that of
General Hood, known as the most des-
perate fighting general that the Confed-
crates had, but who is peaceable enough
now. General Biraxton Bragg, who never
did the Confederacy any very great
service, is President of the New Orleans
\Vater Works, and came very near be.
ing taken pris )ner the other day in a
combat which he had with General Sher-
idan's Street Commissioner-a timely
retreat, and spiking and abandoning
his guns only saving him from capture.
General M. Jeff. Thompson is also a
merchant here, and so is (Generai Lo-
ring. General Beauregard is President
of the ('arrollton Railway Company, and
as I pass his office on Carondelet street
every day I see him hard at work. Gen.
Dick Taylor is President of the new
Basin Canal Company, the duties of
which office appear to consist in driving
out on the shell road. General Simon
Boliver Buckner, of immortal memory,
is President of the St. Louis Life Insu-
rance Company, editor of the New Or-
leans Crescent and attorney and counsel-
lor at law, with which three occupations
one would think his hands were full.
The autographs of some of these dis-
tinguished warriors are to be found upon
"ertain protested drafts and notes, which

Form a not inconsiderable portion of the
First National Bank of this city, but
which are classed as "bad" by the re-
ceiver, who is now winding up the af
fairs of that institution. They were all
progressing rapidly toward "reconstruc-
tion" so long as the money of the bank
held out, but since its failure they have
-retrograded sadly in that respect. I do
not think the Government can afford to
pay for the reconstruction of even lieu-
tenant generals at the rate of $60,000
per head.

' miford Conover-A Sketch of His
Life.

[From the Albany Express.]

Conover is a bold, bad man. He was
born in Westchester county, in this
;tate. His father was a very respect-•

ble man named Dunham, and died leav-
ing an estate of about $60,000. His son,
Charles A. Dunham, now Sanford Con-
over received a good education, and af-
terwards read law in the office of Van
Antwerp & James, in New York city.
While in their office he exhibited great
sptitude. In a very short space of time
lie qualified himself to prepare com-
plaints or answers in the most difficult
and intricate cases. He also evinced a
very great capacity in availing himself
of every opportunity to change a wrong
into an apparent right. He continued
ini the office of Van A. & J. until the
death of his father, when in conjunc-
tion with his mother, he administered
on the estate of his deceased parent,
and managed by a trick to obtain poe-
session of letters testamentary from the
Surrogate without fling the requisite
legal security. Having thus obtained
the control of the estate, he led a reck-
less spendthrift life, nearly exhausting
the property before the friends of his
mother succeeded in putting a stop to
his bold and desperate career.

When the war broke out he resolved
to turn it to advantage, and follow out
his devil-may-care sort of life. He suc
ceeded in inaugurating himself into
favor with Secretary of War Cameron,
and after the battle of Bull Run he
started a military organization under
the title of the "Cameron Legion,"
which, of course, never amounted to
anything. But it enabled him to swin-
dle the (iovernment of a large amount
of supplies of every kind, all of which
he converted to his individual use.
The men enlisted for his legion, and
sent to him, were sold by him into
organizations. and finally the legion ex-
ploded. lIe then engaged in the Lusi-
ness of substitute brokerage, which he
carried on successfully for some time.
When business was dull he would en-
list himself, receive bounty and desert.
This he did eight or ten times. On the
trial of the assassins of President Lin-
coln, in 186.5, he volunteered as a wit-
ness in behalf of the Government to in-
volve Jeff. Davis, Jake Thompson and
George Saunders. In order to sustain
his testimony he subporned several wit-
nesses, men who never had the slightest
knowledge of the case, who swore to
just what he instructed them lo. His
evidence ~bfore the Congressional In-
vestigation Committee, which it is un-
necessary to repeat, proved to be a tis-
sue of falsehoods from beginning to end,
and he was therefore indicted, tried and
convicted of wilful and deliberate per-
jury, and sentenced as above stated.
