Hart
had only four shots when he commenced, and was
now down to the last. They stepped out again,
and firing almost simultaneously the ball from
Hart's revolver passed through the other's wrist
and into his bowels.

DOING FOR TIIE BEST.-We stated a
falsehood in the last issue in saying there would be
a full house to witness "Doing for the Best." The
Willow Copse attracted everybody, but Doing for
the Best is evidently not popular in this burgh.
Langrishe should change the title to Satan in Paris
or Dick Turpin. It was played to an apprecia-
tive audience, but too small a one for the charac-
ter of the play and the manner in which it was
rendered. It has not the wierd ifascination of the
Willow Copse. It does not satisfy the craving
that finds gratification in breaking hearts and
stormy scenes around the domestic hearth where
heaven's calm sunshine should come unclouded
and ever linger. Luke Fielding is just, but mer-
siless; Diek Stubbs is good, but human. Luks
Fielding never had a counterpart in life; Dick
Stubbs is a photograph of humanity. Willow
Copse is as unreal as Bulwer's " Strange Story;"
Doing for the Best as natural a picture as "Jane
Eyre' In the poetic drama Macbeth's witches and
Hamlet's ghost, Midsummer Night's fairies and the
Tempest's spirits are admissible; but in domestic
drama we expect nature truthfully drawn, and
even tameness is preferable to absurdity. In Doing
for the Best, the plot is simple. Dick Stubbs and
his family are poor, but frank, honest, industrious
and free-hearted English people of the laboring
class. An ill wind blows the traditional good to
them, and the Stubb's family are installed in Prim.
rose Hall. Dick becomes a gentleman in dress
and surroundings, but he loses it in his heart. He
takes on the airs of the aristocracy and smothers his
manliness, while imagining he is Doing for the
Best. The weeds of pride have sprung up and
choked the better impulses in the garden of old
Dick's heart. He grows arrogant, testy and sel-
fish, estranging himself from his wife and daugh-
ter. whose pampered vanity has not quite calloused
their hearts. The found'ing child, whom in pov-
erty he had taken, reared and educated, is about
to be thrust forth upon the world's treacherous
current, and Dick still thinks he is doing for the
best. He refuses to hear of his daughter's mar-
riage, sanctioned in the days of honest poverty.
and biecomlne a regular bear, still doing for the best
Once alone. Dick Stubbs comes to the surface ; he
turows off his coat and restraint, fills his old clay
pipe and a low stool, and under the sacred infiuence
of the weed, reflects. Emily the foundling, enters
to say good bye; the better imlpu!ses conquer stud-
ird cruelty. and Dick Stubbs is again a man, and
really doing for the best. Cf course Emily turns
up heiress, marries Harry Stubbs, and-well ! no
matter. The play is a reflex oflife. It nmay ant
be startling. but it in truthful. brimming over with
human nature, path•e, passion, pride and genuine
humor. In its rendering, we may be pardoned for
stating that it was the finest acting as an entirety
that has yet beetn on this season, antd if lpr dluced
again thouul bring ( ut all lovers of the druama.
