Mr. Lincoln’s Last Dream--Warn-
ing of Disaster,

Mr. Pierrepont, in his summing up at
the Surratt trial, told the following
sl‘.rang-e Sfﬂ]’}’ .

Upon the reassembling of the court,
Mr. Pierrepont resumed his remarks and
said he now came to astrange act in this
dark drama—strange, though not new—
so wonderful that it seems to come from
beyond the veil that separates us from
death. It is not new, but it is strange.
All governments are of God, and for some
wise purpose the Great Ruler of all, by
presentiments, portents, bodings and by
dreams sends some shadowy warning of
a coming dawn when a great disaster is
to befall a nation. So was itin the days
of Sanl—when Casar was killed—when
Brutus died at Phillippi ; so wasit when
Christ was crucified; g0 was it when
Harold fell at the battle of Hastings; so
was it when the Czar was assassinated ;
so was it before the bloody death of
Abraham Lincoln, President of the Uni-
ted States. In the life of Cesar by De
Quincy. in the life of Pompey by Plu-
tarch, are given the portents that came
to warn Pompey. Hereitiswe find how
Casar was warned. We find it true in
all cases, and never in the whole history
of the world has there been a single in-
stance where the assassins of the head
of a government have not been brought
to punishment. The assassin of a ruler
never has escaped, though he has taken
“the wings of the morning and fled to
the uttermost parts of the earth.” On
the morning ot April 14th, Mr. Lincoln
called his cabinet together, He had rea-
son to be joyful, but he was anxious to
hear from Sherman. Grant was here,
and he said Sherman was all right, but
Mr. Lincoln feared, and related a dream
he had had the night before—a dream
which he had had previous to Chancel-
lorsville and Stone river, and whenever
a disaster had happened. The members
of the cabinet wgo heard that relation
will never forget it. A few hoursafter-
ward Sherman was heard from—but the
dream was fulfilled. A disaster had be-
fallen the government and Mr. Lincoln’s
spirit returned to the God who gavs it.
The dream was fulfilled.
