Charles Wilson was one of a secret organization,
numbering thirty-five active Agents and over one
hundred accomplices, sworn to a certain purpoee.
It included robbery, incendiarism and murder.
They are fully organized, awaiting the concentra-
tion of their force, and the shipment of treasure
overland, after the steamers have all gone, to ac-
complish their purposes. They have in view also
the robbery of certain stores in Virginia, to be ac-
complished by fires and burglary, and have spot-
ted for murder several prominent citizens, whenever
an opportunity offers. This organization has been
under the close espionage of the Vigilantes, and
every active member is known. On the night of
his execution. Charles Wilson swore into the or-
ganization one detailed for that purpose, to whom
be imparted all necessary information, and when
arrested, made full onnfession of their organization
and intentions, as above, which had been known
by the Committee previously. The leaders of it
are desperado's of the worst character, and they
must now abandon their schemes, or cope with an
organization more powerful than they.

FROM THE Y LLOWSTONE.- -Captain
Lida, late of Co. A. Montana Volunteers, arrived
from Boseman on Thursday evening, and brings
the following information in regard to the troops:
Colonel Howie arrived at Camp Meagher on Mon-
day. The troops were called out for dress parade,
when the order for muster out was read andColonel
-Howie explained the department orders requiring
it. The order created considerable confusion, but
nothing unusual transpired that evening. On Tues-
day morning, fifteen or twenty men of Co. A left
came and proceeded down the river, stating they
were off for the States, taking their horses, guns,
provisions, etc., with them. About the same time,
Captain Hughes representing about 180 disaffected
men from different companies, demanded of Col.
Howie permission to go prospecting and to be sup-
plied with the necessary outfit. Colonel Howie
promised to give them an answer in one hour.
Captain Hughes and his men at once took pobses-
sion of all the arms, ammunition and provisions they
wanted, took sixty or seventy p•ck animals be-
longing to the Quartermaster's Departmenut, and
placed a guard over them until the afternoon, when
they moved down the river one and a half mile.,
crossed and began packing for a long trip. intend-
ing to start on Thursday morning. Colonel Howie
was powerless to prevent this action, as the dis-
affected numbered over one-half of the entire com-
mand. The balance of the troops are en route for
Virginia and Helena. Capt. Hughes represented
that he would certainly return all the government
property in three or four weeks, that the men had
served all summer, were without money,
and desired to prospect while they had an oppor-
tunity. Capt. ThoseBaume of Co., A. diediat Camp
Meagher, Tuesday morning. His body was brought
to Bozeman city, and buried on Wednesday after-
noon.

P. S.-Since writing the above, on Thursday
evening, we have obtained the following informa-
tion from dispatches received last night- The
above account is confirmed- Capt. Hughes re-
ceipted in full for all stores taken. No private pro-
perty was seized. Kirkendall's train is on the way
to Virginia. E. & B. Morse's pack train, in the
employ of the Q. M., was take,.. Since the depar-
ture of the Hughes' party, quite a number of men
who originally joined it have thought better of it
and returned to their commands, they believing
that the party meant other work than prospecting.
The action of Capt. Hughes and his comrades is
wholly unwarranted, and they have placed them-
selves ia a very unpleasant position, but we are
not of those disposed to borrow any trouble from
the event. If they return and deliver up the pro-
perty in their possession, well and good- It they
skedaddle with it, all the better. In that case they
are premeditated rogues, and it's a very cheap
method of getting rid of them. They are not likely
to occasion any serious trouble under any circum-
stnces.
