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T_“IIILI SHOOTING AFFAIR.
U R T SRy

Last evening, at about a quarter to six
o’clock, the city was thrown ianto great
excitément on news around
that William Miller had been killed by
Thomas Chapman. We were soon on
the scene of the murder, and from “
ties who were witnesses to the terrible
deed, we gather the following particu-
lars:

Miller, who is a butcher at Butte city,
and other camps in the upper portion of
the country, came down on Tuesday last
to see about opening a shopin this place,
einee which time he has been on a spree.
Chapman came from Butte city yester-
day morning, and he, too, was under the
influence of liquor early in the day. In
the afternoon they met at Wilson’s ea-
loon, on Main street, on very friendly
terms, Miller, the drunker of the two.
Some time during the day Miller had
tried hard to raise a quarrel with Mr. J.
B. Caven, who bad done him an injury
some time since, and had apologi tor
it. Miller persisted in having a fight,
but Mr. Cavin aveided it and Jeft the
house. Miller was koown as a great
talker, and had tluite anumber of listen-
ers “joshing™ him to hear him talk.
About fifteen minutes before the fatal
affair, Chapman, Miller, Cox, thie bar-
keeper, and 8. Hardenbrook, were sit-
ting beside the stove; Miller got up,
whilé speaking (being a great man to
gesticulate) and moved his stool baek
ward, or Chapman {(whe was. &ilting be-
hind him) done so, and Miller sat down
on the floor. As he arose from the floor
he struck Chapman on the mouth with
his hand, followed him into the corner,
where Cox, the barkeeper, interfered
and seperated them, putting Chapman
in the back room and leading Miller to
the middle of the saloon. Soon after-
wards Chapman passed th h the
room, and Miller wanted to t him,
but he was prevented. Chapman was
gone some time—ten or fifteen minutes
—when he returned and stepped into
the door, stating, as near as we could
learn, “If you want to fight, I am ready
for you,” or sometbhing to that effect.
Miller at once struck C with his
left hand and followed it up with his
right; Chapman backed out of the sa-
loon to the sidewalk, Miller endeavoring
to clinch, when Chapman drew a revol-
ver and fired two shots, one taking effect
in the left breast, about one-fourth of an
inch above the nipple, and coming out of
his back, the other passing through the
right forearm.and entering the abdomen.
He lived from seven to ten minutes.
The above statement we gathered from
Mr. Cox, and other parties present, who
were witnesses to the whole affair.

Wealso called on Chapman; heard his
story: He says that sometime Mil-
ler told him that when he (Miller) struck
a man, he meant fight, and he would not
rest without giving or getting a whi
ping. Fearing that Miller would wis
to renew the d%ﬁlculty, (considering Mil-
ler by far superior in strength, and he
himself being a cripple in the left arm,)
he went off after the first quarrel; tried
to get a pistol; went to the stable of Har-
denbrook Bro.’s, and took a revolver
from a pair of canfinas hanging in the
office with which to defend himself;
went to the saloon, met Miller who at-
tacked him, striking him twice in the
face, and whe endeavored to draw a
knife or pistol—at any rate making ade-
monstration as though he were about to
do so—when he fired two shots.

We have endeavored to give both sides
to this most unfortunate affair, and
await the action of the Justice's examin-
ation for further particulars.

Both parties have been known to us
for years. Thomas Chapman we never
knew to have a diffienlty with any man
before, which terminated in a fight. His
father, Col. W. W, Chapman, of Pert-
land, Oregon, an eminent lawyer, was
at one time Surveyor General of that
State. There are five brothers—T. J.,
James M., Arthar W.,, W. W,_ jr, and
Nathan,

William Miller came from ldaho city to
this place, but was well known as a
buteher in Yreka, California. He was
fond of drink, and when drunk, was
sometimes quite abusive. We never
knew of but one difficulty in which he
participated: Im the spring of 1865 he
met a notorious desperado in Idaho city
—Tom Wilson—in deadly combat, one
usuing & knife and the other a pistol.
When seperated both were supposed to
be meortally wounded, but recovered.
Miller was & brave man, who feared
nothing.

