Pennsylvania takes the lead in the
production of rye, nearly one-third of
the produet of the whole country, and
n buckwheat over foriy-two per cent.

New Jersey produces more rye than
any other State, according to her popn
tation.

New York takes the lead in the pro-
duction of barley, about forty per cent.
of the whole couatry. .

Virginia takes the lead in tobacco.
New York, Pennsylvania and New Jer
gey together produce two-thirds of all
the rye.

New York stands the tenth State in
production of Indian corn; being ex-
ceeded by Illinois, Indiana, Ohio, lowa,
Tennessee, Pennsylvania, Virginia, Ken-
tucky, and Misscuri.
