Not long since we gave publicity to a
letter from the parents of John Devin,
residing in Sacramento, California, soli-
citing information of his whereabouts.

Coming from the west the road to Mon
tana is through or near this city—that
is, the most traveled route, Then, there
is the Hamboldt route, some 150 miles
from here, which would be considerable
out of the way for trains to Montana via
Salt Lake City. This young man, John
Devin, was on his way to Montana via
Salt Lake city, as he had some business
to transact in this city, we understand.
He ““was last heard from between Bear
River and Salt Lake City.” He
through Austin all right, but failed to
resnch Salt Lake City.” We can’t con
ceive how he was heard from “between
Bear River and Salt Lake City” and not
reach this city.
