On the next platforin helow are the ecopper
plates on tables of the usual copstruction,
except that acrogs each one are: two parellal
depressious or copper lined troughs, furnish-
ed with revolving horizontal cylinders, armed
with wire blades for striking the pulp and
foreing it through'a bath of quicksiiver as it
passes under them. The pulp as it leaves the
tables, is discharged (that from each battery
by itself) into one of  Hendyz Concentra-
turs’’ of which there are three in_ operation.
This invention is in great repute in California
for separating the light sund of the pulp from
the heavier portions, whick Ilnst retain the

ey arethallow pans of iron, five feet in di-
ameter; to which 1= given a short shaking mo-
tion as the pulp is fed into them. The lighs-
er parts pass away through the discharge
which strange to eay, is in the centre while
the heavier sands collect around the edge in
a depression made to receive them. This
heavy portion is dmwn off as often a4 desired
into thiree tanks below. Below these tanks is
another descent of four feet and on the plat-
form at its feot are the machines for grind-
ing and amalgumating the concentrated pulp.
Of these we ohserved thresa. They nre the
famous *“ Wheeler Pans,”” so extensively used
in California and Nevada, and as faras known
to as, the first that have been ovfed in Mon-
tana. They ard each charged every four
hours with abeut 350 Ibs of the conecentrated
pulp which undergoes in them a severe grind-
ing, reducing the pulp to the fineness of flour.
On the lowest floor ten feet below this, are
other machines in which the late contents of
the pans are still further treated by “ settling”’
and the final collection of the amalgam is ef-
Passing through the lower wall of
the mill are two sluices, one of which takes
off the sulpburet: to an underground tank
where they are safely ~tored for some second
treatment, the other takes away the ** tail-
ings’® the sluice going through a tunnel six
feet high and  over 70 fest long, to its dis-
charge in the creek below, after baving been
subject to strict examination throughout its
course,

The whole arrangement is very complete
and most certainly is adinirably contrived for
the purpose intended, which is, to sbuject the
guartz to a thorough test by the best modes
known. With the other :J.vpnmma obtained
in California, we observed a little “ Proe
pecting mill,”” and now express our regret that
each hardy prospector of Montana has not
one “ like unto it.”" It consists of & minia-
ture “ BlakeCrusher,”” with “ Wheeler pan*’
and “ Sefiler’” on the same scale and 1s de-
signed for testing quartz upon the same plan
as that of the large mill, and to give upon a
small scale, say 30 or 40 1bs of ore, the same
result or per cent that would be from the
large mill. This little millis run by the
same power which carries the rest of the ma-
chinery and is placed in the lower series of
room built like a house in one corner of the
great mill room. Next above is the assay
room, fitted with furnace, sink, balances and
appliances for reducing and assaying the gold,
while the third room still above is oceupied
as s Dormitory by the smalgamators who
can, from its window take in the entire mill
room at a glance,

Zhe engine room is by the side of the mill,
and geparated from it by a dividing wall as
substantial as if they were two distinet build-
ings. The engine is as we are informed, of
80 horse power, made at the Washington Iron
Works at Newburgh, New York, and furpished
with the latest, and to ms, some novel improve
ments. The fly wheel weighing 4,300 lbs
is 10 feet in dimmeter. The boiler is 17
feet luli%llna has 68 flues of 3 inches in diam-
eter. e engine works with perfect smooth-
ness and runs the machinery 1& less than
401bs of steam. It was odr delight to be in

the mill during our stay, when time permit-
ted, and obeerve the ect working of all
ite parts. We were happy to see and know

that so amply has it been proven that from
25 to 30 tons of the hardest quartz can be
crushed in twenty-four hours or over two tons
to thestamp,which is the result never obtained
or approximated to in our Territory that we
know of. This fact we consider of vast im-
ortance in solving the question of the prac-
ticability of working narrow leads—and of
testing the further question of the minimam
costs of quartz crushing. After mature de-
liberation and calm ﬁection on the Profes-
sors hobby of a California mill, and knowing
his vver meaning estimate of their superior-
ity, we are inclined to yield and bow to his
superior sagacity and j ent, for certainly
notoing which we have before seen can at all
compare with the Midas mill, snd we look to
this and other similar mills which will an
other season follow from Californin as a har-
binger of better days for our mines, becaase
of better treatment uf our fores. We should
say that the Midas mill with all,its adjuncts,
gave engine and boiles, is from the celebrated
Union Iron Works of H. J. Booth & Co. of
San Francisco. Nor must we omit to name the
architects of this work, Mr. Horace Country-
man who luid it out at the commencement,
but to our townsmae now of the village of
Midasburgh, Mr. Daniel Hutchinson, belongs
the honor of executing all of its details, and
of making the Midas mill a success beyond »
peradventure, May you live Dan to built
many like it in our young Territory of Mon-
tana is the wizh of the writer, and of @il who
know you.
