Trial of Prol. J. T Hodge.

Ter'y of Montana, )

Prof. Jas. T. lodge.
Had no agreement with Dumphy and Moore

to resist taking of the wood by force; I en-
quired of Moore if he had my pistol because I
wished to show Hodge's party we could not
be run away from the wood; did not ask
Moore for the pistol; Moore got the pistol in
the cabin; did not have it on my person the
day before; had the pistol at the cabin only a
short time before the shooting; got it from
Helena about two weeks before shooting oc-
curred; I went to Helena to see if Hodge
could take the wood I had cut, from me, by
right ; went to Mr. Bently's to And out;
Bently is not particularly my legal adviser;
Bently then had a suit pending with Hodge
about the property in dispute; went to Bently
because I knew him, and because I was living
with him at the time.

Did not carry a pistol to use in any dif-
culty which might arise; had a borrowed pis-
tol before we got the one from Helena, which
was borrowed of - Rodolf, some 3 or 4
weeks before, to kill a cat with; there was a
abort interval during which I had no pistol;
when I saw Hodge and his men coming with
guns' I thought he meant to frighten me;
myself and Charles Dumphy make the firm of
Dumphy & Co.

Moore had no interest whatever in the wood;
he was keeping a lumber yard at that place, for
Damphy & Bently ; only one of Hodge's teams
drove up to the wood; none of my party did
anything with the teams, I tried to lead
a team out of the road, Moore said to let
them drive where they please, as long as they
don't take the wood. Moore said Hodge could
not take the wood; I proposed to sell the
wood to Hodge, if he got it all; think
Moore's object in being with me was to aid
in keeping the wood from being taken away ;
the reason why I turned the team aside was
that I was afraid it would knock down the
pile of wood.

Can't remember whether Hodge had sleighs
or wagons; he had one sleigh; think there
was one team of mules; the teams stopped
themselves, near the wood; Prof. Hodge be-
gan tearing down the wood a little before the
teams came up; Hodge and son both had
-uns in their hands; nothing said between

myself, Dumphy and Moore oefore Hodge be-
gan taking the wood ' I was at the pile when
lodge began taking the wood; was sitting

down on it; said nothing to Prof. Hodge, he
nothing to me, as he began taking the
wood; I had an axe at that time, but was do-
ing nothing with it. made no demonstration
at any time during the affray, towards Hodge;
.idcnot have the axe for any particular rea-
son or pupose that I know of ; left the axe on
the wood when the shooting occurred; don't
know why, when or where I got the axe; was
not going to work at that tame; carried the
aze without reason or cause ; did not strike
at Prof. Hodge when he attempted to take the
wood; did not have the ae in my hand at
the time Hodge began to take wood, he only
ot the stick part way off when I pulled it

He struck me over the head with his gun;
I was sitting on the wood pile Prof.
Iodge direct in front of me; neithr of au
spoke ; when Prof H- struck me Moore
stepped between Prof. H., and myself.

While I was keeping Prof. H., from taking
the wood, Moore and Dumphy were coming
towarl the pile; Moore pushed Prof. H.,
back with his right hand, one or two steps;
Moore was so cloas tome I could teach him;
I heard nothing said, I was excited; took
good notice of what was going o ; the pr-
tes remained stationary but a abort time; It
was about two minutes before the shooting
that the teams came up.

Did not have the axe in my hand or use it
after the fring ommenced. Did not strike
Prof. Hodg before he ared; when I got oI
the wood, oee had pamed between Prof. H.
and me, and was running in a circle aroed

-odge to avoid the aim of his gun; if Prof.
H. had not turned Moore would have been at
his back ; am certain Moore had no pistol in
his haad at that time ; only noticed one hand,
Moore drew pistol from cot pocket with right
hand about the time Prof. H., fired ast shot;
I a positive Moore had no pistol in his hands
at the time he mn odge back, and ran
around him; ot. Hedge was standing in
the road about ten feet fom where I was on
the wood, when he fred.

