EXE rIIPTION OF BUULI;ON.

From the Alta California of April 24
we clip the following of interest to the
producers bullion:

Miners anl those interested in mining re-
turns will be glad to learn that by the new law
of Congress, exempting certain manutsetures
from the Internal Revenue tax, bullion is ex-
empted from the excise duty of one sixth of
one per cent. heretofore imposed upon it.
Superintendent Swain, of the Unite d States
Branch Mint, at this place, yesterday received
a telegram from the Director of the United
States Mint at Philadelphia, informing him
that by the terms of the act of Congress all
bullion assayed since April let is exempt from
the internal revenue tax. In reply to an in-
quiry, the bapeintendenst was instructed to
cease collecting the tax. This exemption is
a concession to the claims of the Pacifi coast
and other bullion producing r eons, which
have been so persistently urged by the Cali-
fornia delegation in Congres, and will be
accepted as a considerable refefto the mining
interest.

Lord Derby, he remarked, was not a-k•ld to
stay in office in 1859. Mr. Gladstone
aouoted whether the eulogium pansel by the
Premier was a challenge to tLh opposition or
stooping so low as to persuade them to remain
in office. He laughed at the cry of danger to
the Established Church, and at that of the
Church of Rome ab-orbing all other sects. It
was unprecedented that a ministry voi.c , had
been beaten by e5 majority should talk of dis-
solving parliament. It might be right to
elect a new parliament to settle the questic:
of the Irish Church, but its first duty when
chosen would be to settle the mirniistrv itself.
Its previous course was unconstitutional. The
House was hostile to the ministry, and yet he
hinted it would govern the country until fall.
In the meantime the fate of Ireland and other
great questions would remain in suspense. The
duty of the liberals was clearly to follow up
the resolves with a suspensory bill, thus clear-
ing the way for a ,Pw parliament. They must
g-o on. They had no bargains to make. The
Pren ier had said nothing that would change
the purposes of the ministry. Hle (Mr. Glad-
stone) would therefore urge the surpension
ordn!er to-night, or if the ministry would not
allow it, then at the earliest ponsiole day, fir
the consideration of the resolves. If they
passed, the House bill should follow, suspeu-
ding the appointmer ts in the Irish Church.

.1r. Robt. Law naid, after the ministry had
nullified the will of the llouse, they had bet-
ter ask the control for months to come of the
government. Such a course was uncoiititu-
tional, and it was absurd where the executive
and legislative were distrusting each other to
maintain a show of amity until the next year.

New York, May 5.-T-'e herald's Wash-
ington dispatch rays Senator Fesoenden hna
prepared an opinion that there are no grounds
shown in the evidence or argument justifying
the conviction of the President.

Morrill offered Fessenden an adverse opinion
but failed to convince him. Several other
Republican SeLators are reported to have ;ol-
lowed Fessenden's example.

It is stated a new party, headed by Chuae for
President, against Grant, will b3 immee~iately
formed by Fessenden, Henderson, Trumbull
and other moderate Republicans.

San Francisco, May 7.-The bark Comet
from the Sandwich Islands b-ings accounts of
terrible volcanic eruptions r.t Mauna. Loa be-
gan demonstrations March 27th. On the 2Qth
over 100 earthquake shocks were felt. Nilina
followed. During the two weeks following
to April 13th, 2,000 earthquake shocks oc-
curred at Alwaichinat. The earth openea in
many places anad a tidal wave sixty feet high
rolled over the tops of cocoa trees a quarter
of a mile inland, sweeping hu'aan hcings,
houses and everything movable oefore it. A
terrible shock prostrated a church and several
houses, killing many persons. In all, 100
lives were lost, besides 1,00 horses and cattle.
The craces- vomited fire, rocks and lava. A
river of red hot lava five or six miles lng
lowed to the sm at the rate of ten miles an
hour, destroying everything before it and
rorming an Island in the sea. A new crater
two miles wide opened and threw out rocks
and streams of fire a thousand feet high.
Four streams of lava rolled to the sea at one
time, the illiminahtoa extending fifty miles
at night. The lava has pushed out from
shore one mile at Warohentt. Three miles
from shore a conical island rose suddenly,
emitting a column of steam while the Kono
packet was passing, spattering mud on the
vessel. The greatest shock occurred April 2d.

Prior to the erqptioa there was a great
shower of ashes aa pnmice. D)uring the
great shock the swaying motion of the earth
wm so great no person could stand. In the
midst of this tremendous shock aal eruption
oi red earth poured down the monztain, ruish-
ing across the plain three miles in three mlu-

ates, sad then sensed. Then cane the great
tidal wave, and then a stream of lava. The
villages on the shore were all destroyed by
this wave. The earth opened under the sea
and teduced the waters. The earth eruption
swillowed thirty persons and the sea many
more. Great sufferin and terror prevauled in
the whole region affected. A sloop, the Live
Yankee, had been dispatched wimh provisions,
etc., to rescue and reler the ah iabit a.