Chapman was immediately arrested
by Under Sheriff Thomas. His examin-
ation was postponed until 1 o'clock, p.
m., Saturday.

The following is the verdict of the
Coroner’s Jury:

TerriToRY OF MoNTANA,
County or Demr Lobesx, }

An inquest held at the house of Chas. Reed,
in the town of Deer Lod‘f-e. in the County of
Deer Lodge, on the 4th day of October, 1867,
before me, D. P. Newcomer, Justice of the
Peace in and for said County, upon the body
of William Miller, lying dead, by the Jurors
whose names are hereunto subscribed: The
said Jurors, upon their oath do say, that om
Thursday, the 3d day of October, 1567, about
5 o’clock p. x., that the deceased came to his
death by two pistol shots, one ball entering
the left breast near the nipple and coming out
almost straight through the body, near the
left shoulder blade, and one shot passing
through the right arm near the elbow; wounds
caused from a pistol in the hands of Thomas
Chapman; and that said pisto]l was fired with
the ixtention of killing thedeceased, William
Miller,

In testimony, we, the said Jurors, have here-

Patronize the
farmers, pay them a liberal price for
their produce, and you will sell them
your goods at good prices and get your
money back again. We will be en.
couraged in our pursuits, can improve
our ranches, and henceforth the country
will be self-sustaining, and when the
strapped prospector comes in our valley
we can afford to pay him good wages for
work and let him go on his way re
joicing, with remewed energy. The
whole country would be benefitted, any
and every body would have money, and
busginess of all kinde would emliven
From the pernicious system heretofore
practiced we are unable to pay our debts,
Many are leaving and threatening to
leave the country.

Epwin Forrust.—Bell's statue of
Edwin Forrest, which has just arrived
at Boston from ltaly, was privately ex-
hibited in that ecity, Aug. 24th. The
Boston Pustsays:

The statue is six feet six inches in
hight, and represents Cariolanus reply-
ing to Virgilla his wife, Volumnia his
mother, and Valeria, who beseech him
to spare Rome. Perhaps no better atti-
tude could have been selected. Themo-
ment is one of power, strength, dignity
ond pride, and these qualities the argist
has evolved with remarkableskill. The
right foot is thrown forward. In the
right h]:tnddis 2 sc.rulll. :;nd the left sup-

ris the drapery of the toga A r-
Ei':n of the chest, the arms :Ed the lf‘ol
are superbly chiseled, and the marble
seems alive with that muscular mighti
ness for which the great tragedian is so
noted. In fact, the posture of the figure,
its detail of development, the form and
inclination of the head, the expression
of the features, evéen—for the marble is
capable of sach when touched by the
quickeping hand of genius—the entire
work indicates very clearly that Bell
studied his subject well, and labored
with equal zeal and success. The im-
pression made on the visitor as he gazes
upon the statue is that it is instinet with
life, and there is grace, character and
purpose in every inch of the marble, and
that it was committed to fortanate
hands. Thestatue rests upon a square
pedestal, upon the front of which are
the mask and numerous emblems of the
tragic muse.

A Corrovs CALCULATION.—What a
noisy creature would a man be were his
voice, in proportion to his weight, as
loud as that of a locust! A locust ean
be heard at the distance of one-sixteenth
of a mile. The golden wren is said to
weigh but half an ounce ; so that a mid-
dling sized man would weigh down not
short of four thousand of them; and it
must be 8 if & golden wren would
not outweigh four of our locusts. Sup-
posing therefore, that a common man
weighs as much as sixteen thousand of
our locusts, and that the note of alocust
can be heard a sixteenth of a mile, a
man of common dimensions, pretty
sound in wind and limb, ought to be
able to make himself heard at the dis-
tance of one thousand six hundred miles;