0 The first pile where Hodge A Co. went issome
Sfour or five rods from the road; the secopd pile
where the shooting occurred only so pe two
D rods from the road ; I was sitting on the pile
aerest the road when the shooting occurred;
think the ball from Raussell's gun passed
through Moore and entered Hodges breast.
SIf tbi was not the way Prof. Hodge was
shot I cannot account for it; he most have
beeaq shot by some one whom I did not see fire;
there were men of Prof. Hodge's cutting
wood at the time on the hill when the shoot-
ing occurred. From the nature of the wound
and the gun I determined that Prof. Hodge
shot Moore; If RIumeuts gun had been loaded
with back shot ad he had shot Moore it
would be contrary to my theory; am quite
positive that Piot. Modges gun was loaded
with buck shot and it was Prof. Hodge who
shot Moore in the breast. The wound in
Moores groin was very large; ranged upwards
and pased out near the small of the beck ;
Moore was facing Russell and nearly in front
of him when Moore shot at Russell; Russell
was not wounded until the time Moore shot;
when 1 heard Moore and Russell fire I saw
Russels gun drop; the parties were in range
when Russell fired at Moore; Moore was on
his knees; Prof. Hodge was farther up the
hill behind Moore sad some six or seven feet
from him; the ball entered much lower than
it went out. The hill fell abcut three feet
in ten; Russell was standing in the road at
the time he fired; at the time RaSsell fired I
j ldge his head was lower than Moores; when
I left Prof. Hodge after striking him with the
stick he lay along the hill side upon his side
or back, has heed up hill. When Moore and
Russell fired I was within three or four feet of
Moore and some six feet from Russell; saw
Prof. Hodge when he got up; think he las
on his left side, his head towards town; don't
know that I have ever given a different ac-
count of the foregoing affair; never said I
did not know who shot frst; never said in
I Helena, Moore shot frst; nobody asked me
about the shooting affair in front of Mr.
Shobers office in Helena; don't know any
man named Woodward; think I saw him
once when he had Prof. Hodge in charge;
don't remember having any conversatien with
Bently about the matter; dont think I ever
told him Prof. Hodge and Russell fired at the
same time. Prof. Hodge was shot after he
fell; don't know how many men were presedt
at the time of the shooting; not positive as
to any of their boestions at the time.

Small re-examined in chief:
ProL Hodge had two guns; gave one a

carbine to Lambrpux, who pointed to
Moore at the time of shooting b•t did not
Are. Pistol that Moore had exhibited and
sworn to as the same. Mr. Dumphy took tap
the pistol when Moore had dropped it and
took it to the cabin; the pistol is in the
same condition it was when I fst saw it after
the shuoting.

Charles Duamphy examination in chief :
Reside in Helena; am acquainted with the

parties by sight and George Moore personally;
am scqcainted with the particulars of the af-
fray at heal of Oro Fino gulch; when Prof.
Hodge came to the cabin in the morning and
sid he was going to take away the wood
Small forbid him doing so. I went oat short-
ly after; Small went to where Hodge's men
were loading wood, and found Small unload-
ing it and having some diiculty with Hodges
men; Small got on to the sled and threw the
wood cif as Battese who had the team was
driving of; bmall had the wood all of the
sled by the time the team reeched the road ;
went back to my cabin when the team pud
Hodges men started for the mill; Small came
to the window and told me that Hedge was
coming with two more teams and a party of
men armed with guns. Moore said to me
that I ought to go out and help Small keep
them from taking the wood. I had a felon
on my nand and could do but little to stop
them, but said I would go and started; he
revolver laid on the table, I took it and then
Moore said, let me take that Charley, your
have a sore hand and can't do much; I start-
ed out, having given the revolver to Moore
who put it in his pocket behind and went with
me. (Revolver given to Moore produced and
identified.) We went to the road; Prof.
lodge, several men and the teams eame to
where we were; Heodge had two guns at the
time, his son another; when Hodge started
the teams towards the wood pile Small step-
ped up to lead of the teams when Hodge
pointed his gun towards Small and said be
would shoot any one who interfered wiS& his
teams or men. Hodge and Small got to the
wood pile aboheut the se time; Hodge
caught hold of ene end of a stick of wood,

mrall the other ed and pulled it from Hede;
Hedge then struck Small with his gPn;
M oore interfered when liodge pointed his qn
at Moore and fred; Moore was jumping
about when the gun was ired ; Moore turned
partly around and fell partly on his knees;

About this time,
Prof. Hodge raied up and asked some of his
men to carry him home; some men took
Prof. Hedge and started for his house. I
pcked the pistol up irst when Moore fell and

When Moore
stumbled he drew his revolver; he was goipg
down bill towards Russell Hodge; Moore hot
more than three or four feet from I•bame L
when he fired; both parties standing up; I
1 think Moore fired first; Moore stood up
till after he fired at ussell and then fell;
Small was doing nothing while Prof. H, was
pointing his gun at Moore; when Prof. H.
fred he, (Moore) stumbled three or four fe't
forward and fired at Raell H. ; Psof. 1I. was
struck by Sqiall once with a stick of wood
when he fell. When Prof. H. fell he was
some firve or six feet behind Moore; Prof. H.
was down when Moore and Russell fell; he
fell on his left side; I think his head was to-

Cross examination of Chas. Dumphy,-Con.
tinued.-Don't know who shot accused, think
accused was shot by his sons gun ; the wounad
in deceased's groin was from a large bullet, I
think; think Russell held his gun about two
feet from the ground; did not know accused
was shot, until some time after the afray;
Russell was not over 12 feet from the accused;
I was above the accused some 6 feet, and 4 or
5 feet from the wood pile; affray occurred be-
tween the wood pile and the road, little above
the wood it anything ; I went up to where
the afray occurred, on morning of 30th, to
see what was going on, and prevent the tak-
ing of the wood; Small told me, accused had
said to him, that he, (accused) claimed the
wood and land in question ; had heard often
that accused claimed the land and wood in
question; had heard others claim it; first beard
that accused clqimed the wood and ranch a
little over a year ago ; began to cut wood
some time in December; Mr. Bentley gave me
leave to go there, and cut the wood; Bentley
and Dumphy consented to let me go there,
and cut what wood I wished, and I was to pay
them nothing for it; think I have related the
occurrences I have told here to-day to other
parties than the Grand Jury ; was m Helena
the day before the affray; Mr. Small told me
he had spoken to Mr. Bently about accused
claiming the wood, and Bently had told him,
to go beak to ueneag wood; did not hear
Bently say anythig abouot the wood to Small
or any one else; I had often heard Bently and
B. Damphy claim the land and wood; did not
go to the accused to see if he had any title
to the ground or not ; never made any effort
to fid out who owned the land and wood;
irst saw accused where the wood was on the
morning of the shooting; understood Dam-
py and Bently were having a controversy
with the acaused about the wood ; might have
said in Mr. Shobers office that I did not know
who shot first; have often said things which
might be untrue about the affair, because I
did not think pemons asking about it had any
business to know ; it- depended upon who ask-
ed me, whether I told the truth or not ; don't
believer- ever told in the presence of Mr.
Woodward, or any one else, while in Mr.
Shober- o-ce, that deceased shot frst, or
that I did not know who fired frst ; at the
tame of the shooting, I had rough feelings
towards the accused, and don't feel very
friendly now.

Re-examintatol in obhief-If I ever said anythiug
upon the suabjo a to who tired Brat, I must have
meant that Moore Bred before Iussell H.

Dr. Maupina-Examination in chiet-Was not sme
quai ted with Moore. Xnow how he was wound-
ed; went imas e.es Mat with Pe. Glbo, who was
called in as principal; about six back shot, in a
half cirle on the left breast, between the third and
el-th ribs made the wound in the brest; judging
from th look the looks of the wound at the time I sw it,
should juige it to be atal without any other wound;

Exam-

ination in chief
I wam the wgeou who* * ia dba& *Pne

T. Hodge a4 son; I began atteudiag t e"i
on Jan. 30th, 1867; was called on the mora-

eg e that day to go 3 Prof. Hodge's kntse.
Whea I got thyre w several persones tand-
ing aropand tfou Prof. _odge and son bath
wounded : f t' directed my attetion to'
Rassell HDodge who requested me to emsanine
.his father ist ; stripped Prof. Hodge and up-
on examination found he bad' received end
wound in dae right breast, breaking eiher the
second or third rib just where it unites with
the breast bone. On further examination I
found a bole running brbund the outside of
the rib and embn g under the right shkouler.
I then cut the wound open and found another
one running upwards along the breast bone,
still another hold running 44wn, all of these
being between the nsus•le and bone; further
examination disclosed still 'Inotherhole go-
ing directly through the carieage of the rib
into the lung; don't know. where the ball
went to; the wound had the appearance of
having been made by one ball I account for
the holes up and down inside the wound either
by concussion of air separating the muscles
and fibers or from splinters of bone ; think
they were caused by concussion; examined
the wound carefully but could not dad the
ball ; probed the wound inside of the lungs as
far as was warranted in doing, and breathed
through it; all wounds in the bre: t are con-
sidered serious when they penetrate a cavity;
the awound bad the appearance of having been
made by a mall ball; I judge of the size of a

ball by the aime of the wound and the holes in
clothing perforated; looked at the holes
through the clothing of Prof. Hodge. [Prof.
Hodge's clothing, coat and vest, here exhib-
ited and identified by witness to be the same
as those worn by the Prof. at the time of
shooting, and examinci by the Dr. directly
afterwards.1

•zamined RIusell odge's wound ; it was
just about one half inch above the wrist joint
sad carried away both bones and severed both
arteries; the wound eemsed to have been
caused either by a large ball or a small one
from a weapon held close to the a-m when
fired; the wrist was badly shattered, and
burnt by powder; the powder stain ex-
tended about one half an inch around the
wound; the ball went directly through the
wrist, entering from the front; did not spec-
ially examine Moore's wounds; saw the buck
shot wound mentioned by me yesterday, and
a woetd in the groq extending upjards at
about tn angle of ' 5o above the hip; it
seemed to have been made by a large ball;
havehad considerable experience in gun shot
and incised wounds; have been engaged in
surgery for seven or eight years ; the wound in
Moore's groin was larger than that in the

piece could hardly make a round hole; it
